18 years of priestly ministry on May 11, and
Father Flores celebrated 3 years of service on
May 13. It truly felt like a parade as the City of
Coral Gables Departments
(and one fire truck from the City of Miami) led the

caravan from the Biltmore up Anastasia Avenue

towards the church. For 30 minutes, the two
of us waved as we were so overjoyed to see our
parishioners who we have not seen in two
months! We were overwhelmed by the display of
love and affection towards your priests. We are
honored to serve you each and every day, and we
cannot wait to welcome you back to church so we
can properly celebrate around the table of the Lord

in the Eucharist. Which we pray will happen soon.

This brings me to the topic of today’s bulletin
column: the reopening of our church for the public
celebration of Mass. As I said in my homily two
Sunday’s ago, the old normal is not coming back. At
least not now. Closing the church on March 18, as
painful as that was, was sudden and quick compared
to the difficult task of reopening. There are so many
factors that we are considering to keep our
community safe. Social distancing will be a must, as
will be the wearing of protective masks. Yes, Mass
will look a lot different when we resume.

We do not know yet how many people will be
allowed in our church for liturgies. But sadly, it will
not be the open access we once had. There will be a
limit on how many may gather inside. We are not
accustomed to limits being imposed on us, especially
church to pray
worship, which is why I ask this of everyone:

when we come to and

patience. This will take some time to get used to,

and re-entry will be bumpy. There is no playbook

for this. We are consulting with civil authorities,
the Archdiocese, and our Parish Council along with
our Parish Staff are making the necessary plans to
make this difficult transition as smooth as possible.

But again, I cannot overemphasize this enough:
this will be difficult. Yet it is worth doing to finally
bring you the Eucharist in person. It will be difficult
because just as we are inconvenienced and annoyed
when we have to wait outside at the supermarket or
pharmacy when there are too many people inside,
we may have to do the same here. We are still
planning on what that will look like. There are
many ideas that are being proposed and when we
settle on one, I will share it with all of you. Mass
schedules may need to be altered because at the end
of every Mass, the church needs to be cleaned and
all pews wiped down. Families will be allowed to sit
together but everyone else must sit six feet
apart. Communion will be a slower process because
we have to process up six feet apart from each other
there be Ministers of
Communion. Yes, this is our new reality, but we

and will fewer
must adjust to keep our community safe and prevent
the further spread of the virus. It is above all an act

of charity.

So, since we are two weeks from the Solemnity
of Pentecost, may I suggest that we pray to the Holy
Spirit that He may pour out on us an abundance of
the spiritual fruit of patience. We are going to need
even more of it, but again, all this effort is so worth
it just to be able to experience and receive the
Eucharistic Christ in person. And that day is
drawing closer and closer, so let us rejoice because
even though it may look different, we will soon be
able to gather to celebrate the Risen Christ.

Sera
dificil porque, al igual que nos molestamos y nos
irritamos cuando tenemos que esperar afuera en el
supermercado o en la farmacia cuando hay demasiada
gente adentro, es posible que tengamos que hacer lo
mismo aqui. Todavia estamos planeando cémo serd
eso. Hay muchas ideas que se proponen y cuando nos
decidamos en una, las compartiré con todos ustedes.
Es posible que sea necesario modificar los horarios de
misas porque al final de cada misa, la iglesia necesita
ser limpiada al igual que los bancos. Se permitira a las
familias sentarse juntas, pero todos los demis deben
sentarse a seis pies de distancia. La comunidén serd un
proceso més lento porque tenemos que dejar hasta seis
pies de distancia entre si y habrd menos Ministros
Extraordinarios de la Comunidén. Si, esta es nuestra
nueva realidad, pero debemos adaptarnos para
mantener a nuestra comunidad segura y evitar una
propagacién mayor del virus. Es sobre todo un acto de
