FIRST READING ACTS nr-ut

In the first book, Theophilus, I dealt with all that Jesus did and
taught until the day he was taken up, after giving instructions through
the Holy Spirit to the apostles whom he had chosen. He presented
himself alive to them by many proofs after he had suffered, appearing to
them during forty days and speaking about the kingdom of God. While
meeting with the them, he enjoined them not to depart from Jerusalem,
but to wait for “the promise of the Father about which you have heard me
speak; for John baptized with water, but in a few days you will be
baptized with the Holy Spirit.”

When they had gathered together they asked him, “Lord, are you at
this time going to restore the kingdom to Israel?” He answered them,

ARCHDIOCESE OF MIAMI
Office of the Archbishop

Dear parishioners,

As we reopen our churches for the celebration of the Mass and Sacraments with the People of God
present and actively participating, we recognize that we cannot eliminate the very possible risk of in-
fection from the novel corona virus or COVID-19. However, your parish priests and I are committed to
mitigating the risk as much as possible. We reopen because we believe as Church that there are no sub-
stitutes for the reception of the sacraments and our first priority is to be the sign of hope and instrument
of the salvation of the entire human race."

On Tuesday, May 26, parishes will resume celebrating daily Masses. (May 18 in Monroe County).
However, social distancing will be required with approximately 6 feet separation between persons
(except for family members from same household); worshippers are asked to wear a face mask and to
keep it on during Mass, removing it only to receive Holy Communion. Hymnals, missalettes, holy
water will be removed from the church; and the church and its facilities will be sanitized between
services. Hand sanitizers are available at church entrances. In entering or leaving the church, and in
approaching the altar to receive Holy Communion please maintain proper social distance. These
arrangements will take some time getting used to and so you are asked to pay attention to ushers or
others who may be directing. After Mass please do not congregate in the church or outside but make
your way home.

During Mass, please do not hold hands (for example, during the praying of the Lord's Prayer),
or exchange the Sign of Peace. While preaching or at the altar the celebrant will not use a face mask,
but he and other ministers will when they distribute Holy Communion. (If anyone disagrees about the
necessity of wearing a face mask, I would ask that person to wear it anyway - out of respect for and
charity towards their fellow parishioners.)

Social distancing will reduce the numbers of faithful that can be accommodated - perhaps only
25-30% of your church's usual occupancy. Your parish priests -with input from their pastoral councils -
will plan appropriately - perhaps by adding Masses to the schedule if necessary or setting up some type
of "reservation system" to assure that everyone who wishes to attend can do so.

The dispensation from the obligation of attending Mass on Sunday continues indefinitely. Good
judgment and reason should guide your decision as to when you should resume coming to Sunday
Mass.

If you are sick or have flu like symptoms, stay home. If you are frail because of age or are
vulnerable because of an underlying condition, or you are a caretaker of someone who is, it might be
reasonable for you to stay home. If you are fearful, stay home.

These "home bound" parishioners should contact the parish rectory and arrange for the Sacraments
to be brought to them.



We do not live in a risk-free world-we never have. There is a certain amount of risk we assume
when we cross a street, or when we get in our cars to go to work or even to the comer store. We can
never eliminate risk completely, but prudence helps us to mitigate risk whenever and wherever
possible. So, when we cross a street, we go to a crosswalk and look both ways before crossing; when
we get into our car, we make sure that it is operating safely, that the brakes work, etc. and when we
make a turn we use our turn signals.

The corona virus, COVID-19, has introduced new risks into our lives -and until a vaccine is widely
available, we will be unable to eliminate completely the risks, but we must prudently try to mitigate
those risks wherever and whenever possible. For this reason, the entire world put itself into "lock
down", practicing social distance, washing hands frequently, and pretty much staying at home as much
as possible. The "lock down" succeeded in as much as the spread of this very contagious virus was
flattened and our hospitals were not overwhelmed with COVID-19 cases. Nevertheless, a high price
was paid by all - for all were affected even if not all were infected. Our lives were upended: schools
closed, public gatherings limited, millions of jobs lost - and, to be sure despite these measures, many
thousands fell sick and too many of our loved ones died.

In the Archdiocese of Miami, we suspended Masses with congregations present beginning March
16. However, we never "closed": our parish offices remained open, our schools, our Catholic Charities,
our Catholic Health Services, our Pastoral Center all continued their operations. Priests continued
making sick calls, hearing confession, and offering Mass daily. Through livestreaming of Masses,
Bible studies and many other activities your priests strove to remain present to you, their parishioners.
And while they could not celebrate Masses in church with you these past many weeks, they never
failed in offering you, the people of God, their most "essential service" of their prayers.

Our civic authorities throughout the US and the world are slowly "unlocking" the various
jurisdictions under their control even while scientists and medical professionals continue to urge
caution. The novel corona virus is still among us - as is the risk of contagion. As we move to reopen,
prudence - the ability to govern and discipline ourselves by the use of reason - must govern our actions.
There is no substitute for good judgment.

Queridos feligreses:

Al reabrir nuestras iglesias para la celebracion de la Misa y los Sacramentos con el Pueblo de Dios
presente y participando activamente, reconocemos que no podemos eliminar el muy posible riesgo de
infeccion por el nuevo coronavirus o COVID-19. Sin embargo, sus parrocos y yo estamos
comprometidos a reducir el riesgo tanto como sea posible. Reabrimos porque creemos, como Iglesia,
que no hay sustitutos para la recepcion de los Sacramentos, y nuestra primera prioridad es ser "el signo
de esperanza y el instrumento de salvacion de toda la raza humana".

El martes 26 de mayo, las parroquias volveran a celebrar Misas diarias (desde el 18 de mayo en el
condado de Monroe). Sin embargo, se requerira el distanciamiento social con una separacion de
aproximadamente 6 pies entre las personas (excepto los miembros de una familia con el mismo hogar);
a los fieles se les pide que usen una mdascara sanitaria y que la mantengan puesta durante la Misa,
quitandosela solo para recibir la Sagrada Comunion. Los himnarios, los misales y el agua bendita seran
removidos de la iglesia; y la iglesia y sus instalaciones seran desinfectadas entre servicios.
Los desinfectantes para las manos estaran disponibles en las entradas de la iglesia. Al entrar o salir de
la iglesia, y al acercarse al altar para recibir la Sagrada Comunion, se les ruega que mantengan una
distancia social adecuada.

Necesitaremos de algin tiempo para acostumbrarnos a estos arreglos, y, por lo tanto, se les pide que
presten atencidn a los ujieres u otras personas que puedan estar dirigiendo. Después de la Misa, por
favor, no se congreguen en la iglesia o en el exterior, sino dirijanse a sus casas.

Durante la Misa, no se tomen de las manos (por ejemplo, durante el rezo de la Oracién del Seior),
ni intercambien el Signo de la Paz. Mientras predique o se encuentre en el altar, el celebrante no usara
una mascara sanitaria, pero ¢l y los otros ministros lo haran cuando distribuyan la Sagrada Comunion.
(Si alguien no esta de acuerdo con la necesidad de usar una mascara sanitaria, yo le pediria a esa
persona que la usara de todos modos, por respeto y por caridad hacia sus hermanos feligreses.)

El distanciamiento social reducird el nimero de fieles que pueden ser acomodados quizas solo en 25
a 30 por ciento de la capacidad habitual de su iglesia. Sus sacerdotes parroquiales, con el aporte de sus
consejos planearan adecuadamente, tal vez agregando mas Misas al horario si fuera necesario,
o estableciendo algin tipo de "sistema de reservaciones" para garantizar que todos los que deseen
asistir puedan hacerlo.

La dispensa de la obligacion de asistir a Misa el domingo continta indefinidamente. El buen juicio
y la razon deben guiar su decision sobre cuando deben continuar asistiendo a la Misa dominical.Si esta
enfermo o tiene sintomas similares a los de la gripe, quédese en casa. Si es fragil debido a su edad,
o es vulnerable debido a una afeccion subyacente, o si tiene bajo su cuidado a alguien que lo es, seria
razonable que se quedara en casa. Si siente temor, quédese en casa.



Estos feligreses "a domicilio" deben contactar a la rectoria de la parroquia y hacer los arreglos para
que se les lleven los Sacramentos.

No vivimos en un mundo libre de riesgos: nunca ha sido asi. Hay una cierta cantidad de riesgo que
asumimos cuando cruzamos una calle, o cuando nos subimos a nuestros autos para ir a trabajar,
o incluso a la tienda mas cercana. Nunca podemos eliminar el riesgo por completo, pero la prudencia
nos ayuda a reducir el riesgo siempre que sea posible. Entonces, cuando cruzamos una calle, vamos a
un cruce peatonal y miramos a ambos lados antes de cruzar; cuando nos subimos a nuestro auto, nos
aseguramos de que esté funcionando de manera segura, de que los frenos funcionen, etc.; y cuando
hacemos un giro, utilizamos nuestras sefiales de giro.

El coronavirus, COVID-19, ha introducido nuevos riesgos en nuestras vidas, y hasta que haya una
vacuna ampliamente disponible, no podremos eliminar completamente los riesgos, pero debemos tratar
de reducir esos riesgos con prudencia, siempre que sea posible. Por esta razon, el mundo entero se
"encerrd", practicando la distancia social, lavandose las manos con frecuencia, y permaneciendo
practicamente en casa tanto como fuera posible. El "bloqueo" tuvo éxito en la misma medida en que la
propagacion de este virus altamente contagioso se redujo, y nuestros hospitales no se vieron abrumados
por los casos de COVID-19. Sin embargo, todos hemos pagado un precio muy alto, porque todos nos
hemos visto afectados, incluso aunque no todos hemos sido infectados. Nuestras vidas dieron un
vuelco: las escuelas cerradas, las reuniones publicas limitadas, millones de empleos perdidos y, a pesar
de estas medidas, muchos miles se han enfermado y muchos de nuestros seres queridos han muerto.

En la Arquidiécesis de Miami, suspendimos las Misas con la presencia de congregaciones a partir
del 16 de marzo. Sin embargo, nunca "cerramos": nuestras oficinas parroquiales permanecieron
abiertas; nuestras escuelas, nuestras Caridades Catolicas, nuestros Servicios de Salud Catoélicos, nuestro
Centro Pastoral continuaron sus operaciones. Los sacerdotes continuaron llamando a los enfermos,
escuchando confesiones y ofreciendo la Misa todos los dias. Mediante la transmision en vivo de Misas,
estudios biblicos y muchas otras actividades, sus sacerdotes se esforzaron por permanecer presentes
para ustedes, sus feligreses. Y aunque no pudieron celebrar Misas en la iglesia con ustedes en estas
ultimas semanas, nunca dejaron de ofrecerle al pueblo de Dios el mas importante de sus "servicios
esenciales": el de sus oraciones.

Las autoridades civiles de los Estados Unidos y el mundo estan "desbloqueando" lentamente las
diversas jurisdicciones bajo su control, incluso a pesar de que los cientificos y los profesionales de la
medicina continuan instando a la cautela. El nuevo coronavirus todavia esta entre nosotros, al igual que
el riesgo de contagio. A medida que avanzamos para reabrir, la prudencia —Ia capacidad de
gobernarnos y de someternos a la disciplina mediante el uso de la razon—, debe regir nuestras
acciones. No hay sustituto para el buen juicio.
