weeks in the news has centered around
outbreak
People are naturally nervous, but here at your
parish we know that you want to have a safe place
to come and worship to calm those nerves and

entrust yourselves to the Lord.

On Monday March 2, all priests and the local
media received an email from the Archbishop who
is closely monitoring events on the news, he
offered some suggestions that we could implement
now. This was a follow up to an email he had
directed the Office of Worship to send us three
days earlier. Some of these we have already been
doing, but we wanted to communicate them to
you.

have been telling them not to serve if they are sick
or have a cold.

Earlier this week, I suspended the distribution
This is

offered during most daily Masse and in several

of Holy Communion via the chalice.

Masses on Sundays. Out of an overabundance of
caution, we are going to suspend this practice for
now and pray we can resume it for Holy Week.

There are other steps that have been proposed,
but for now this is what we are communicating to
the parishioners of the Church of the Little
Flower. The suspension of the Kiss of Peace was
suggested, but I will leave it to your discretion in

the pews. Please do not feel offended or slighted if

someone politely nods at you instead of shaking
your hand. The Archbishop has left these decisions
to the discretion of the local pastors, but if he
instructs us to take more actions throughout the
archdiocese, we will communicate them to you.
(The bulletin is sent to press at the very latest on
the Wednesday before you receive it at church, so
any updates will be communicated on our webpage

and Facebook page.)

For now, as a believing people, we pray for all
those who are sick, all those who are quarantined,
and all the doctors, nurses, and health care workers
who are caring for the sick. We also pray for calm
and thank the Lord for the ability to gather together

to worship at Mass during this Lenten season.

I ask you to also pray for Father Flores and a
group of pilgrims from our parish that amidst these
uncertainties still made their planned trip to the
Holy Land. As pilgrims, they take our prayers
with them to the holy places where our Lord lived
and ministered. May our Merciful Lord who
healed the sick protect and heal all those who are
ill. Lord Jesus, we trust in you!

Mis Querides Umigos,

Gran parte de nuestra atencién en las dltimas
semanas en las noticias se ha centrado en el brote
del coronavirus por todo el mundo. La gente esta
naturalmente nerviosa, pero aqui en su parroquia
sabemos que quieren tener un lugar seguro para
venir y adorar para calmar esos nervios y confiar en
el Sefior.

El lunes 2 de marzo, todos los sacerdotes y los
medios locales recibieron un correo electrénico del
Arzobispo que estd monitoreando de cerca los
eventos en las noticias, y ofrecié algunas
sugerencias que podriamos implementar ahora. Este
fue un seguimiento a un correo electrénico que le

habia

enviara tres dias antes. Algunas de estas ya las

mandado a la Oficina de Culto que nos

hemos estado haciendo, pero queriamos

comunicarselas.

Todos los sacerdotes, didconos y ministros
extraordinarios de la Sagrada Comunién se han
estado lavando las manos minuciosamente antes de
salir a celebrar la misa y distribuir la comunién.
En talleres recientes que  hemos tenido con los
ministros, y mucho antes del brote del coronavirus,
les hemos estado diciendo que no sirvan si estdn

enfermos o tienen un resfriado.

A principios de esta semana, suspendi la
distribucién de la Sagrada Comunién a través del
céliz. Esto se ofrece durante la mayoria de las misas
diarias y en varias misas los domingos. Por exceso
de precaucién, vamos a suspender esta prictica por
ahora y rezar para que podamos reanudarla para la
Semana Santa.

Se han propuesto otros pasos, pero por ahora
esto es lo que estamos comunicando a los feligreses
de la Iglesia de Santa Teresita. Se sugirié la
suspensién del Beso de la Paz, pero lo dejaré a su

discrecién en los bancos. No se sientan ofendido o
menospreciado si alguien les saluda cortésmente en
lugar de darle la mano. El Arzobispo ha dejado estas
decisiones a discrecién de los parrocos locales, pero
si nos indica que tomemos més medidas en toda la
arquididcesis, se las comunicaremos. (El boletin se
envia a la prensa a mis tardar el miércoles antes de
que lo reciban en la iglesia, por lo que cualquier
actualizacidén se comunicard en nuestra pagina web

y pagina de Facebook).

LIVES OF THE SAINTS

SAINT FRANCES OF ROME (1384-1440)
Feast Day — March gth

Nature and human nature—plagues and wars—turned late medieval Rome into a
living hell, particularly for the sick and poor. Frances, by birth and marriage well
provided for, was a devoted wife and mother; but like Benedictine Oblates, who to
this day “pray and work” while living with their families and working in the
world, she joined like-minded laywomen friends in ministering to society’s most
vulnerable. Frances’ charity was not only “hands on” but “in home.” Her palace
became a hospital after the plague claimed two of her three children. When her
husband’s death ended their loving marriage of forty years, Frances joined other
widowed Oblates in community. In an interesting link to the United States, our
nation’s premier religious congregation for women of color, the Oblate Sisters of
Providence, in 1833 established bonds of spiritual communion with these Oblates
of Saint Frances in Rome. Though Black History Month is past, take a moment to
learn about the good work that Mother Lange’s spiritual daughters are doing still
