FROM THE PASTOR’S DESK 

 My Dear Friends,  
 

 Father Flores and I were having lunch. It was 
the afternoon of Wednesday, March 18, exactly 
three weeks after Ash Wednesday when this       
eternal Lent had started. We were just about        
finished with our meal when the news we had been 
expecting yet feared came down: the churches had 
to be closed. I knew it was coming but the news hit 
me like a bucket of ice-cold water, nonetheless.  
  

 We crossed the street to the church with tears 
in our eyes. The Blessed Sacrament was exposed 
on the main altar. I knelt at the foot of the            
altar trying to come to grips with our new reality.    
I cried. Never did I think when I was ordained a 
priest nearly 18 years ago that a Sunday would go 
by where I couldn’t receive you in our church and 
celebrate Mass with all of you. I quietly stood up 
and reposed the Blessed Sacrament, and when I 
turned around after closing the tabernacle, I saw an 
empty church. I wondered when those pews would 
be filled again. I wondered when we could gather to 
rejoice in the ultimate victory of our Lord on the 
cross that we celebrate at the end of this Lent.          
I wondered when I would hear the joyful noise of a 
congregation praying the Our Father in unison.       
I wondered when I would be able to feed my people 
again.  
  

 No public celebration of the Mass. No          
ministries. No school. No religious education.  
  

 Everything is on hold, and parish life as we 
know it ended from one day to the next. Yet we 
have persevered even if we were reticent at first to 
accept this reality. I know I was. We have           
persevered in new ways through this new reality 
that has forced us to go online to connect to our 
parish and to our fellow parishioners. Obviously, 
we don’t like this new normal and pray that it 
doesn’t become normal, but I have been edified by 
the response of so many parishioners to how we’re 
spreading the gospel. The comments online have 

been encouraging. The car lines for “drive thru” 
confessions have been long, and penitents have 
been very appreciative that our priests are out 
there. And your prayers! Your priests have felt 
them. We have had to get creative to preach the 
gospel because evangelization and social distancing 
usually don’t go together, but this is where we are. 
Our ministries have also been creative in how they 
reach their members, and I’ve encouraged them to 
use online tools to “have their meetings.”  
  

 This is the reality of our parish at the moment, 
so let us embrace new opportunities that lie before 
us. Now is the time to go deeper into our faith. 
Now is the time to read the spiritual book that 
we’ve been putting off, to read the Bible from cover 
to cover, to take up the rosary again, to read the 
lives of the saints, to find new and innovative ways 
to strengthen our faith. As a parish staff, we will do 
everything we can within our means, and within 
the limitations imposed on us for the common 
good, to assist you in this journey through this 
strange desert not of our choosing. Stay close to our 
Facebook page and to our website for the latest    
updates of what Little Flower is doing in the virtual 
world. I have no doubt that we will emerge from 
this crisis as a stronger community of faith with a 
deeper appreciation and love for the Holy            
Eucharist. I can’t wait for that day when I get to 
open the doors of our church again. I will ring the 
bells in triumph, and we will celebrate the Paschal 
Feast. But until then, let that hope be our            
consolation, let the light of Christ illuminate your 
homes, and let the love that was poured out for us 
at Calvary be a reminder for us that the victory will 
always belong to Christ our Lord.

DEL ESCRITORIO DE NUESTRO PARROCO 

 Mis Queridos Amigos, 
 

 El Padre Flores y yo estábamos almorzando. Era la 
tarde del miércoles, 18 de marzo exactamente tres      
semanas después del Miércoles de Ceniza cuando esta 
Cuaresma eterna había comenzado. Estábamos casi   
terminando con nuestro almuerzo cuando las noticias 
que estábamos esperando y aun temiendo llegaron:      
las Iglesias tenían que cerrar. Yo sabía que iba a venir, 
pero, sin embargo, la noticia me golpeo como un balde 
de agua fría con hielo. 
  
 Cruzamos la calle con lágrimas en nuestros ojos.    
El Santísimo Sacramento estaba expuesto en el altar 
principal. Me arrodille al pie del altar tratando de lidiar 
con la nueva realidad. Yo llore. Nunca pensé que    
cuando fui ordenado sacerdote hace casi 18 años que iba 
a pasar un domingo donde no los iba a poder recibir en 
nuestra iglesia y celebrar misa con todos ustedes.        
Me pare silenciosamente y repuse el Santísimo          
Sacramento, y cuando me vire después de cerrar el    
tabernáculo, vi una iglesia vacía. Me pregunte cuando 
se volverían a llenar esos bancos. Me pregunte cuando 
nos volveríamos a reunir a alegrarnos con la victoria 
final de Nuestro Señor en la cruz que celebramos en el 
final de esta Cuaresma. Me pregunte cuando volvería a 
escuchar el ruido alegre de una congregación rezando 
unidos el Padre Nuestro. Me pregunte cuando iba a   
poder darle de comer a mi pueblo otra vez. 
 
 No hay celebración de misa en público. No hay  
ministerios. No hay escuela. No hay Educación         
Religiosa. 
 
 Todo está parado, y la vida de parroquia tal y como 
la conocemos se acabó de un día a otro. Sin embargo, 
hemos perseverado aun si estábamos renuentes al     
principio a aceptar esta realidad. Yo sé, porque yo     
estaba así. Hemos perseverado en formas nuevas a     
través de esta realidad que nos ha forzado a ir a las    
redes sociales para conectarnos con nuestra parroquia y 
con nuestros feligreses. Obviamente, no nos gusta este 
nuevo formato y rezamos para que no se convierta en 
algo normal, pero me ha edificado la reacción de       
muchos feligreses de cómo estamos divulgando el   

evangelio. Los comentarios en la red social han sido de 
gran ánimo. Las líneas de carros para las confesiones 
“drive-thru” han sido largas, y los penitentes han      
estado muy agradecidos que nuestros sacerdotes han 
estado ahí. ¡Y sus oraciones! Sus sacerdotes las han   
sentido. Nosotros hemos tenido que ser creativos para 
predicar el Evangelio porque la evangelización y la   
distancia social no suelen ir unidas, pero así es donde 
estamos. Nuestros ministerios también han estado 
creativos en como comunicarse con cada uno de sus 
miembros, y les he dado ánimo para usar las              
herramientas de las redes sociales para “tener sus 
reuniones.” 
 
 Esta es la realidad de nuestra parroquia en estos 
momentos, así que vamos a aceptar las oportunidades 
nuevas que se nos presentan. Ahora es el momento de 
profundizar en nuestra fe. Ahora es el momento de leer 
libros espirituales que los hemos estado dejando a un 
lado, de leer la Biblia de principio a fin, de volver a   
rezar el rosario, de leer la vida de los santos, de          
encontrar maneras nuevas de fortalecer nuestra fe.    
Como personal de la parroquia, estaremos haciendo 
todo lo posible en nuestros medios, y entre las           
limitaciones impuestas en nosotros para nuestro propio 
bien, de asistirlos en esta jornada a través de este       
extraño desierto no escogido por nosotros.                
Manténganse cerca de nuestra página en Facebook y de 
nuestro website para las ultimas noticias de lo que está 
haciendo la iglesia de Santa Teresa en el mundo virtual. 
No tengo ninguna duda de que salgamos de esta crisis 
como una comunidad más fuerte con un aprecio y amor 
profundo por la Sagrada Eucaristía. No puedo esperar 
por el día en que pueda abrir las puertas de nuestra   
iglesia otra vez. Voy a sonar las campanas en triunfo,   
y celebraremos la Fiesta Pascual. Pero, hasta ese        
momento, que la esperanza sea nuestro consuelo, que la 
luz de Cristo ilumine sus hogares, y que el amor que 
fue derramado por nosotros en el Calvario nos recuerde 
que la victoria siempre le pertenecerá a Cristo, Nuestro 
Señor.
