Called for by the United States Conference of
Catholic Bishops, and leading up to the annual Day
of Prayer for the legal protection of unborn children,
the “9 Days for Life” initiative is a spiritual novena
throughout the United States, as Catholics pray for
the respect of human life. It is a time of recollection,
consciousness raising, sacrifices, prayer that invokes
Divine assistance, as well as a time of reparation for
past harms toward human life in our country,
Church, and families. All are exhorted to participate
in this important spiritual work of mercy.
Christmas
weekend, celebrating the Feast of the Baptism of the
Lord, it is a perfect time to see more clearly the

As we conclude the season this

implications of our Christian faith in Jesus born at
Bethlehem and to connect the birth of Christ and the
dawn of salvation with the lives and discipleship of
every Catholic Christian. This liturgical feast makes
clear our own identity and commission as the
members of God’s royal household, even as it makes
clear the identity of our standard-bearer, Christ the
Lord.

Our first reading this weekend, taken from book
of the Prophet Isaiah, reminds us that the objective
of the Messiah is to “bring forth justice.” In fact, he
describes a “victory of justice” that is to come.
Saint Paul, in his letter to Titus, exhorts us all to
“reject godless ways,” so as to live “temperately and
devoutly.” He describes how “Jesus Christ delivers
us from lawlessness,” creating “a people eager to do
what is good.” Indeed, if we truly believe what we
have just celebrated during this beautiful Christmas
should be
expectation, being on the lookout for opportunities to
do what faith requires. Indeed, we should be eager!
It’s our honor to do so. It’s our identity and great

season, our souls warmed with

commission. It stems from the very identity of
Christ. The Gospel describes the skies being opened,
the Holy Spirit descending upon Jesus in the form of
a dove, and a voice from Heaven being heard stating,

Today’s feast of the

“you are my beloved Son.”
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Baptism of the Lord is all about the true identity of
Christ Jesus, the nature of his life and mission,
endorsed and wunderscored by heavenly signs.
God Himself was taking action for the life of the
world. In Christ, we find our own identity and
clarion calling too.

During these “9 Days for Life,” I invite all of you
to ponder the deep questions of our own identity and
mission in Christ. We have so much to do as his
disciples; so much to pray for. During these days of
novena, the bishops of our country invite us to pray
for important intentions: First among them is, what
Pope Saint John Paul II described in his papal
encyclical, Evangelium Vitae,
committed to ensure to our neighbor that his or her

Second,
we are asked to pray that all people may embrace the
truth that every life is a good and perfect gift and is

life may always be and promoted,

worth living. Thirdly, we are asked to pray that all
who have experienced sexual abuse may receive
justice, healing, and God’s peace. Fourthly, we are
asked to pray that God’s peace fill the hearts of all
who travel upon the path of adoption. Fifthly, our
novena occasions prayers for each person suffering
the loss of a child through abortion, that they might
find hope and healing in Christ. On the sixth day of
this novena, we are asked to raise our consciousness
to all victims and survivors of human trafficking,
praying that they might find freedom, refuge, and
healing. On the novena’s seventh day, we are invited
to pray for those who long to welcome a child into
their family, that they may be filled with trust in
God’s loving plan. On Day Eight, we hold up in
prayer those nearing life’s end, that they may receive
medical care that respects their dignity and protects
their lives. And, on Day Nine of the novena, we are
asked to pray that the tragic practice of abortion
come to an end.

Christ’s identity gives us our identity as a
people of prayer and action. The love of Christ
impels us. May we always be “a people that is eager
to do what is good” for love of Him.

CRY ROOM / VESTIBULE UPDATE

After months and months of study, proposals, architectural plans, and financial considerations,
there is only one option that remains as we address the constant hopes, expressed by parishioners,
of doing something regarding the noise and distractions in the vestibule during Mass. We will soon be
getting underway with a plan to provide sound muffling along the iron dividers and gates in the
vestibule. A beautiful velvet fire-proof “stage curtain,” similar to that which is already on the big gates
at the entrance to the nave of the church, will be installed from ceiling to floor, creating separation and
sound muffling between the vestibule and the pews of the church. Additional lighting will be installed
as a way to make up for the darkening caused by the curtains. Digital TV screens will be installed on
the vestibule columns, providing rolling announcements, and eventually Mass readings, lyrics to our
hymns, and the possible live streaming of the Mass. Increased security cameras will be installed to
provide the reassurance of safety and good order. Although not an ideal plan, it is a major step in the
direction of addressing the concerns stated almost weekly by countless parishioners. As a further
enhancement to the vestibule, there will be a beautiful plaque installed near the Sacred Heart statue,
announcing the 12 promises of devotion to the Sacred Heart, articulated in the visions of

Saint Margaret Mary Alacoque.
