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Do you realize how much you are spending on
coffee?

I recently went to Starbucks for a change in my
routine. [ ordered the delicious Cafe Latte Grande.
Of course, delicious coffees and drinks of that caliber
come with a price tag, right? One Cafe Latte Grande,
for example, costs $5.86. Wow! It was only one cup of
coffee! The truth is, I know many people, even from
our own parish, who have a premium cup of coffee
like that every day. Do you realize how much you are
spending on coffee? The price of $5.86 per day
multiplied by 365 days per year is a whopping
$2,138.90 spent annually! If we can spend that much
for our daily coffee intake, I sure hope we have
thought about giving at least “a cup of coffee” per day
to the Lord and his Church, to advance the causes so
dear to the Gospel!

When I mentioned this vignette last weekend in
my ABCD homily, a gentleman mentioned to me
after Mass that he went to McDonald’s for “his”
daily cup of coffee. With his senior citizen discount,
it was only a dollar for a delicious hot cup of brew.
Of course, a dollar a day multiplied by 365 days per
year also means $365 dollars per year on coffee.
Even that would be a welcomed, easy, and modest
way to begin one’s support of the Archbishop’s
Charites and Development campaign, especially for
the many who have never participated in this
important part of Catholic life in South Florida.
After all, given the amazing work that the
Archdiocese of Miami does in our name and for the
glory of God, why wouldn’t we want to be involved
in this, at least making this initiative our “charity of
” Amazing it would be, if 10006 of God’s
people at least gave a “cup of coffee” per day to the
works of the Lord through the ABCD.

How often we forget the important works of the
Gospel that are being done by our local Church day
in and day out.

To support, encourage, and sustain the works
of God through the direct sacrificial giving of God’s
people would be our Christian privilege in the service
of Jesus. The sky is the limit, if all of God’s people

stewardship of Christ’s Church
Gospel-inspired work. Truly, if not us, then who?
The Lord’s deliverance, about which our Scripture
readings speak this weekend, comes to those who
offer ready welcome to the Lord’s sovereignty in
their lives. Admittedly, life in him shakes us up a bit.
His power and might are supernaturally beyond what
we can comprehend. New thoughts, new inspirations,
even new levels of generosity should freely flow from

Why should we be surprised
then that we are asked by him to get out of our
