@ur Gospel this weekend provides us a very
real to life, visual, scene of the disciples in
their boat on the Sea of Galilee, doing what was
natural and ordinary for them to do: fishing. The
description of the episode is earthy, sensate, and
concrete. It’s easy to get our mind’s eye wrapped
around the moment, maybe visualizing it, even
placing ourselves in the scene. We can imagine
the water, the boat, the nets, the dirty fingers. The
exhaustion after a night of hard work. What is
also real to life, however, is the first reaction and
attitude of the disciples. After a night of catching
nothing in their efforts to catch fish, Jesus told
Simon Peter to throw the nets out again into the
water, this time into deep water. The disciples
reacted with an ordinary sense of surprise,
incredulity, and frustration. After all, it’s not like
they didn’t know how to fish. It was their career.
Their immediate and impulsive reaction was, as if
to say, “don’t you get it, man? We have been at
this all night long and have caught nothing!
Why are you asking us to do this?!!”

Despite their first-impulse, the most revealing
aspect of this Gospel narrative is that the disciples
went on to acquiesce to the Lord’s request. Peter
said, “at your command I will lower the nets.”
And he did! And then, his cooperation with the
Lord’s promptings brought about a catch beyond
Peter’s wildest imagination. It illumined Peter’s
mind; warmed his soul. He fell to his knees in
regret for his personal pride, coming to realize
deeply in his heart the true identity of Jesus.
Peter and his fellow fishermen at once then
dropped their nets, left everything behind, became
Jesus’ disciples, and followed him. It was a
that they

scarcely imagined a mere working night ago.

life-transforming day could have

For most of us who are reading this message

today, we have been on the Catholic journey of
faith and life for quite a while now. We have
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heard this passage numerous times in the course of
our many years of coming to Holy Mass. At this
juncture, we surely know what Jesus’ expectations
are. We also know his commands. Often, perhaps
even out of habit, we do the “Catholic thing” the
same way we have always done it. When we are
asked to do things differently, more deeply,
perhaps more intentionally, our first impulse is
often one of resistance. We exhibit the ordinary
of Peter and the
incredulous; sometimes dragging our feet, maybe

reactions apostles, often
preferring to continue to do things “our way.”
We say, “do I really have to do it that way?
Is this actually what my faith requires? Is this
Catholic-stuff for real? Is this actually what I need
to do to enhance the quality of my life? Are you
serious, Lord?” Even with these questions, let’s
not white wash the story. The apostles and the
these

feelings too. Although we may share with them

first-century Christians wrestled with
the ordinary, human feelings, and frustrations of
life, the good news is that when we take Christ at
his word, and “at his command,” we are hard
pressed not to find the illumination and truth of
his holy inspirations. His way is always much
better than ours. He invites us to be not afraid.
To put out into the deep and follow him. Jesus
calls each of us to do things differently, even to
live differently. Sometimes it means dropping our
nets and leaving the ordinary patterns behind, so
as to embark upon a new day in our lives of faith.
Maybe to embrace the idea of a holy vocation.

May we let go of our first impulses, which
frequently hold us back. May we Instead lend our
ears to hear his voice, prompting us to take action,
throwing the nets out again, but this time into
deep water than we are accustomed to tread. We’ll
then surely be amazed at what life will be like “at
his command,” on our way to bringing in a bigger
catch than we could have ever imagined.
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uestro Evangelio de este fin de semana nos

brinda una escena real y visual de los discipulos
en su bote en el Mar de Galilea, haciendo lo que
era natural y ordinario para ellos hacer: pescar.
La descripcién del episodio es prictica, sensata y
concreta. Es ficil envolver nuestra mente alrededor
del momento, tal vez visualizarlo, incluso ubicarnos
en la escena. Nos podemos imaginar el agua, el barco,
las redes, los dedos sucios. El agotamiento después de
una noche de trabajo arduo. Lo que también es real en
la vida, sin embargo, es la primera reaccién y actitud
de los discipulos. Después de una noche de no haber
capturado nada en sus esfuerzos por pescar, Jests le
dijo a Simén Pedro que arrojara las redes nuevamente
al agua, esta vez al agua profunda. Los discipulos
reaccionaron con un sentido normal de sorpresa,
incredulidad y frustracién. Después de todo, no es
como si ellos no supieran pescar. Era su carrera.
Su reaccién inmediata e impulsiva fue, como si
dijeran: "éno lo entiendes, hombre? iHemos estado en
esto toda la noche y no hemos pescado nada! iéPor qué
nos pides que hagamos esto?!

A pesar del primer impulso, el aspecto mis
revelador de esta narrativa del Evangelio es que los
discipulos aceptaron la peticién del Sefior. Pedro dijo:
"A tus 6rdenes bajaré las redes". iY lo hizo! Y luego,
su cooperacién con las indicaciones del Sefior provocé
una pesca mis alld de la imaginacién més salvaje de
Pedro. Iluminé la mente de Pedro; calenté su alma.
Se arrodillé, arrepentido de su orgullo personal,
llegando a darse cuenta profundamente en su corazén
de la verdadera identidad de Jests. Pedro y sus
compafieros pescadores inmediatamente dejaron caer
sus redes, dejaron todo atrds, se convirtieron en
discipulos de Jests y lo siguieron. Fue un dia que
transformo sus vidas que nunca ni
imaginado que pasara la noche antes cuando pescaban.

Para la mayoria de los que estamos leyendo este
mensaje hoy, hemos estado en el camino catdlico de la
fe y la vida desde hace bastante tiempo. Hemos
escuchado este pasaje varias veces en el transcurso de
nuestros muchos afios de asistir a la Santa Misa.
En este momento, seguramente sabemos cudles son las
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expectativas de Jesds. También conocemos sus
mandatos. A menudo, quizds incluso por costumbre,
hacemos lo "catélico” de la misma manera que
siempre lo hemos hecho.

éHablas en serio, Sefior? "Incluso con estas preguntas,
no cambiemos la historia. Los apédstoles y los
siglo
sentimientos también. Si bien podemos compartir con
ellos los sentimientos ordinarios, humanos y las

cristianos del primer lucharon con estos

frustraciones de la vida, la buena noticia es que
cuando tomamos a Cristo en su palabra y “a su
mandato”, nos cuesta mucho no encontrar la
iluminacién y la verdad de sus inspiraciones santas.
Su camino es siempre mucho mejor que el nuestro.
Nos invita a no tener miedo. Echar en lo profundo y
seguirlo. Jests nos llama a cada uno de nosotros a
hacer las cosas de manera diferente, incluso a vivir de
manera diferente. A veces significa dejar caer nuestras
redes y dejar atrds los patrones ordinarios, para
embarcarnos en un dia nuevo en nuestras vidas de fe.
Tal vez aceptar la idea de una vocacién santa.

Que podamos dejar ir nuestros primeros impulsos,
que frecuentemente nos frenan. En vez de eso, que
prestemos nuestros oidos para escuchar su voz, lo que
nos impulsa a tomar medidas, lanzando las redes
nuevamente, pero esta vez en aguas mdas profundas
de las que estamos acostumbrados. Entonces,
seguramente nos sorprenderemos de cémo seré la vida
