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T his weekend’s readings invite us to SEE 
clearly, so as to be more and more like the 

Teacher Christ. When we do so, we free          
ourselves from abundant clutter, and we position 
ourselves to bear good fruit with our lives,     
hopefully becoming known for that goodness. 
After all, wouldn’t it be better to be known for 
producing “good fruit” rather than “thorn      
bushes?” What would an honest assessment of 
the current state of our lives reveal? Why would 
the differences in such a choice be so hard to see 
and understand? Maybe we need to get rid of 
some of the “planks” in our eyes.   
 This theme is, of course, a direct follow-up to 
last week’s message. We should ask ourselves, 
what in truth do we allow to impact and shape 
our personalities? What is it that influences our 
decisions, and our use of time? Whom do we 
most resemble in life? With whom is our life 
most aligned? As Saint Paul challenged us last 
week, we can choose to be like the “earthly man,” 
or we can choose to be like the “spiritual man” 
with our sight firmly placed on our heavenly   
destiny. The implication being that if we are not 
spending our time immersing ourselves in the 
teachings of Jesus, whose teachings are we living 
by? And, where are we going? In short, what do 
we anticipate the “end game” to be?  
 We must always allow our thinking and      
discernment to be saturated with divine truth,    
to respect the God-given dignity of each           
individual around us, and cultivate our “best 
selves” in the light of Gospel values. Indeed, 
Christian authenticity requires a daily choice to 
foster a spiritual outlook in our lives, so as to 
sharpen our focus on living life in the footsteps of 
the Teacher Christ. Why is that so hard to see?  
 I remember a theology professor of mine, from 
years ago, speaking about this concept in a class 
on Christian Spirituality. He said that the       

challenge for all of us is to live in such a way that 
when people encounter us they will say, “if this is 
what the servant is, what isn’t the Master.”       
Indeed, a daunting goal! But one that has        
practical applications. Wouldn’t it be our        
privilege to live “like” Jesus , the Master?  
 Throughout life, we have a golden              
opportunity to create a legacy of charity,        
kindness, generosity, and concern for the              
wellbeing of others. Could these be among the 
elements that might reflect in us good fruit?      
The problem, of course, is that if the regular    
messages that we expose ourselves to (through 
culture, media, entertainment, etc.) are adverse to 
good character, contrary to Gospel virtue,           
diminishing to gentlemanly and ladylike dignity, 
courtesy and etiquette, how can expect our lives 
to leave footprints of civility and neighborliness 
behind? An even more significant series of           
questions would be: what kind of legacy am I   
creating for myself? What will I be known for? 
What will be the epitaph about the “story of our 
life? Will there have been enough evidence to   
indicate that we were “like” the Teacher Christ? 
If you were not on the path to holiness,          
wholesomeness, and Christian perfection, was 
heaven really your goal? 
 Yes. I believe that modern life and its many 
distractions can often blind us to the deeper    
questions of our existence, our meaning, and the 
deepest longings of our hearts. There are a lot of 
“planks” that need to be adjusted or taken out of 
our eyes. We should always try to be like the 
Teacher Christ. Of course we want to know, love 
and serve him. Of course we want to produce 
good “fruit” to the glory of our Creator.  
 I am sure you’ll agree, the alternative of thorn 
bushes, is not a particularly attractive option.

L as lecturas de este fin de semana nos invitan a 
VER claramente, para ser más y más como     

Cristo, el Maestro. Cuando lo hacemos, nos liberamos 
del desorden abundante, y nos posicionamos para dar 
frutos buenos con nuestras vidas, con la esperanza de 
ser conocidos por esa bondad. Después de todo, ¿no 
sería mejor ser conocido por producir "frutos buenos" 
en lugar de "arbustos espinosos"? ¿Qué revelaría una 
evaluación honesta del estado actual de nuestras      
vidas? ¿Por qué sería tan difícil ver y entender las     
diferencias en una elección así? Tal vez necesitamos 
deshacernos de algunos de los "tarugos" en nuestros 
ojos. 
 Este tema es, por supuesto, un seguimiento        
directo del mensaje de la semana pasada. Debemos 
preguntarnos, ¿qué es lo que realmente permitimos 
que impacte y de forma a nuestras personalidades? 
¿Qué es lo que influye en nuestras decisiones y     
nuestro uso del tiempo? ¿A quién nos parecemos más 
en la vida? ¿Con quién está más alineada nuestra vida? 
Como San Pablo nos desafió la semana pasada,       
podemos elegir ser como el "hombre terrenal",             
o podemos elegir ser como el "hombre espiritual" con 
nuestra vista firmemente en nuestro destino celestial. 
La implicación es que si no estamos gastando nuestro 
tiempo sumergiéndonos en las enseñanzas de Jesús, 
¿de qué enseñanzas vivimos? ¿Y a dónde vamos?      
En resumen, ¿qué anticipamos que será el "juego     
final"? 
 Siempre debemos permitir que nuestro                   
pensamiento y discernimiento estén saturados con la 
verdad divina, de respetar la dignidad que Dios le  ha 
dado a cada individuo que nos rodea, y cultivar            
nuestro "mejor yo" a la luz de los valores del                
Evangelio. De hecho, la autenticidad cristiana requiere 
una selección diaria para fomentar una perspectiva 
espiritual en nuestras vidas, a fin de agudizar nuestro 
enfoque en vivir la vida en los pasos de Cristo,           
el Maestro. ¿Por qué es tan difícil de ver? 
 Recuerdo a un profesor mío de teología, hace años 
atrás, hablando sobre este concepto en una clase sobre 
espiritualidad cristiana. El dijo que el desafío para   
todos nosotros es vivir de tal manera que cuando las 

personas se encuentren con nosotros dirán, "si esto es 
lo que es ser el sirviente, que no sería el Maestro".    
¡De hecho, una meta desalentadora! Pero una que    
tiene aplicaciones prácticas. ¿No sería nuestro          
privilegio vivir "como" Jesús, el Maestro? 
 A lo largo de la vida, tenemos una oportunidad de 
oro para crear un legado de caridad, amabilidad,       
generosidad y preocupación por el bienestar de los   
demás. ¿Podrían estos ser algunos de los elementos 
que podrían reflejar en nosotros buenos frutos?           
El problema, por supuesto, es que si los mensajes     
regulares a los que nos exponemos (a través de la     
cultura, los medios de comunicación, el                
entretenimiento, etc.) son adversos al buen carácter, 
en contra de la virtud del Evangelio, disminuyendo  la 
dignidad, cortesía y etiqueta de caballeros y damas, 
¿cómo podemos esperar que nuestras vidas dejen    
huellas de cortesía y vecindad? Una serie de preguntas 
aún más significativas sería: ¿qué tipo de legado estoy 
creando para mí? ¿Por qué seré conocido? ¿Cuál será el 
epitafio sobre la “historia de nuestra vida? ¿Habrá   
evidencia suficiente para indicar que fuimos "como" 
Cristo, el Maestro? Si no estábamos en el camino de la 
santidad, la integridad y la perfección cristiana, ¿era 
realmente el cielo nuestro objetivo? 
 Sí. Creo que la vida moderna y sus muchas              
distracciones a menudo nos pueden cegar a las          
preguntas más profundas de nuestra existencia,      
nuestro significado y los anhelos más profundos de 
nuestros corazones. Hay muchos "tarugos" que deben 
ajustarse o quitarse de nuestros ojos. Siempre debemos 
tratar de ser como Cristo,  el Maestro. Por supuesto 
que queremos conocerlo, amarlo y servirlo. Por        
supuesto que queremos producir buenos “frutos” para 
la gloria de nuestro Creador. 
 Estoy seguro de que estaremos de acuerdo,              
la alternativa de los arbustos espinosos no es una     
opción particularmente atractiva.
