FROM THE DESK OF FATHER MANNY 

My dear friends… 
  

 Let’s talk about vacation. Many of our      
parishioners are either counting down to or  
already on vacation. Fourth of July week is    
upon us and the kids have been off from school 
for almost a month, so it’s only natural that our 
thoughts turn to taking some time off.  Rest is 
necessary. Jesus wants us to rest. He tells us in 
the gospel of Matthew: “Come to me, all you 
who labor and are burdened, and I will give 
you rest. Take my yoke upon you and learn 
from me, for I am meek and humble of heart; 
and you will find rest for yourselves. For my 
yoke is easy, and my burden light (Matthew 
11:28-30).” He will give us rest!  And during 
these summer months, that’s the key! To find 
genuine, fruitful rest, we must do it with the 
Lord.  
 Every summer Archbishop Wenski              
publishes a column in The Florida Catholic in 
July titled “No vacation from Sunday Mass.” 
He reminds us of our obligation as Catholics to 
attend Sunday Mass and recalls his days as 
bishop in Orlando when throngs of people 
would descend on the massive Shrine of Mary, 
Queen of the Universe for Mass while visiting 
Disney or Universal. The archbishop writes: 
“Vacations are a time of rest — a time to      
recharge our batteries so to speak. But as we 
take advantage of our vacation days to spend 
time with our loved ones and to rest from the 
everyday demands and routines of work, let us 
not neglect to also “rest in the Lord” on the day 
in which we commemorate his love for us in 
the Sunday Eucharist.” 
 Last year I was vacationing with some 
friends and before I had joined their group, 
they had already mapped out where the nearest 
Catholic churches were on Saturday evenings 

and Sundays. In the internet and digital age 
this is so easy through masstimes.com. In fact, 
this week I discovered that this website also 
has an app. Where there’s a will there’s a way. 
My friends last year planned their Sunday     
vacation days around Mass and then would 
plan the rest of their Sunday with fun things 
like zip lining and hiking and the beach.         
In Europe there is no shortage of churches. 
Don’t understand the language? No problem! 
As the kids like to say: the Mass still counts. 
The Sunday Mass readings are available in 
English or Spanish online and through        
Magnificat which I know many of you        
subscribe to.  
 And even when we’re still home for the 
summer or having a staycation here in South 
Florida where there is so much to do, the doors 
of our church never close on Sunday.           
The Mass is still celebrated, and we in turn 
welcome visitors who may be vacationing in 
our beautiful area. It is indeed good to rest. 
One might say, as we say at Mass, that it is 
right and just. But like everything in life, for 
anything to be done well, we must do it with 
the Lord at our side. So when planning your 
summer adventures, I encourage you to look up 
where your nearest church is so that you may 
stay connected to the Source of our strength 
through the Sunday celebration of the Holy 
Eucharist. For Catholics, there are no vacations 
from Christ because he never takes a vacation 
from us.

Muchos de 
nuestros feligreses están contando los días         
para las vacaciones o ya están de vacaciones.        
La semana del cuatro de julio ya se acerca y los   
niños han estado fuera de la escuela durante casi 
un mes, por lo cual es natural que nuestros        
pensamientos sean para tomarnos un tiempo     
libre. El descanso es necesario. Jesús quiere que 
descansemos. Él nos dice en el evangelio de        
Mateo: “Venid a mi todos los que estáis fatigados 
y sobrecargados, y yo os daré descanso. 
 Tomad sobre vosotros mi yugo, y aprended de 
mí que soy manso y humilde de corazón; y         
hallaréis descanso para vuestras almas. Porque mi 
yugo es suave y mi carga ligera.”

Para encontrar un descanso 
genuino y fructífero, debemos hacerlo con el     
Señor. 
 Todos los veranos, el arzobispo Wenski publica 
en Junio una columna en el Florida Catholic      
titulada "No hay vacaciones de la misa dominical". 
Nos recuerda nuestra obligación como católicos de 
asistir a la misa dominical y recuerda sus días     
como obispo en Orlando, cuando una multitud de 
personas visitaban al  masivo Santuario de María, 
Reina del Universo para la misa mientras          
visitaban Disney o los Estudios de Universal.      
El arzobispo escribe: “Las vacaciones son un     
momento de descanso, un momento para recargar 
las baterías por así decirlo. Pero a medida que 
aprovechamos nuestros días de vacaciones para 
pasar tiempo con nuestros seres queridos y             
descansar de las demandas y rutinas diarias del 
trabajo, no olvidemos también "descansar en el 
Señor" en el día en que conmemoramos su amor 
por nosotros en la Eucaristía dominical.” 
 El año pasado estaba de vacaciones con algunos 
amigos y antes de unirme a al grupo, ya habían 
trazado dónde estaban las iglesias católicas más 
cercanas los sábados por la noche y los domingos. 

En el  internet y en la era digital, esto es muy fácil 
a través de masstimes.com. De hecho, esta semana 
descubrí que este sitio web también tiene una   
aplicación. El que quiere, puede.  El año pasado, 
mis amigos planearon sus días de vacaciones     
dominicales alrededor de la Misa y luego               
planearon el resto de su domingo con cosas        
divertidas como tirolesa, excursiones y la playa. 
En Europa no hay escasez de iglesias. ¿No         
entienden el idioma? ¡No hay problema! Como a 
los niños les gusta decir: la misa todavía cuenta. 
Las lecturas de la misa dominical están disponibles 
en inglés o en español en la computadora y a      
través del Magnificat, que sé que muchos de       
ustedes se suscriben. 
 E incluso cuando todavía estamos en casa        
durante el verano o tenemos unas vacaciones aquí 
en el sur de la Florida donde hay mucho que hacer, 
las puertas de nuestra iglesia nunca se cierran los 
domingos. La misa aún se celebra y, a su vez, les 
damos la bienvenida a los visitantes que puedan 
estar de vacaciones en nuestra hermosa área.      
De hecho es bueno descansar. Uno podría decir, 
como decimos en la misa, que es justo y necesario. 
Pero como todo en la vida, para que algo se haga 
bien, debemos hacerlo con el Señor a nuestro lado.
