| |ave you ever heard of “coke machine
praying”? Think about it. We put in the

correct change, make our selection, and get what
we want. Right? As Jesus tells us, “For everyone
who asks receives, and everyone who searches
finds, and for everyone who knocks, the door will
be opened.” So, we offer the coins of our wants
and needs, our beliefs, and our good behavior.
We tell God what we want and expect to get
what we asked for.

All that works fine until it doesn’t. Coke
machines are great until they take your money
and give you nothing or give you a Mountain
Dew when you selected a Diet Coke! Look how
we respond when that happens. We get mad.
We push the button again and again. We hit or
kick the machine. We tip it side to side. We did
our part and expect it to do its. It’s not so
different with prayer. Some will get angry.
Some will feel hurt or betrayed and lose faith.
Some will even leave the church.

I’ve never had anyone come to me and say,
“Why was my prayer answered? Why did I
receive exactly what I asked for?” Rather, they
want to know why they asked but did not
receive, why they searched but did not find,
why they knocked but the door never opened.
We all do! It’s happened to all of us, me included.
It’s not just my story. It’s your story too. It’s the
story of everyone who has ever prayed. We’ve all
lost our money at least once.

I also can’t help but remember another man
praying on a Thursday night. He prayed with
words, sweat, and blood. “Please, please, please
Father.” They crucified him the following
afternoon. Ask. Search. Knock. I don’t have a
complete understanding of how prayer works but
I know this. It is not about the coins. It is not a
mechanical process. It is not a transaction. It is
not the transmission of information to God.

It is however, about always praying with hope
and persistence, believing that we always get
something. Even if it’s not exactly what we asked
for. Because in the asking is the receiving and we
never leave prayer worse off than when we
began. Any time we pray wholeheartedly we get
something. We are transformed. Saint Ignatius
speaks of the effect of prayer - an increase in
faith, hope and love. We may not get the specific
intention, but we always get the Holy Spirit.
I have never left prayer poorer than when
I started. Knock and the door will be opened...
in the knocking itself something is opened.
In asking and seeking we get something.
The first gift of prayer is the love of God. Other
gifts will follow.

Perhaps the greatest difficulty of prayer is
that sometimes we just want to offer our coins
and push the button. We don’t want God.
We want something from God. We want God to
change our circumstances.

While God can and sometimes does change
circumstances, I am increasingly convinced
that God, more often than not, changes us.
God’s gratuitous self-giving sustains, nourishes,
strengthens, empowers, emboldens, and enables
us to face the circumstances of life. We do so,
sometimes with joy and gratitude, other times
with pain and loss, but ALWAYS with GOD.
On my better days I know this and that’s enough.
On those other days? I get down on my knees
and cry out, “Lord, teach me to pray.”

So, we pray for what we need and then leave
the prayer with God, trusting that our prayers
will be answered as only he can. This is one of
the greatest faiths of all. Complete trust in our
Father who art in Heaven.
