My dear friends,

“What man among you having a hundred sheep
and losing one of them would not leave the

ninety-nine in the desert and go after the lost one
until he finds it?” (Luke 15:4)

Why does the lost sheep wander far from the
shepherd? Quite simply, because the sheep forgets
what the shepherd’s voice sounds like, forgets that
the shepherd leads us to green pastures, and forgets
that the shepherd brings us peace. The lost sheep
goes in search of greener pastures which are
illusions, distractions, and could ultimately lead to
the sheep’s demise. But the shepherd goes in search

of the lost sheep anyways putting the rest in peril.
Such is God’s love for us.

Today, the gospel reading presents us with
three parables: the parable of the lost sheep,
the parable of the lost coin, and the parable of the
lost son which is better known as the parable of the
prodigal son. I could talk or write for days on the
prodigal son, but since we heard this gospel this
past Lent, we’ll leave that for another day.
The parable of the lost sheep is striking to me.
Who among us hasn’t been that lost sheep who at
one time or another in our lives has wandered far
from the fold and from our Good Shepherd?
And yet God still seeks us out, carries us on his
shoulders, and forgives us: unconditionally!

On this page before I arrived, Father Davis had
a wonderful picture of a lamb draped over his
shoulders and his face filled with joy. As priests, we
share in the joy of our Good Shepherd when a lost
sheep returns home to the fold of Holy Mother
Church. So many times I’ve been standing at the
entrance of the church before or after Mass and see
someone who has been gone for some time and has
come home. Throughout my priesthood, I have
seen young people that I once ministered to,

who are not so young anymore, make their way
back to church. My heart is always filled with
rejoicing much like the father in the parable of the
prodigal son. Our entire life’s journey is a journey
of going home to the Father. As the response says
in today’s responsorial psalm: “I will rise and go to
my father.”

Yes, sometimes the Good Shepherd comes and
rescues us, but many times we are the ones that feel
the emptiness in our lives when we have wandered
far from God’s love and realize that we must return
We need healing.

We need forgiveness. We need to feel the divine

home. We need comfort.

embrace of God’s mercy.

Because we need healing and because we may
have wandered far off, I once again invite you to
our Healing Mass on Monday night at 7:00 p.m.
(September 16). After Mass, the priests will
administer the Sacrament of Anointing of the Sick
to those members of our congregation who are ill,
and after we will hear confessions. Perhaps we may
have gone astray during the summer months.
Our Lord, our Divine Shepherd is reaching out to
us this weekend. Come home. Be healed. Grab your
Savior’s outstretched hand and feel the warmth of
his Divine Mercy.
