Convocation. It is a blessed time where all the
priests that serve our local church gather to
pray together, discuss matters of interest of the
church, spend some time in priestly fraternity,
and meet with the Archbishop to discuss the
current state of the Archdiocese and our work
to preach the gospel and continue to build up
the Kingdom of God in our small corner of the
world.

Every time I gather with my brother priests,
I am reminded of the awesome responsibility

prayer services or Masses at the convocation,
they are edified by seeing 250 or so priests
united in prayer. We are reminded by the
Archbishop of this solemn mission that we
have of feeding your souls and bringing you
closer to the heart of our Lord. In fact, in a note
he sent to me early in the week, he quoted a

beautiful passage from Pope Pius XII:

. the priesthood is a great gift of the Divine
Redeemer, Who, in order to perpetuate the work of
redemption of the human race which He completed
on the Cross, confided His powers to the Church
which He wished to be a participator in His unique
and everlasting Priesthood. The priest is like
“another Christ” because he is marked with an
indelible character making him, as it were, a living
image of our Savior. The priest represents Christ
Who said “As the Father has sent me, I also send

you”;[11] “he who hears you, hears me”. Admitted to

this most sublime ministry by a call from heaven,
“he is appointed for men in the things pertaining to
God, that he may offer gifts and sacrifices for sins”.
To him must come anyone who wishes to live the life
of the Divine Redeemer and who desires to receive
strength, comfort and nourishment for his soul;
from him the salutary medicine must be sought by
anyone who wishes to rise from sin and lead a good
life. Hence all priests may apply to themselves with
full right the words of the Apostle of the Gentiles:
“We are God’s helpers”. ~Pope Pius XII “Menti
Nostrae” (7), 1950

Reading this always leaves me humbled as
God’s servant. Last week, I preached about the
Good Shepherd who goes out in search of the
lost sheep. Such is the priestly heart of our Lord
and of your priests who are constantly yearning
to bring lost souls home. We were edified by
the amount of people who attended last
Monday’s Healing Mass to receive anointing
and to go to confession. As priests of the
Church of the Little Flower, we are constantly
in awe of all the good works done by the people
of God though our ministries and all those who
attend Mass every day or visit the Blessed
Sacrament every day to be nourished by God’s
presence. We are a priestly people called to do
extraordinary things in Christ’s name. Your
priests were reminded this past week that we
are simply at your service to nourish you and
sanctify you as we all work towards building up

the Kingdom of God.

Consagrado, como por una
divina wvocacién, a este augustisimo misterio, estd
