It never ceases to amaze me that
whenever I walk around the school, I find a quote
from this young girl that is exactly what I need
day.

which is why St. John Paul II declared her a
Doctor of the Church. Her insights into the
spiritual life are sublime. It was 21 years ago that
I first read her autobiography, “Story of a Soul.”

When I was named pastor of this
parish, I decided to revisit this small book which
is a marvel of spiritual eloquence. I urge you, if
you have not read “Story of a Soul,” give your
soul some nourishment and read this mystical
masterpiece.

So in honor of our beloved Little Flower,
let me share with you some of her quotes. Each
one worth taking to prayer to enrich our spiritual
lives:

“You know well enough that Our Lord does not look so
much at the greatness of our actions, nor even at their
difficulty, but at the love with which we do them.”

“For me, prayer is an aspiration of the heart, it is a
simple glance directed to heaven, it is a cry of gratitude
and love in the midst of trial as well as joy; finally it is
something great, supernatural, which expands my soul
and unites me to Jesus.”

“A word or a smile is often enough to put fresh life in
a despondent soul.”

“The world's thy ship and not thy home.”

“A soul in the state of grace has nothing to fear from
demons, who are cowards capable of running away

from the look of a child.”

“Do you realize that Jesus is there in the tabernacle
expressly for you-for you alone? He burns with the
desire to come into your heart...”

"[Jesus] does not call those who are worthy, but those
He chooses to call.”

“Holiness consists simply in doing God’s will,
and being just what God wants us to be.”

“Jesus has chosen to show me the only way which leads
to the Divine Furnace of love; it is the way of childlike
self-surrender, the way of a child who sleeps, afraid of

nothing, in its father’s arms.”

“By becoming little and weak for me, [Jesus] made me
strong and full of courage, and with the arms He gave
me, I went from one victory to another, and began to
'run as a giant"" (Ps. 18:16).”

“When I die, I will send down a shower of roses from
the heavens, I will spend my heaven by doing good on
earth.”

.. and the Good Lord knows how much good
she has been doing in this parish through her
holy intercession over the last 93 years. We are
blessed to have so great a patroness who allows
us to delve into the beauty of Carmelite
spirituality.
