FROM THE PASTOR’S DESK 

 My dear friends,  
 
 The Catholic tradition of offering Masses 
for our loved ones, especially those who have 
died, can be traced to the beginnings of the 
Catholic Church. In the Eucharist we are     
united in a unique way with the faithful         
departed and the Communion of Saints. Why 
do we offer Masses for our loved ones? 
Let's look to the Catechism of the Catholic 
Church: "All who die in God's grace and          
friendship, but still imperfectly purified, 
are indeed assured of their eternal salvation;    
but after death they undergo purification, so as 
to achieve the holiness necessary to enter the 
joy of heaven. (1030)." Our prayers help 
them achieve the glories of heaven and the    
perfect prayer is the Mass. Pope Leo XIII      
reminded us well over a century ago that if our 
loved ones have already achieved their eternal 
reward, they pray for us during Mass in a 
"mutual exchange" of prayer. Praying for the 
dead is also one of the spiritual works of      
mercy.  I remember not too long ago when an 
elderly parishioner was coming in to offer Mass 
for her parents, and she was worried if her    
children were going to offer Masses for her 
when she passed away.  That is why a clever 
lady I once visited when she was dying left 
the parish I was assigned to at the time a     
modest sum of money specifically so that 
Masses would be offered for the repose of her 
soul once she died.  When I received that 
check once she had passed, I solemnly opened 
our Mass intentions book and separated Masses 
for her.  It is a solemn act.  It is truly an act of 
mercy.  
  

 Offering Masses is an important part of our    
tradition as they can also be offered in      
thanksgiving for the health of a loved one and 
for special intentions.  It is an honor and a     
duty for me and my brother priests of the      
parish to offer these intentions during the     
Sacrifice of the Mass as part of our priestly 
ministry. We are blessed in this    parish for we 
offer many intentions weekly during our daily 
and Sunday Masses that are set aside by our 
faithful. Our staff in the parish office do an   
exemplary job in organizing the Mass             
intentions with the sacred care they deserve.   
  
 On Monday, November 18, we will open the 
Mass Intention Book for 2020.   If you want to 
offer a Mass on the anniversary of the death or 
the birthday of a loved one, come do it way in 
advance. The offering of a Mass is a sacred act 
that deserves our attention and care so we ask 
that you do  this in person at the office early to 
avoid errors. Always remember that the priest, 
even if he doesn’t explicitly say the name of the 
deceased or of the intention, is still offering the 
Mass for that intention during the             
Holy Sacrifice of the Mass. This is something 
that we as priests take very seriously because 
we are bound by canon law, and you have      
given a stipend to apply that intention to        
that particular Mass. We appreciate your        
cooperation in this sacred and delicate             
process where, as a community of faith, we 
raise our eyes to heaven to pray for our loved 
ones in the great celebration of the Eucharist.

DEL ESCRITORIO DE NUESTRO PARROCO 

 Mis Queridos Amigos, 
 
 La tradición católica de ofrecer Misas por 
nuestros seres queridos particularmente los que 
han fallecido se puede trazar a los inicios de la 
Iglesia Católica. En la Eucaristía nosotros nos 
unimos de una manera única con los fieles        
difuntos y con la comunión de los santos. ¿Por 
qué ofrecemos Misas por nuestros seres queridos? 
Miremos al Catecismo de la Iglesia Católica: “Los 
que mueren en la gracia y en la amistad de Dios, 
pero imperfectamente purificados, aunque están 
seguros de su eterna salvación, sufren después de 
su muerte [pasan por] una purificación, a fin de 
obtener la santidad necesaria para entrar en la   
alegría del cielo (1030).” Nuestras oraciones los 
ayudan a alcanzar las glorias del cielo y la oración 
perfecta es la Santa Misa. El Papa Leon XIII nos 
recordó muy bien hace un siglo que si             
nuestros seres queridos ya han alcanzado la       
recompensa eterna, ellos rezan por nosotros      
durante la Misa en un “intercambio mutuo” de 
oración. Orando por los fieles difuntos es una de 
las obras de misericordia.  Recuerdo que no hace 
mucho, una parroquiana anciana vino a la oficina 
a separar unas Misas por sus padres fallecidos y la 
pobre estaba preocupada por si sus hijos iban a 
ofrecer Misas después de su muerte. Es un         
deber.  Por eso una señora inteligente que yo     
visite cuando se estaba muriendo dejo a la          
parroquia a la que yo estaba asignado en ese    
tiempo una cantidad de dinero específicamente 
para que se ofrecieran Misas por su alma al ella 
fallecer.  Cuando recibí ese cheque al fallecer esa 
señora, abrí el libro de intenciones solemnemente 
y separé las Misas por su descanso eterno.  Es un 
acto solemne.  Es verdaderamente un acto de    
misericordia.  
 
 El ofrecer Misas es una parte importante de 
nuestra tradición ya que también pueden 

ser ofrecidas en acción de gracias, por la salud de 
un ser querido y por intenciones especiales. Para 
los sacerdotes de nuestra parroquia y para mí es 
un honor y un deber ofrecer estas intenciones   
durante el sacrificio de la Misa como parte          
de nuestro ministerio sacerdotal. Estamos             
bendecidos en esta parroquia ya que ofrecemos 
muchas intenciones semanalmente en nuestras 
Misas diarias y de los domingos que son             
reservadas por nuestros fieles.  Nuestros          
empleados en la oficina parroquial hacen un      
trabajo ejemplar organizando las intenciones de 
las Misas con el cuidado sagrado que se merecen.  
 
 El lunes, 18 de noviembre, se abrirá el libro de 
intenciones para el 2020. Si quieren ofrecer una 
misa por el aniversario de la muerte o el          
cumpleaños de un ser querido, vengan y reserven 
con anticipación.  El ofrecer la Misa es un acto 
sagrado que merece nuestra atención y cuidado y 
por eso le pedimos que lo hagan en persona en la 
oficina para evitar errores. Acuérdense siempre 
que el sacerdote, aún si no dice el             
nombre específicamente del difunto o de la         
intención, sí está ofreciendo la Misa por 
esa intención durante el santo sacrificio de la    
Misa. Esto es algo que como sacerdotes tomamos 
muy en serio ya que estamos regidos por Ley    
Canónica y porque ustedes han dado una          
donación para que esa intención se aplique a la 
Misa. Agradecemos su cooperación en este        
proceso tan sagrado y delicado en que como una 
comunidad de fe,  elevamos los ojos al cielo para 
rezar por nuestros seres queridos en la gran       
celebración de la Eucaristía.
