In recent months, we have witnessed statues of civic
heroes attacked and desecrated across the country:
These have included personages of disputed reputations
(for example, “heroes” of the Confederacy) but also
figures Christopher
Columbus, Ponce de Leon, Ulysses S. Grant, Abraham
Lincoln and Andrew Jackson, among others. None of

statues of historic such as

these were “saints.” They were, like all of us, flawed
human beings. But even “saints” have had, in many
cases, unsavory pasts. For example, St. Peter denied
Christ and St. Paul persecuted the nascent Church.
Yet their images adorn many of our churches along with
images of Jesus and his sinless Mother, Mary.

Given the polarization of our society, it was perhaps
predictable that some also would have directed their
anger at religious images and not merely secular ones.
In recent weeks, a string of Catholic statues has been
vandalized and desecrated. Here in Miami, the statue of
Christ the Good Shepherd was beheaded outside of
Good Shepherd Church; in Ocala, a man rammed his
car into Queen of Peace Catholic Church and tried to
set it on fire. The smoke ruined several works of
religious art. Even though the motivations behind these
attacks remain opaque, they are disturbing.

This new wave of iconoclasm does not merely
involve the destruction of property and, in some cases,
of priceless works of art; it also expresses contempt for
the beliefs, values and practices of a faith community
and could easily escalate to physical harm to members
of these faith communities. And, in recent days,
a Molotov cocktail was hurled against Sacred Heart
Church in Weymouth, Massachusetts, the latest of a
spate of attacks against Catholic properties in that state.
This is why our Jewish brothers and sisters take very
seriously any vandalism against their synagogues.
History shows that their concern is not misplaced.

Sacred art tells a story, a story that is meant to draw
us “to adoration, to prayer, and to the love of
God” (Catechism of the Catholic Church, no. 2502).
Statues, paintings, and even architecturally worthy
buildings are works of art, and each work of art makes a
statement. In the Catholic Church, sacred art is called
“sacred” precisely because it is meant to lead a person to

God — to the mystery that has inspired the statue,
the painting, or the building.

It was more than disappointing then, that a
U.S. Congresswoman would characterize a statue of
St. Damien of Molokai, placed by the State of Hawaii in
Congress’ Statuary Hall, as an example of "patriarchy
and white supremacist culture.” Such narrow-minded
bigotry disrespects the people of Hawaii as well as the
memory of one who, in serving marginalized and
excluded, served “the least, the last and the lost” after
the example of Christ. Damien’s face, disfigured by
leprosy, is nevertheless beautiful for, as St. John Paul II
wrote, “... beauty is the visible form of the good.”
(Instruction: Inculturation and the Roman Liturgy)

Of course, if art tells a story, people want to see
themselves in the narrative. The apparition of Our Lady
of Guadalupe, whose miraculous image was imprinted
on the “tilma” of St. Juan Diego, did just that.
She appeared to St. Juan Diego as a person he could
easily identify with; she looked like he did. She spoke in

his language and dressed in a way he could recognize.

The sacred art of the Church reflects the diversity of
cultures — merely “patriarchy”
or “white supremacist culture.” Sacred art allows the

human and not
Gospel to enter a culture and speak in the language and
symbols of that culture. This is why it is not surprising
to find images of Mary or even Jesus, who were
Middle-Eastern Jews, depicted with not only European
features but also with Asian, African and, in the case of
Our Lady of Guadalupe, with Aztec features.

Religious art instructs and inspires. It reminds us of
God’s grace and lifts our minds and hearts to the one
who loves us so completely. To quote St. John Paul II
again: “In order to communicate [this] message
the Church needs art. Art must make perceptible, and as

far as possible attractive, the world of the spirit, of the
invisible, of God.”

This explains why the destruction of religious art,
the defacing or damaging of statues and churches, is so
odious. Today, more than ever, our art needs to tell this
story, the story of the Good News: Christ came to save
the world and all those who live in it (John 12:47).

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En los dltimos meses, hemos sido testigos de cémo
estatuas de héroes civicos son atacadas y profanadas en
todo el pais: estos casos han incluido a personajes histéricos
de reputaciones cuestionadas (por ejemplo, “héroes” de la
Confederacién), pero también a estatuas de personajes
histéricos como Cristébal Colén, Ponce de Ledn , Ulises S.
Grant, Abraham Lincoln y Andrew Jackson, entre otros.
Ninguno de ellos era un “santo”. Como todos nosotros,
eran seres humanos imperfectos. Pero incluso los “santos”
han tenido, en muchos casos, pasados desagradables.
Por ejemplo, San Pedro negd a Cristo y San Pablo
persiguié a la Iglesia naciente. Sin embargo, sus imagenes
adornan muchas de nuestras iglesias junto con las imégenes
de Jestis y su Madre sin pecado, Maria.

Dada la polarizacién de nuestra sociedad, quizds era
predecible que algunos dirigieran también su ira contra las
imdgenes religiosas y no simplemente a las seculares.
En las Gltimas semanas, una serie de estatuas catélicas han
sido vandalizadas y profanadas. Aqui en Miami, la estatua
de Cristo Buen Pastor fue decapitada en el exterior de la
Iglesia Good Shepherd; en Ocala, un hombre arremetid
con su automdévil contra la iglesia catélica Queen of Peace
y traté de prenderle fuego. El humo arruiné varias obras de
arte religioso. Aunque las motivaciones de estos ataques
siguen siendo oscuras, resultan inquietantes.

Esta nueva ola de iconoclastia no implica simplemente
la destruccién de propiedades y, en algunos casos, de obras
desprecio por las
comunidad de fe,
dafio fisico a los

de arte invaluables; también expresa
creencias, valores y pricticas de una
y ficilmente podria escalar a causar
miembros de estas comunidades de fe. Y, en los tdltimos
dias, se lanzé un céctel Molotov contra la iglesia Sacred
Heart de Weymouth, en Massachusetts, el dltimo de una
serie de ataques contra propiedades catdlicas en ese estado.
Es por eso que nuestros hermanos y hermanas judios
se toman muy en serio cualquier vandalismo contra sus
sinagogas. La historia de muestra que su preocupacién
no esté fuera de lugar.

El arte sacro relata una historia, una historia que debe
llevarnos “a la adoracién, a la oracién y al amor de
Dios” (Catecismo de la Iglesia Catélica, n. 2502). Estatuas,
pinturas e incluso edificios de gran valor arquitecténico son
obras de arte, y cada obra de arte hace una declaracién.
En la Iglesia Catélica, el arte sacro se llama “sagrado”,
precisamente porque tiene la intencién de llevar a las

personas hacia Dios, al misterio que ha inspirado la estatua,
la pintura o el edificio.

Ha sido méis que decepcionante, entonces, que una
congresista estadounidense caracterizara una estatua de
San Damidn de Molokai, colocada por el estado de Hawai
en el Statuary Hall (Salén de las Estatuas) del Congreso,
como un ejemplo de “patriarcado y cultura supremacista
blanca”. Esta intolerancia tan estrecha no respeta al pueblo
de Hawai, ni la memoria de alguien que, al servir a los
marginados y excluidos, sirvié a “los mas pequefios,
los dltimos y los perdidos”, siguiendo el ejemplo de Cristo.
Sin embargo, el rostro de Dami4n desfigurado por la lepra
es hermoso porque, como escribié San Juan Pablo II,
“... la belleza es la forma visible del bien”. (“Instruccién:
La inculturacién y la Liturgia Romana”).

Por supuesto, si el arte relata una historia, la gente
quiere verse a si misma en la narrativa. La aparicién
de Nuestra Sefiora de Guadalupe, cuya imagen milagrosa
fue impresa en la “tilma” de San Juan Diego, hizo
precisamente eso. A San Juan Diego se le aparecié como
una persona con la que se podia identificar ficilmente;
ella se veia como él. Hablaba en su idioma y se vestia de
una manera que él podia reconocer.

El arte sagrado de la Iglesia refleja la diversidad de las
culturas humanas, y no simplemente el “patriarcado”
“cultura supremacista blanca”. El arte sacro permite
que el Evangelio entre en una cultura y hable en el idioma

ola

y los simbolos de esa cultura. Por eso no es sorprendente
encontrar imagenes de Maria o incluso de Jests, que eran
judios de Oriente Medio, representadas no solo con rasgos
europeos sino también con rasgos asiiticos, africanos vy,
en el caso de Nuestra Sefiora de Guadalupe, con rasgos
aztecas.

El arte religioso instruye e inspira. Nos recuerda la
gracia de Dios y eleva nuestra mente y nuestro corazén
hacia Aquel que nos ama tan plenamente. Para citar de
nuevo a San Juan Pablo II: “Para comunicar [este]
mensaje... la Iglesia necesita del arte. El arte debe hacer
perceptible, y en la medida de lo posible atractivo,
el mundo del espiritu, de lo invisible, de Dios ”.

Esto explica por qué la destruccién del arte religioso,
la desfiguracién o dafio de estatuas e iglesias es tan odiosa.
Hoy, més que nunca, nuestro arte debe relatar esta historia,
la historia de la Buena Nueva: Cristo vino a salvar al
mundo y a todos los que lo habitan (Juan 12:47).
