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My Dear Friends,

Here is a column that | meant to share with you back in
March, but then the pandemic hit, and pretty much everything,
except the Gospel, took a back seat to the virus.

A few years ago, Father Davis presented the community
with a plan to build a handicap entrance with a driveway on the
north side of the church. It was a beautifully conceived plan
that was warmly received by the parish, and many
parishioners donated to the construction of this entrance.
We raised  around $50,000 towards this  worthy
endeavor, and he briefed me on its progress when | took the
helm of the parish 15 months ago. During my first six months
as pastor, | received frequent updates on the progress or lack
of progress when it came to this project. Last December,
| was told that government entity in our city (in the interest of
charity | am withholding the name of the entity) had objections
to thearchitectural plans that had been submitted.
A “compromise” was struck between the three government
entities charged with helping us with this project and the result
was..not what my predecessor had envisioned and definitely
not what our parishioners had generously given their
donations towards.

What was envisioned and what was presented to all of
you was a beautiful side driveway on the north side of the
church that would blend in with the landscaping and
architectural beauty of our historic church. This would allow
our disabled parishioners to be dropped off mere steps from
the north door and make our church more handicap friendly.
The compromise that we were presented with was carving out
the equivalent of three parking spaces along the swale just
east of the north door and along Sevilla Avenue. This would
not have been a driveway for the disabled and would have
turned into an extra three parking spaces. After finding no
other recourse in getting closer to the vision that Father Davis
had and after consulting with the parish staff, the parish
council, and Father Davis himself who began this noble
crusade, it was decided to abandon this project. It was not a
decision that was taken lightly especially because so many of
you donated to this cause.

Because we have been preoccupied with the pandemic, no
one has asked me about this project, and | do not blame you if
you have forgotten about it or assumed that it had been
abandoned. | for one did not forget, and because | consider
sacred every penny that you give to your parish, | felt obliged
to pass along this news. In the gospel, our Lord saw the
sacrifice the poor widow made in the temple and found it
worthy. This is how | see every offering you make to the
church whether it be in the collection basket, through online
giving, or by simply mailing your envelopes in as so many of
you have been doing during these last six months. | thank you
for your extreme generosity.

| like to be transparent when it comes to the finances of
the parish, and no, it is not something | like to dedicate much
ink to in this space or much time from the pulpit because | was
ordained to preach the gospel and “woe to me” if | don't preach
it. However, this is your parish and you rightly deserve to know
where your sacrificial offerings go. Yes, we lost a lot of income
during the lockdown when the church was closed, but thanks
to the ingenuity of some parishioners a campaign initiated by
our ministries helped more than double our online giving. In a
short time, my parishioners already knew that their pastor was
more concerned about loss of attendance at Mass than the
loss of income in the collection baskets. God always provides.
The loss of income was offset by the PPP loan giving by the
government to small businesses to help pay our employees’
salaries who sacrifice so much for our parish. Because of your
generosity, our priests could focus on solely proclaiming the
gospel during these difficult times instead of worrying on how
to keep the lights on and how to pay for repairs to our aging
buildings. Yes, repairs on our buildings are quite expensive, but
thankfully we have been covered by your donations the last six
months. Covid related expenses such as the disinfectant
measures we take after Masses, and the cameras and
software we have bought to broadcast our Masses to those
who can't physically join us are going to be reimbursed by
FEMA down the line.

| am a priest. | do not like to ask for money. | was ordained
to preach the gospel and to administer the sacraments. Yes,
one of my tasks as pastor is to administer the temporal goods
of our parish and to “keep the lights on.” But in the two
previous parishes that | was blessed to administer as pastor
and here in my current home, | have always run my parishes
with the very simple philosophy: preach the gospel
passionately and God will take care of the rest. Aside from
ABCD weekend which | do out of necessity and obedience,
you will rarely here my speak from the pulpit about financial
matters. That time my brother priests and | have up there
every Sunday is too precious, and souls are literally at stake.
The message of the gospel is too urgent, and the times we live
in require passionate preaching about the crucified Christ.
This is what you will hear from the pulpit. God will take care of
the rest.

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Mis Queridos Amigos,

Aqui hay una columna que queria compartir con ustedes en
marzo, pero luego la pandemia golpeo, y casi todo, excepto el
Evangelio, tomd un asiento trasero al virus.

Hace unos afios, el Padre Davis presento a la comunidad un
plan para construir una entrada para discapacitados con una
entrada en el lado norte de la iglesia. Fue un plan bellamente
concebido que fue recibido calurosamente por la parroquia,
y muchos feligreses donaron a la construccion de esta entrada.
Recaudamos alrededor de $50,000 para este esfuerzo digno,
y él me informd sobre su progreso cuando tomé el timon de la
parroquia hace 15 meses. Durante mis primeros seis meses
como parroco, recibi actualizaciones frecuentes sobre el progreso
o la falta de progreso cuando se trataba de este proyecto.
El pasado diciembre, me dijeron que una entidad gubernamental
en nuestra ciudad (en interés de la caridad estoy reteniendo
el nombre de la entidad) tenia objeciones a los planes
arquitectonicos que se habian presentado. Se llegd a un
‘compromiso” entre las tres entidades gubernamentales
encargadas de ayudarnos con este proyecto y el resultado fue...
no lo que mi predecesor habia imaginado y definitivamente no lo
que nuestros feligreses habian dado sus donaciones tan
generosamente.

Lo que se imagind y lo que se presentd a todos ustedes fue
una hermosa entrada lateral en el lado norte de la iglesia que se
mezclaria con el paisaje y la belleza arquitecténica de nuestra
iglesia historica. Esto permitiia que nuestros feligreses
discapacitados se bajaran a solo unos pasos de la puerta norte
y harfa que nuestra iglesia fuese mds amigable con los
discapacitados. El compromiso que nos presentaron fue tallando
el equivalente a tres plazas de estacionamiento a lo largo del
swale justo al este de la puerta norte a lo largo de la avenida
Sevilla. Este no habria sido una entrada para los discapacitados
y se habria convertido en una adicion de tres espacios de
estacionamiento. Después de no encontrar ninguin otro recurso
para acercarse a la vision que tenia el Padre Davis y después de
consultar con el personal de la parroquia, el consejo parroquial y
el propio Padre Davis que comenzo esta noble cruzada, se decidid
abandonar este proyecto. No fue una decisién que se tomo a la
ligera, especialmente porque muchos de ustedes donaron a esta
causa.

Debido a que hemos estado preocupados por la pandemia,
nadie me ha preguntado sobre este proyecto, y no los culpo si se
han olvidado de él o han asumido que ha sido abandonado.
Yo, por mi parte, no lo olvidé, y como considero sagrado cada
centavo que le dan a su parroquia, me senti obligado a transmitir
esta noticia. En el Evangelio, nuestro Sefior vio el sacrificio que la
pobre viuda hizo en el templo y lo encontré digno. Asi es como
veo cada ofrenda que hacen a la iglesia, ya sea en la cesta de la
colecta, a través de donaciones en linea, o simplemente enviando
sus sobres como muchos de ustedes han estado haciendo
durante estos Ultimos seis meses. Les agradezco su extrema
generosidad.

Me gusta ser transparente cuando se trata de las finanzas de
la parroquia, y no, no es algo a lo que me gusta dedicar mucha
tinta en este espacio o mucho tiempo desde el pulpito porque fui
ordenado para predicar el Evangelio y "ay de mi" si no lo predico.
Sin embargo, esta es su parroquia y con razén merecen saber a
dénde van sus ofrendas de sacrificio. Si, perdimos muchos
ingresos durante el encierro cuando la iglesia estaba cerrada,
pero gracias al ingenio de algunos feligreses una campafia
iniciada por nuestros ministerios ayudé a mas del doble de
nuestros feligreses a donar en linea. En poco tiempo, mis
feligreses ya sabian que su parroco estaba mas preocupado por
la pérdida de asistencia a la misa que por la pérdida de ingresos
en las cestas de la colecta. Dios siempre provee. La pérdida de
ingresos fue compensada por el préstamo PPP que el gobierno
dio a las empresas pequefias para ayudar a pagar los salarios de
nuestros empleados que sacrifican tanto por nuestra parroquia.
Debido a su generosidad, nuestros sacerdotes pudieron centrarse
Unicamente en proclamar el Evangelio durante estos tiempos
dificiles en lugar de preocuparse por como mantener las luces
encendidas y como pagar las reparaciones de nuestros edificios
vigjos. Si, las reparaciones en nuestros edificios son bastante
caras, pero afortunadamente han sido cubiertas por sus
donaciones de los ultimos seis meses. Los gastos relacionados
con Covid, como las medidas que tomamos para desinfectar
después de las misas, y las camaras y el software que hemos
comprado para transmitir nuestras misas a aquellos que no
pueden unirse fisicamente a nosotros van a ser reembolsados por
FEMA en el futuro.

Soy sacerdote. No me gusta pedir dinero. Fui ordenado para
predicar el Evangelio y administrar los sacramentos. Si, una de
mis tareas como parroco es administrar los bienes temporales de
nuestra parroquia y "'mantener las luces encendidas". Pero en las
dos parroquias anteriores que tuve la bendicion de administrar
como parroco y aqui en mi hogar actual, siempre he dirigido mis
parroquias con la filosofia muy simple: predicar el Evangelio
apasionadamente y Dios se encargara del resto. Aparte del fin de
semana de ABCD que hago por necesidad y obediencia, rara vez
me van a escuchar hablar desde el pulpito sobre asuntos
financieros. Este tiempo en que mis hermanos sacerdotes y yo
tenemos aqui todos los domingos es demasiado valioso,
y las almas estan literalmente en juego. El mensaje del Evangelio
es demasiado urgente, y los tiempos en los que vivimos requieren
una predicacion apasionada sobre el Cristo crucificado. Esto es lo
que oiras del pulpito. Dios se encargara del resto.
