My Dear Friends,

"Which commandment in the
greatest?" (Matthew 22:36)

law is the

We hear this question in today's gospel.
This is more than just a trick question that the
Pharisees offer up to Jesus. We hear this
question and immediately think that Jesus has to
choose from among the 10 commandments
given to Moses. But the Pharisees really want to
put Jesus to the test because their question goes
much deeper. You see, the Jews observed 613
commandments that are present in the first five
books of the Bible and now Jesus had to choose
the greatest of them. Jesus simplifies things and
doesnt make up any new commandment.
Rather, he quotes two that are already present in
the Scriptures. When telling us to love God with
all our strength, heart, and mind, he is quoting
Deuteronomy 6:5. When he tells us that we must
love our neighbor like ourselves, he quotes
Leviticus 19:18. So Jesus is not reinventing the
wheel here, he is merely summarizing the whole
law in one word: love.

There is a twofold dimension to this love:
love of God and love of neighbor. One cannot
exist without the other. St. John speaks of this in
his first letter when he says that we cannot love
God, whom we can't see, if we don't love our
neighbor who we do see (see 1 John 4:19).
So this begs the question: do we love our
neighbor? | have another that goes even deeper
and may be a bit more challenging: do we know
our neighbor? There are so many people around
us that walk in and out of our lives like strangers.
We don't engage them. We don't talk to them.
They are our coworkers, classmates, members of
our family, and even the very people that we
worship with every single Sunday who are
currently sitting right next to you or near you

since we're socially distant in church. These are
our neighbors who we are called to love.
Do we know them?

A long time ago, | was preaching to a group of
children and | asked them who is their neighbor
and why does Jesus tell us to love them.
One of them answered: 'because Jesus is
present in every one of us." It's amazing how
children can comprehend the mysteries of God's
love even more than we can. Yes, Jesus is
present in the poor, the downtrodden,
the immigrant, the imprisoned, and every single
person that we find it difficult to see Jesus' face
in. Yet, we are called to love them nonetheless.
We live in polarizing times where we find it easier
to dislike someone for a particular point of view
than to love them regardless of how they see the
world. Mother Teresa once said, “If you judge
people, you have no time to love them.”
Get to know your neighbor. Not just what you
perceive, but get to know what is really in their
heart so that you can love them as our Lord asks
us to. All it takes is a smile, an embrace, an act of
love. In fact, you might want to look up from the
bulletin and start with the person sitting next to
you.

Escuchamos esta pregunta en el evangelio de
hoy. Esto es mas que una pregunta para engafiar que
los fariseos le hicieron a Jesus. Escuchamos esta
pregunta e inmediatamente pensamos que Jesus
tiene que elegir entre los 10 mandamientos dados a
Moisés. Pero los fariseos realmente quieren poner a
Jesus en prueba porque su pregunta es mucho mas
profunda. Veran, los judios observaban 613
mandamientos que estan presentes en los primeros
cinco libros de la Biblia y ahora Jesus tenia que elegir
el mas grande de ellos. Jesus simplifica las cosas y
no inventa ningun mandamiento nuevo. Mas bien,
cita dos que ya estaban presentes en las Escrituras.
Al decirnos que amemos a Dios con todas nuestras
fuerzas, corazén y mente, esta citando Deuteronomio
6: 5. Cuando nos dice que debemos amar a nuestro
projimo como a nosotros mismos, cita Levitico 19:18.
Entonces Jesus no esta reinventando la rueda aqui,
simplemente esta resumiendo toda la ley en una
palabra: amor.

Este amor tiene una doble dimension: el amor a
Dios y el amor al préjimo. Uno no puede existir sin el
otro. San Juan habla de esto en su primera carta
cuando dice que no podemos amar a Dios, a quien no
podemos ver, si N0 amamos a nuestro projimo a
quien podemos ver (lean 1 Juan 4:19). Entonces esto
plantea la pregunta: ;amamos a nuestro projimo?
Tengo otra que va aun mas profundo y puede ser un
poco mas desafiante: ;conocemos a nuestro
projimo? Hay tanta gente a nuestro alrededor que
entran y salen de nuestras vidas como extrafios.
No nos involucramos. No les hablamos. Ellos son
nuestros compaferos de trabajo, compaferos de
clase, miembros de nuestra familia e incluso las
mismas personas con las que oramos todos los
domingos que estan sentados junto a ustedes o
cerca de ustedes ya que estamos socialmente
distante en la iglesia. Estos son nuestros projimos a
quienes estamos llamados a amar. ¢Los conocemos?

Hace mucho tiempo, estaba predicando a un
grupo de nifios y les pregunté quién era su projimo y
por qué Jesus nos dice que los amemos. Uno de ellos
respondio: "porque Jesus esta presente en cada uno
de nosotros. " Es asombroso como los nifios pueden
comprender los misterios del amor de Dios incluso
mas de lo que podemos nosotros. Si, Jesus esta
presente en los pobres, los oprimidos, los
inmigrantes, los encarcelados, y en cada persona en
la que nos resulta dificil ver el rostro de Jesus. Sin
embargo, estamos llamados a amarlos a pesar de
todo. Vivimos en tiempos de polarizacion donde nos
resulta mas facil desagradarnos con alguien por un
punto de vista particular que amarlos sin importar
como vean el mundo. La Madre Teresa dijo una vez:
'Si juzgas a las personas, no tienes tiempo para
amarlas”. Lleguen a conocer a su projimo. No solo lo
que puedan percibir, sino que conozcan lo que
realmente hay en su corazon para que lo puedan
amar como nuestro Sefior nos pide que lo hagamos.
Todo lo que se necesita es una sonrisa, un abrazo,
un acto de amor. De hecho, es posible que deseen
levantar la vista del boletin y comenzar con la persona
sentada a su lado.
