MY DEAR FRIENDS, 
 
 The pandemic has taken a toll on so many aspects of our 
lives. As a Church, we had to endure a lockdown and then the 
slow gradual buildup of our Masses when we reopened.       
Our ministries are sadly still shuttered, but our Homeless     
Ministry has not stopped in helping to feed the poor. Why?  
The Church can never stop from her mission of sanctifying 
her faithful (which we are doing through the celebration of the 
sacraments) and by taking care of the less fortunate.              
So many people have been negatively affected by the          
pandemic, and as a Church, we must help our brothers and 
sisters in need recalling our Lord’s words in Matthew 25: 
“whatever you did for one of these least brothers of mine, you 
did for me.”  In moments of crisis, this verse resounds all the 
more.  
  
 This weekend, we have our annual appeal for the         
Archbishop’s Charities and Development (ABCD). Since the 
beginning of the pandemic, faced with no collection and rising 
COVID-related costs, I have been reluctant to make an appeal 
for the parish because I knew that so many parishioners had 
lost their jobs. God did provide because many parishioners 
stepped up and organized, without my knowledge,                      
a clandestine drive through social media to get their fellow 
parishioners to sign up for online giving. As a result, online 
giving jumped 120%, and as you have no doubt seen in our 
bulletin the last few weeks since Christmas, overall giving on 
Sundays has risen sharply as well. I have come to see that 
that the generosity of the parishioners of the Church of the 
Little Flower knows no bounds.    
  
 Now we are called upon to help our brothers and sisters 
beyond our parish in our Archdiocese who have been affected 
by the pandemic. Every aspect of the Church’s ministries has 
been affected, so you could say this is one of the most crucial 
ABCD campaigns we have ever had. Our seminarians who are 
our future priests need our help. Respect Life offices need our 
help as they struggle to help single mothers. Food banks need 
replenishing, and our poorest schools are hurting as they    
educate students of families who cannot afford tuition.        
“Yet, despite all obstacles, the Church remains a beacon of 
hope - a light to the world,” our Archbishop writes in his ABCD 
letter. You are that hope because you are the Church. Please 
be generous today as we seek to continue the bold mission of 
our Church during these trying times. However big or small, 
may the Lord reward you for your generosity.

MIS QUERIDOS AMIGOS, 
 

 La pandemia ha dejado una huella en tantos aspectos de 
nuestras vidas. Como Iglesia, tuvimos que soportar un encierro y 
luego el aumento lento y gradual de nuestras Misas cuando      
reabrimos. Nuestros ministerios están tristemente cerrados,       
pero nuestro Ministerio de Personas sin Hogar no se ha detenido  
en ayudar a alimentar a los pobres. ¿Por qué? La Iglesia nunca 
puede detenerse su misión de santificar a sus fieles (lo que         
estamos haciendo a través de la celebración de los sacramentos)  
y cuidando de los menos afortunados. Muchas personas se han 
visto afectadas negativamente por la pandemia, y como Iglesia, 
debemos ayudar a nuestros hermanos y hermanas necesitados 
recordando las palabras de nuestro Señor en Mateo 25: "De cierto 
os digo que en cuanto lo hicisteis a uno de estos mis hermanos 
más pequeños, a mí lo hicisteis." En los momentos de crisis, este 
versículo resuena aún más.  

 

 Este fin de semana, tenemos nuestro llamamiento anual para 
las Caridades y Desarrollo del Arzobispo (ABCD). Desde el         
comienzo de la pandemia, ante la falta de cobro y el aumento de 
los costos relacionados con COVID, me he mostrado reacio a 
hacer un llamamiento a la parroquia porque sabía que muchos 
feligreses habían perdido sus trabajos. Dios proveyó porque      
muchos feligreses intensificaron y organizaron, sin mi            
conocimiento, un llamado clandestino a través de las redes        
sociales para conseguir que sus compañeros feligreses se        
inscribieron para dar en línea. Como resultado, dar en línea subió 
un 120%, y como ustedes ha visto sin duda en nuestro boletín las 
últimas semanas desde Navidad, la colecta general los domingos 
ha aumentado muchísimo también. He llegado a ver que la        
generosidad de los feligreses de la Iglesia de Santa                  
Teresita no tiene límites.  

 

 Ahora estamos llamados a ayudar a nuestros hermanos y 
hermanas más allá de nuestra parroquia en nuestra Arquidiócesis 
que se han visto afectados por la pandemia. Todos los aspectos 
de los ministerios de la Iglesia se han visto afectados, por lo que se 
podría decir que esta es una de las campañas del ABCD más     
cruciales que hemos tenido. Nuestros seminaristas que son      
nuestros futuros sacerdotes necesitan nuestra ayuda. Las oficinas 
de Respeto a la Vida necesitan nuestra ayuda mientras luchan por 
ayudar a las madres solteras. Los bancos de alimentos necesitan 
ser reabastecidos, y nuestras escuelas más pobres están          
sufriendo a medida que educan a los estudiantes de familias que 
no pueden pagar la matrícula. "Sin embargo, a pesar de todos los 
obstáculos, la Iglesia sigue siendo un faro de esperanza, una luz 
para el mundo", escribe nuestro Arzobispo en su carta del ABCD. 
Ustedes son esa esperanza porque son la Iglesia. Por favor, sean 
generosos hoy al procurar continuar la audaz misión de nuestra 
Iglesia durante estos tiempos difíciles. Por grande o pequeño que 
sea, que el Señor los recompense por su generosidad.

This new celebration was instituted in his Apostolic Letter, Aperuit Illus,” which you are           
encouraged to read. Pope Francis writes: 
 

At the conclusion of the Extraordinary Jubilee of Mercy, I proposed setting aside             
“a Sunday given over entirely to the word of God, so as to appreciate the inexhaustible 
riches   contained   in   that   constant   dialogue   between   the   Lord   and   his   people” 
 (Misericordia et Misera, 7). Devoting a specific Sunday of the liturgical year to the word 
of God can enable the Church to experience anew how the risen Lord opens up for us the 
treasury of his word and enables us to proclaim its unfathomable riches before the world 
… May the Sunday of the Word of God help his people to grow in religious and intimate 
familiarity with the sacred Scriptures. For as the sacred author taught of old: “This word 
is very near to you: it is in your mouth and in your heart for your observance” (Duet 
30:14). 

 

 On this Sunday of the Word of God, parishes, families and individuals are all encouraged to 
bring attention to the Word of God in our lives and to deepen our relationship with the Word.  
Here at COTLF, we regularly make use of the special Book of the Gospels at our Sunday        
liturgies and other major celebrations. Recently, thanks to your generosity, a beautiful new 
cover was purchased for it, and was used for the first time last weekend. If you look up into 
our spectacular dome, you’ll find stained glass windows of the four Evangelists pointing in the 
four cardinal directions, a visual reminder that we are called to proclaim the Gospel to all the 
ends of the earth. The weekly Scripture readings are printed prominently in our Sunday bulletin 
and among our ministries, we’ve been blessed to have various Bible Study groups meet to    
discover the depth, beauty and richness of Scripture.
