My DEAR FRIENDS,

It's so wonderful to be back ministering to all of you this
weekend. | want to thank you for your prayers during the last
two weeks as | was quarantined in the rectory after testing
positive for COVID-19. Thankfully, my case was mild, and | was
relatively symptom free. | know that | am blessed because there
are so many who have experienced far worse. | spent a lot of
time resting and praying for all of you.
