MY DEAR FRIENDS, 
  

 Believe it or not, Lent begins this coming Wednesday. It feels 
like we never quite emerged from Lent in 2020. God has taken us 
into the desert of this pandemic which has caused us to seek God 
out all the more, and now we are called to that renewal again. 
Even though we are approaching a year since the pandemic   
started, we may have gotten too complacent with this desert   
experience. We may be brushing it off by thinking that we know 
how to navigate this “new normal.” Complacency is poison to the 
spiritual life. God is constantly calling us to conversion, and now 
we are blessed with the opportunity to re-discover the desert   
experience of Lent to able to weed out the nasty habits we have 
picked up over the last year.  
  

 Along with complacency, one of the main evils that I have 
seen in our people since the pandemic started is the capital sin of 
sloth. This is a product of having to stay in our homes last year 
for an extended period of time. We’ve become slothful in our 
work, in our studies, and sadly in our spiritual lives. This has   
translated to people not making coming to Mass in person a    
priority even though they may be going to theme parks and malls 
and other public places. Let us root out this evil during the Lenten 
season and embrace the work that God wants us to do to build 
up the kingdom of God in our parish and to live holier lives.  
  

 We always begin Lent by recognizing our sinfulness through 
the imposition of ashes on Ash Wednesday. The celebration        
of Ash Wednesday will take place like every other year here          
at our parish and the imposition of ashes will be done as is         
our custom with a cross of ashes traced on our foreheads.           
Archbishop Wenski put forth guidelines for Ash Wednesday     
during the pandemic, and while the guidelines do not really 
change, there is one note that was added that I wanted to share 
for those who may be apprehensive about receiving ashes during 
the pandemic: “The wearing of ashes, while customary and     
laudable, is not an obligation of the faithful, so anyone who is 
fearful of becoming sick should not come forward, or even come 
to Mass on Ash Wednesday.” So, for those wishing to receive 
ashes, we will approach the ministers with masks on like we 
would for Holy Communion, and we will receive the ashes on our 
foreheads like we do every year to go out into the world to bear 
witness that we are sinners in need of redemption and anxious to 
receive the graces that come from conversion. If you come to 
Mass and do not wish to receive ashes, that is perfectly fine. 
What is in our hearts is more important than what is on our     
foreheads.  
  

 I pray you all have a blessed Lent and that we will all be     
together in our church to celebrate the resurrection of our Lord at 
the end of our Lenten journey.

La complacencia es veneno para 
la vida espiritual. Dios nos llama constantemente a la conversión, y 
ahora somos bendecidos con la oportunidad de volver a descubrir 
la experiencia del desierto de la Cuaresma para poder eliminar los 
hábitos desagradables que hemos recogido en el último año.  
 

 Junto con la complacencia, uno de los principales males que 
he visto en nuestro pueblo desde que comenzó la pandemia es el 
pecado capital de la pereza. Este es un producto de tener que    
permanecer en nuestros hogares el año pasado por un largo 
período de tiempo. Nos hemos vuelto perezosos en nuestro trabajo, 
en nuestros estudios y tristemente en nuestra vida espiritual.      
Esto se ha traducido a personas que no hacen que venir a la misa 
en persona sea una prioridad a pesar de que pueden ir a parques de 
diversiones y centros comerciales y otros lugares públicos.      
Vamos a eliminar este mal durante el tiempo cuaresmal y         
abracemos la obra que Dios quiere que hagamos para edificar el 
reino de Dios en nuestra parroquia y vivir vidas más santas.  
 

 Siempre comenzamos la Cuaresma reconociendo nuestros 
pecados a través de la imposición de cenizas el Miércoles de     
Ceniza. La celebración del Miércoles de Ceniza tendrá lugar como 
todos los años aquí en nuestra parroquia y la imposición de cenizas 
se hará como es nuestra costumbre con una cruz de cenizas      
trazada en nuestras frentes.

acercarse, o incluso venir a la misa el Miércoles de Ceniza." Por lo 
tanto, para aquellos que deseen recibir cenizas, se acercaran a los 
ministros con sus máscaras como lo harían para la Santa           
Comunión, y recibirán las cenizas en la frente como lo hacemos 
cada año para salir al mundo y dar testimonio de que somos       
pecadores necesitados de redención y ansiosos por recibir las     
gracias que provienen de la conversión. Si viene a misa y no desea 
recibir cenizas, está perfectamente bien. Lo que hay en nuestros 
corazones es más importante que lo que está en nuestras frentes.  
 

 Rezo para que todos tengan una cuaresma bendita y que   
todos estemos juntos en nuestra iglesia para celebrar la             
resurrección de nuestro Señor al final de nuestra jornada           
cuaresmal.

The leprosy left him immediately, and he was 
 made clean. 
Then, warning him sternly, he dismissed him at 
 once.  
He said to him,  
 “See that you tell no one anything, but go, show 
 yourself to the priest and offer for your cleansing 
 what Moses prescribed; that will be proof for 
 them.” 
The man went away and began to publicize the 
 whole matter. 
He spread the report abroad so that it was  
 impossible for Jesus to enter a town openly. 
He remained outside in deserted places, 
 and people kept coming to him from  
 everywhere.
