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FROM THE PASTOR’S DESK

DEL ESCRITORIO DEL PARROCO

MY DEAR FRIENDS:

Today we celebrate the Fifth Sunday of Lent which begins
the last two weeks of Lent also known as “Passiontide.”
Now we begin our immediate preparation to meditate on the
sorrowful events of the Passion of our Lord which we will hear
recounted next week on Palm Sunday of the Passion of the
Lord. It is a period where we narrow our focus more intensely
on the cross.

The liturgy reflects this as the priests starts praying two
different prefaces during the Mass right before consecration
which emphasize the passion as we grow closer to Easter.
The first preface of the Passion addresses God the Father
saying, “For through the saving Passion of your Son the whole
world has received a heart to confess the infinite power of your
majesty, since by the wondrous power of the Cross your
judgment on the world is now revealed and the authority of
Christ crucified.” The “power of the cross” is a mystery that
sometimes eludes us because we become so used to seeing
the crucifix on our altar, hanging in our homes, or wearing them
around our necks. But the power of the cross should never be
lost on us or become something we are numb to because by
enduring such a gruesome and violent death, our Lord won for
us the prize of everlasting life. We see our sorrows up on the
cross, our sins, our failings, and we should suffer like our Lord
when we fall short of following his divine plan for us. The cross
should be a constant reminder that Jesus endured such
unspeakable pain to gain for us the ultimate victory.

This victory is what the second preface of Passion focuses
on which we pray on Holy Monday through Holy Wednesday:
“For the days of his saving Passion and glorious Resurrection
are approaching, by which the pride of the ancient foe is
vanquished and the mystery of our redemption is celebrated.”
And there we see one the great triumphs of the cross:
Satan is indeed vanquished once and for all by Christ's
supreme sacrifice. Sin entered the world as a result of a tree in
the Book of Genesis, and sin is destroyed on the tree of the
cross on Good Friday. Satan and the power of sin have no
power over us..now if only we believed this and not allow sin
into our life as we often do and hold tight to the cross of Christ,
our Lord. The cowardly powers of hell quiver at the sight of the
wondrous cross.

May we never take the crosses we have, both physical and
spiritual, for granted. May we always recall what Christ did out
of love for us as we approach the solemn days of our
redemption and hold tight to the cross of Jesus Christ.

MIS QUERIDOS AMIGOS:

Hoy celebramos el V Domingo de Cuaresma que comienza las
ultimas dos semanas de Cuaresma también conocida como
"Tiempo de Pasion'. Ahora comenzamos nuestra preparacion
inmediata para meditar sobre los tristes acontecimientos de la
Pasion de nuestro Sefior que escucharemos relatados la proxima
semana en el Domingo de Ramos de la Pasion del Sefior.
Es un periodo en el que precisamos nuestro enfoque mas
intensamente en la cruz.

La liturgia refleja esto a medida que los sacerdotes comienzan
a orar dos prefacios diferentes durante la misa justo antes de la
consagracién que enfatizan la pasion a medida que nos
acercamos a la Pascua. El primer prefacio de la Pasién se dirige a
Dios Padre diciendo: "Porque a través de la pasion salvadora de
vuestro Hijo el mundo entero ha recibido un corazén para confesar
el poder infinito de vuestra majestad, ya que por el maravilloso
poder de la Cruz se revela vuestro juicio sobre el mundo vy la
autoridad del Cristo crucificado". El "poder de la cruz" es un
misterio que a veces nos elude porque nos acostumbramos tanto
a ver el crucifijo en nuestro altar, colgando en nuestros hogares,
o usandolos alrededor de nuestros cuellos. Pero el poder de la cruz
nunca debe perderse sobre nosotros ni convertirse en algo a lo que
estamos adormecidos porque al soportar una muerte tan
espantosa y violenta, nuestro Sefior gand para nosotros el premio
de la vida eterna. Vemos nuestras penas en la cruz, nuestros
pecados, nuestros defectos, y debemos sufrir como nuestro Sefior
cuando no seguimos su plan divino para nosotros. La cruz debe
ser un recordatorio constante de que Jesus soporté un dolor tan
indescriptible para obtener para nosotros la victoria final.

Esta victoria es en lo que se centra el segundo prefacio de la
pasion en el que oramos el Lunes Santo hasta el Miércoles Santo: "
Por los dias de su pasion salvadora y resurreccion gloriosa se
acercan, por lo que se vence el orgullo del antiguo enemigo y se
celebra el misterio de nuestra redencion”. Y alli vemos uno de los
grandes triunfos de la cruz: Satanas es realmente vencido de una
vez por todas por el sacrificio supremo de Cristo. El pecado entro
en el mundo como resultado de un arbol en el Libro del Génesis,
y el pecado es destruido en el arbol de la cruz el Viernes Santo.
Satanas y el poder del pecado no tienen poder sobre nosotros...
ahora si solo creyéramos esto y no permitiéramos que el pecado
entrara en nuestra vida como a menudo lo hacemos y nos
aferramos firmemente a la cruz de Cristo, nuestro Sefior. Los
poderes cobardes del infierno tiemblan al ver la maravillosa cruz.

Que nunca demos por sentadas las cruces que tenemos, tanto
fisicas como espirituales. Que recordemos siempre lo que Cristo
hizo por amor a nosotros al acercarnos a los dias solemnes de
nuestra redencion y aferrarnos firmemente a la cruz de Jesucristo.
