READINGS FOR THE WEEK OF MARCH 14, 2021 



MY DEAR FRIENDS: 
 

 What a difference a year makes! Last year when I sat down to write 
this column for Palm Sunday, it was to detail to each of you how to best 
experience Holy Week at home since our church was closed, and we 
were forced to celebrate the most important week of the year virtually. 
 

 Thankfully, this year our parish family will once again be united 
here to celebrate the Paschal Mystery. We will be able to hold the palms 
in our hands again, participate in the reading of the Passion, witness the     
washing of the feet and experience everything that makes this week so 
unique. While there will still be some “Covid-forced” wrinkles to our     
celebrations, let us not lose sight of the fact of the biggest blessing we 
have this year: we are here! 
  

 Today we gather to commemorate Christ’s triumphant entrance 
into Jerusalem. Our joy is the same joy the crowds had 2000 years ago, 
but it is a joy that our Lord knew would be fleeting because notice how 
in Mass today we go from welcoming the Lord with palms to almost 
two minutes later singing the psalm “My God, my God, why have you         
abandoned me? (Psalm 22:2)” Those crowds who turned on Jesus later 
that week and went from shouting “Hosana!” to “Crucify him!” are not 
much different than many of us who come into church and exalt the 
Lord and then with our actions crucify him later in the week with our 
sins. This is a time of repentance to really embrace the cross and to not 
only ask the Lord for forgiveness, but to thank and exalt the Lord for 
enduring so violent a death for our salvation. 
 

 Thursday we will gather in the evening for the Mass of the Lord’s 
Supper which is always one of the most emotional Masses of the year 
for me personally. We celebrate the institution of the Priesthood and the 
Eucharist. One cannot exist without the other. The Washing of the Feet 
reminds your priests that we are simply called to serve: to do what     
others will not do, and then, more importantly, to feed you the Bread of 
Life. We will have a simple Eucharistic procession to Comber Hall where 
the Altar of Repose will be located for prayer until Midnight. Stay and 
spend time with the Lord.  
 

 On Good Friday, silence overwhelms us. The Veneration of the 
Cross is probably the biggest change we have this year. Instead of    
kissing the crucifix as we are accustomed to, the faithful will process up 
and bow or genuflect to the cross. After the evening Spanish service, 
the procession around the block that we are used to will be shortened to 
mirror the procession on Holy Thursday evening. 
 

 Finally, on Holy Saturday night, we come to the greatest liturgy of 
the year: the Easter Vigil! We have so many catechumens who will be 
welcomed into the church that night. Come and join us as we conclude 
the week by rejoicing at the ultimate victory of our Lord over death. 
 

 Please be welcoming to all the visitors who will join us this week. 
Please be patient and follow the instructions of our ushers who have 
volunteered to spend time away from their families to ensure everyone 
is accommodated and feels welcomed. But that welcome and that        
hospitality starts with me and you: if you see someone at Mass you’ve 
never seen before: welcome them. This is our greatest week as a parish, 
and we cannot wait to celebrate it with all of you!

El año pasado, cuando me senté a 
escribir esta columna para el Domingo de Ramos, fue para detallar a cada 
uno de ustedes la mejor manera de observar la Semana Santa en 
casa ya que nuestra iglesia fue cerrada, y nos vimos obligados a celebrar la 
semana más importante del año virtualmente.  
 

 Afortunadamente, este año nuestra familia parroquial volverá a estar 
unida aquí para celebrar el Misterio Pascual. Podremos sostener las      
palmas en nuestras manos de nuevo, participar en la lectura de la Pasión, 
presenciar el lavado de los pies y experimentar todo lo que hace que esta 
semana sea tan única. Si bien todavía habrá algunas limitaciones "forzadas 
por el Covid" en nuestras celebraciones, no perdamos de vista el hecho de 
la mayor bendición que tenemos este año: ¡estamos aquí!  
 

 Hoy nos reunimos para conmemorar la entrada triunfal de Cristo en 
Jerusalén. Nuestra alegría es la misma alegría que las multitudes tuvieron 
hace 2000 años, pero es una alegría que nuestro Señor sabía que sería 
fugaz porque observen cómo en la misa de hoy pasamos de dar la         
bienvenida al Señor con palmas a casi dos minutos más tarde cantando el 
salmo "Dios mío, Dios mío, ¿por qué me has abandonado? (Salmos 22:2)" 
Aquellas multitudes que se volvieron contra Jesús más tarde esa semana y 
pasaron de gritar "¡Hosana!" a "¡Crucifícalo!" no son muy diferentes de    
muchos de nosotros que venimos a la iglesia y exaltamos al Señor y luego 
con nuestras acciones lo crucificamos más tarde en la semana con      
nuestros pecados. Este es un momento de arrepentimiento para abrazar 
realmente la cruz y no sólo pedir perdón al Señor, sino para agradecer y 
exaltar al Señor por soportar una muerte tan violenta para nuestra 
salvación.  
 

 El jueves nos reuniremos por la noche para la Misa de la Cena del 
Señor, que siempre es una de las misas más emotivas del año para mí 
personalmente. Celebramos la institución del Sacerdocio y la Eucaristía. 
Uno no puede existir sin el otro. El lavado de los pies recuerda a sus        
sacerdotes que simplemente estamos llamados a servir: hacer lo que los 
demás no harán, y luego, lo que es más importante, darles de comer el Pan 
de Vida. Tendremos una procesión eucarística simple hasta el 
Salón de Comber donde se encuentra el Altar del Reposo para la oración 
hasta la medianoche. Quédense y pasen tiempo con el Señor.  
 

 El Viernes Santo, el silencio nos abruma. La Veneración de la Cruz es 
probablemente el mayor cambio que tenemos este año. En lugar de besar 
el crucifijo como estamos acostumbrados, los fieles procesarán y se      
inclinarán o se arrodillarán frente a la cruz. Después del servicio en español 
nocturno, la procesión alrededor de la manzana a la que estamos            
acostumbrados se acortará para reflejar la procesión del Jueves            
Santo en la noche.  
  

 Finalmente, el Sábado Santo por la noche, llegamos a la liturgia más 
grande del año: ¡la Vigilia pascual! Tenemos tantos catecúmenos que serán 
recibidos en la iglesia esa noche. Vengan y únanse a nosotros al concluir la 
semana regocijándonos por la victoria final de nuestro Señor sobre la 
muerte.  
 

 Por favor, den la bienvenida a todos los visitantes que se unirán a 
nosotros esta semana. Tengan paciencia y sigan las instrucciones de  
nuestros acomodadores que se han ofrecido como voluntarios para pasar 
tiempo lejos de sus familias para asegurarse de que todos 
estén acomodados y se sientan bienvenidos. Pero esa bienvenida y esa 
hospitalidad empieza conmigo y con ustedes: si ven a alguien en la 
misa que nunca habían visto: denles la bienvenida. Esta es nuestra semana 
más grande como parroquia, ¡y no podemos esperar para celebrarlo con 
todos ustedes!

At the Procession with Palms - Gospel     Mk 11:1-10 
When Jesus and his disciples drew near to Jerusalem, to            
Bethphage and Bethany at the Mount of Olives, he sent two of his 
disciples and said to them, “Go into the village opposite you, and 
immediately on entering it, you will find a colt tethered on which no 
one has ever sat. Untie it and bring it here. If anyone should say to 
you, ‘Why are you doing this?’ reply, ‘The Master has need of it and 
will send it back here at once.’” So they went off and found a colt 
tethered at a gate outside on the street, and they untied it. Some of 
the bystanders said to them, “What are you doing, untying the colt?” 
They answered them just as Jesus had told them to, and they     
permitted them to do it. So they brought the colt to Jesus and put 
their cloaks over it. And he sat on it. Many people spread their 
cloaks on the road, and others spread leafy branches that they had 
cut from the fields. Those preceding him as well as those following 
kept crying out: “Hosanna!
