READINGS FOR THE WEEK OF MAY 30, 2021 



MY DEAR FRIENDS: 
 

 As we celebrate Memorial Day this weekend, our thoughts and 
prayers turn to all the brave men and women, especially from our 
parish and school, who gave their lives for this country and for the 
cause of freedom. We are reminded constantly that freedom is never 
free. These brave souls laid down their lives so that we can enjoy the 
freedom to gather and worship every Sunday and to exercise            
our Catholic faith without being persecuted. Yet it does feel at times 
that we are persecuted because of our beliefs. This is where we must 
be reminded of the words of our Lord to his disciples on the night 
before he died: “If the world hates you, realize that it hated me first 
(John 15:18).” 
 

 Earlier this month, Archbishop Wenski sent all his priests a letter 
about a national initiative that the United States Conference of     
Catholic Bishops is undertaking the first week of June. As a people of 
faith who are citizens of this great nation, we must fight back against 
those who seek to rid our laws of the Hyde Amendment which for 
decades has prohibited our tax dollars from funding abortions and 
has been supported by members of both political parties for 45 years. 
It is credited with saving 2.4 million lives! Every life is precious and 
sacred, and we cannot allow abortion to be more accessible. 
 

 In his letter to priests, the Archbishop stated that without the 
Hyde Amendment “billions of taxpayer dollars could go to pay for 
abortion…It is critically important for Catholics to send a strong     
message before Congress moves forward to impose taxpayer-funded 
abortion. Because of the incredibly high stakes Congress needs to 
hear from a massive amount of people.” 
 

 There are over 70 million Catholics in the United States. That’s 
roughly 20% of our population. Imagine if we stood up as one to stop 
this assault on human life. So what can you do? 
 

 I invite you to join me in signing the petition on                           
NoTaxpayerAbortion.com. (I literally signed it after typing that last 
line, and within minutes it directed me to send a message to my   
senators and representative. It was very simple.) I also invite you to 
share that petition with your friends, neighbors, and fellow              
parishioners by posting it on social media or simply texting it to them. 
 

 Yes, the souls of the selfless men and women who we            
remember this weekend fought for our freedom. They fought for the 
freedom for us to be able to raise our voices. I share with you the 
wise words of one of my brother priests, Monsignor Michael Souckar, 
who wrote: “The pandemic has reminded us of our solidarity as part 
of the one human family where every life is important and worthy of 
care. I hope that all of us can transcend any political differences and 
stand united in the protection of human life from conception to     
natural death so that all might equally enjoy the `right to life, liberty 
and the pursuit of happiness.’”  
 

 Just as our brave men and women in uniform stand up to defend 
our nation and to defend our lives, so we too must stand up for the 
unborn at all times and keep on defending those children once they 
are born. Join me in this endeavor as we pray and act to put an end 
to the culture of death that has claimed way too many lives.

MIS QUERIDOS AMIGOS: 
 

 Al celebrar el Día de Conmemoración de los Caídos este fin de semana, 
nuestros pensamientos y oraciones se dirigen a todos los hombres y     
mujeres valientes, especialmente de nuestra parroquia y escuela, que dieron 
su vida por este país y por la causa de la libertad. Se nos recuerda            
constantemente que la libertad nunca es gratis. Estas almas valientes    
dieron su vida para que podamos disfrutar de la libertad de reunirnos y   
adorar cada domingo y ejercer nuestra fe católica sin ser perseguidos.      
Sin embargo, a veces sentimos que somos perseguidos debido a nuestras 
creencias. Aquí es donde debemos recordar las palabras de nuestro Señor a 
sus discípulos la noche antes de morir: "Si el mundo los aborrece, tengan 
presente que antes que, a ustedes, me aborreció a mi (Juan 15:18)". 
 

 A principios de este mes, el arzobispo Wenski envió a todos sus      
sacerdotes una carta sobre una iniciativa nacional que la Conferencia          
de Obispos Católicos de los Estados Unidos está llevando a cabo la primera 
semana de junio. Como pueblo de fe que son los ciudadanos de esta gran 
nación, debemos luchar contra aquellos que buscan librar nuestras leyes    
de la Enmienda Hyde que durante décadas ha prohibido que nuestros      
dólares de los impuestos financien abortos y ha sido apoyado por         
miembros de ambos partidos políticos durante 45 años. ¡Se le atribuye   
haber salvado 2.4 millones de vidas! Toda vida es preciosa y sagrada,           
y no podemos permitir que el aborto sea más accesible. 
 

 En su carta a los sacerdotes, el arzobispo declaró que sin la Enmienda 
Hyde "billones de dólares de los contribuyentes podrían ir a pagar por el 
aborto... Es de importancia vital que los católicos envíen un mensaje fuerte 
antes de que el Congreso avance para imponer el aborto financiado por los 
contribuyentes. Debido a los increíblemente grandes intereses es que el 
Congreso necesita escuchar de una gran cantidad de personas".

También los invito a         
compartir esta petición con sus amigos, vecinos y compañeros feligreses 
publicándola en las redes sociales o simplemente enviándoles mensajes de 
texto. 
 

 Sí, las almas de los hombres y mujeres abnegados que recordamos 
este fin de semana lucharon por nuestra libertad. Lucharon por la libertad 
para que pudiéramos alzar nuestras voces. Comparto con ustedes las     
palabras sabias de uno de mis hermanos sacerdotes, monseñor Michael 
Souckar, quien escribió: "La pandemia nos ha recordado nuestra solidaridad 
como parte de la única familia humana donde toda vida es importante y 
digna de cuidado. Espero que todos podamos trascender cualquier               
diferencia política y permanecer unidos en la protección de la vida humana 
desde la concepción hasta la muerte natural para que todos disfruten por 
igual del “derecho a la vida, a la libertad y a la búsqueda de la felicidad.” 
 

 Así como nuestros hombres y mujeres valientes de nuestra fuerza 
armada defienden a nuestra nación y defienden nuestras vidas, nosotros 
también debemos defender a los no nacidos en todo momento y seguir 
defendiendo a esos niños una vez que nacen. Únanse a mí en este esfuerzo 
mientras oramos y actuamos para poner fin a una cultura de muerte que ha 
reclamado demasiadas vidas.
