THE PASTOR’S DESK

MY DEAR FRIENDS:

We celebrate Father's Day in a unique way this year as we
continue to celebrate the Year of St. Joseph. We look to Joseph as
the model of fatherhood because he was called to raise none other
than the Son of God, Jesus Christ.

Pope Francis wrote a beautiful Apostolic Letter on St. Joseph
back in December titled “Patris Corde” (With a Father's Heart).
This letter is a sublime meditation on the life of Joseph and his role
in the history of salvation. Towards the end of the letter, the Holy
Father talks about what it means to be a father using Joseph as an
example of fatherhood:

In his relationship to Jesus, Joseph was the earthly shadow of
the heavenly Father: he watched over him and protected him, never
leaving him to go his own way..Fathers are not born, but made.
A man does not become a father simply by bringing a child into the
world, but by taking up the responsibility to care for that child
Whenever a man accepts responsibility for the life of another,
in some way he becomes a father to that person. Children today
often seem orphans, lacking fathers..Being a father entails
introducing children to life and reality. Not holding them back,
being overprotective or possessive but rather making them
capable of deciding for themselves, enjoying freedom and
exploring new possibilities...

[Joseph] never made himself the center of things. He did not
think of himself, but focused instead on the lives of Mary and
Jesus. Joseph found happiness not in mere self-sacrifice but in
self-gift. In him, we never see frustration but only trust. His patient
silence was the prelude to concrete expressions of trust. Our world
today needs fathers. It has no use for tyrants who would domineer
others as a means of compensating for their own needs. It rejects
those who confuse authority with authoritarianism, service with
servility, discussion with oppression, charity with a welfare
mentality, power with destruction...

In every exercise of our fatherhood, we should always keep in
mind that it has nothing to do with possession, but is rather a ‘sign”
pointing to a greater fatherhood. In a way, we are all like Joseph. a
shadow of the heavenly Father, who ‘makes his sun rise on the evil
and on the good and sends rain on the just and on the
unjust’ (Mt 5:45). And a shadow that follows his Son.

We pray for all of our fathers on this Father's Day. That they
may look to St. Joseph as the model of fatherhood: fathers who
lead by example and not just words, fathers who lead by being men
of prayer, fathers who lead their families by making sure that the
family entrusted to their care always keeps Christ as the center of
the family as St. Joseph did.

sus pasos..Nadie nace padre, sino que se hace. Y no se hace
Ssolo por traer un hijo al mundo, sino por hacerse cargo de é/
responsablemente. Todas las veces que alguien asume la
responsabilidad de la vida de otro, en clerto sentido ejercita la
paternidad respecto a €. En la sociedad de nuestro tiempo, los
nifios a menudo parecen no tener padre..Ser padre significa
introducir al nifio en la experiencia de la vida, en Ja realidad.
No para retenerlo, no para encarcelarlo, no para poseerlo, sino para
hacerlo capaz de elegir, de ser libre, de salir..

La Iogica del amor es siempre una Iogica de libertad, y José
fue capaz de amar de una manera extraordinariamente libre.
Nunca se puso en el centro. Supo como descentrarse, para poner a
Maria y a Jesus en el centro de su vida. La felicidad de José no
esta en la Iogica del auto-sacrificio, sino en el don de si”mismo.
Nunca se percibe en este hombre la frustracion, sino solo la
confianza. Su silencio persistente no contempla quejas, Ssino
gestos concretos de confianza. El mundo necesita padres, rechaza
a los amos, es decir: rechaza a los que quieren usar la posesion del
otro para llenar su propio vacio, rehusa a los que confunden
autoridad con autoritarismo, servicio con servilismo, confrontacion
con opresion, caridad con asistencialismo, fuerza con
destruccion...

Slempre que nos encontremos en la condicion de ejercer la
paternidad, debemos recordar que nunca es un ejercicio de
posesion, sino un ‘signo” que nos evoca una paternidad superior.
En cierto sentido, todos nos encontramos en la condicion de José:
sombra del Unico Padre celestial, que «hace salir el sol sobre malos
y buenos y manda la lluvia sobre justos e injustos» (Mt 545);
y sombra que sigue al Hjjo.

Rezamos por todos nuestros padres en este Dia de los Padres
para que encuentren en San José un modelo de paternidad
autentica. Que sean padres que puedan guiar a sus familias por su
ejemplo y no simplemente palabras, padres que puedan guiar a
sus familias simplemente, como jefes del hogar, poniendo a Cristo
como el centro de la familia tal como lo hizo San José.
