READINGS FOR THE WEEK OF AUGUST 8, 2021 



My Dear Friends, 
 
 It was so great to return to the parish this past Monday after  
spending some much-needed vacation time refreshing the batteries with 
family and friends. I have missed all of you, and we are ready to  
embrace all the wonderful ministerial and pastoral activities that this fall 
will bring to the Church of the Little Flower. 
 
 When I left on vacation in early July, things looked much different 
on the COVID front than they do now. Last week, the archbishop sent the 
priests an update of where we stand with COVID protocols and  
restrictions which I would like to share with you: “By this time, we had 
hoped to have been able to relax some of our protocols, but given the 
surge in cases, we continue with our present policies: for liturgies –  
social distancing, wearing of masks…” Yes, I had hoped to announce to 
the parish today that we were going to start going mask-optional, but the 
recent surge prevents us from making any changes. In fact, charity  
impels us to be more cognizant of our brothers and sisters and to  
double down on wearing masks in church. We had been getting a bit lax 
in some Masses towards the end of June. So, I implore, as an act of 
charity towards your brothers and sisters in Christ, please continue to 
wear your masks inside our church during liturgies. As the gospel  
readings have reminded us over the last several weeks, we are here to 
encounter the very Bread of Life, Jesus Christ himself in the Eucharist. 
Nothing should prevent us from encountering Christ on this personal 
level. Not even the inconvenience of wearing a mask for an hour. 
 
 Another little luxury that we were going to bring back this weekend 
was the return of missalettes in all the pews. We ordered them a few 
months back with the hope of returning them to where they belong. 
Since the shipment of missalettes has come in, we are going to  
distribute them at the door this weekend as we did at the beginning of 
the pandemic, and have you take them home and bring them with you 
every Sunday. Again, the missalette is yours. We just ask you not to leave 
them behind after Mass. 
 
 Finally, some good news to share with the entire community.  
Our renovations of St. Joseph’s Adoration Chapel in the parish center is 
finally complete. The Blessed Sacrament in the monstrance is now  
reposed in a box that our maintenance crew built that has a curtain that 
opens and closes when there is no one there for adoration. (This is  
similar to what they have down the street at St. Augustine, and I thank 
Fr. Vigoa for the idea and his help during these last two months.)  
As of right now, our adoration hours continue to be the same as our 
office hours: 8:30 a.m. – 4:30 p.m. However, now that we have the side 
entrance available with a passcode and the reposition of the Blessed 
Sacrament controlled automatically, we want to start moving towards 
our goal of adoration 24/7. We want you to come visit the Lord at all 
hours, but for that to get started, we need to start signing up for  
adoration hours. So today we are kicking off a pre-campaign before we 
kickoff a big one in the fall. You can get first crack at the adoration hour 
of your choice by visiting www.cotlf.org/adoration. Once we have 
enough adorers, my hope is to be able to have the Adoration Chapel 
available 24 hours a day by Christmas, if not sooner. In today’s gospel, 
Jesus reminds us that he is the living bread come down from heaven. 
We need his presence now more than ever. Sign up to spend one hour a 
week (or more) with Him today!

Mis Queridos Amigos, 
 

 Fue maravilloso regresar a la parroquia el lunes pasado después de 
pasar un tiempo de vacaciones muy necesario recargando las baterías con 
familiares y amigos. Los he echado de menos a todos ustedes, y estamos 
listos para abarcar todas las maravillosas actividades ministeriales y  
pastorales que este otoño traerá a la Iglesia de Santa Teresita. 
 

 Cuando me fui de vacaciones a principios de julio, las cosas se veían 
muy diferentes con el COVID de lo que lo que son ahora. La semana pasada, 
el arzobispo envió a los sacerdotes una actualización de dónde estamos 
parados con los protocolos y restricciones del COVID que me gustaría  
compartir con ustedes: "Para estos momentos, esperábamos haber podido 
rebajar algunos de nuestros protocolos, pero dado el aumento de casos, 
continuamos con nuestras políticas actuales: para las liturgias  
– distanciamiento social, uso de mascaras..." Sí, tenía la esperanza de  
anunciar a la parroquia hoy que íbamos a empezar a ir con mascara  
opcional, pero la reciente oleada nos impide hacer cambios. De hecho,  
la caridad nos impulsa a ser más conscientes de nuestros hermanos y  
hermanas y a redoblar el uso de máscaras en la iglesia. Nos habíamos  
estado volviendo un poco laxos en algunas misas a finales de junio. Así que, 
imploro, como un acto de caridad hacia sus hermanos y hermanas en  
Cristo, por favor continúen usando sus máscaras dentro de nuestra iglesia 
durante las liturgias. Al igual que las lecturas del Evangelio nos han  
recordado en las últimas semanas, estamos aquí para encontrar el mismo 
Pan de Vida, Jesucristo mismo en la Eucaristía. Nada debe impedirnos  
encontrar a Cristo en este nivel personal. Ni siquiera la inconveniencia de 
usar mascara durante una hora. 
  

 Otro pequeño lujo que íbamos a traer de vuelta este fin de semana era 
el regreso de los misales en todos los bancos. Los pedimos hace unos  
meses con la esperanza de ponerlos en  donde pertenecen. Ya que ha  
llegado el cargamento de misales, los vamos a repartir en la puerta este fin 
de semana como lo hicimos al principio de la pandemia, para que se lo  
lleven a casa y lo traigan con ustedes todos los domingos. Una vez más,  
los misales son suyos. Solo les pedimos que no los dejen en los bancos 
después de la Misa. 
 

 Por último, algunas buenas noticias para compartir con toda la  
comunidad. Nuestras renovaciones de la Capilla de adoración de San José 
en el centro parroquial finalmente se han completado. El Santísimo  
Sacramento en la custodia ahora está reposado en una caja que nuestro 
equipo de mantenimiento construyó que tiene una cortina que se abre y se 
cierra cuando no hay nadie allí para la adoración. (Esto es similar a lo que 
tienen en San Agustín, y agradezco al P. Vigoa por la idea y su ayuda  
durante estos  últimos dos meses.) A partir de ahora, nuestras horas de 
adoración siguen siendo las mismas que nuestras horas de oficina:  
8:30 a.m. – 4:30 p.m. Sin embargo, ahora que tenemos la entrada lateral  
disponible con un código de acceso y la reposición del Santísimo  
Sacramento controlada automáticamente, queremos comenzar a movernos 
hacia nuestra meta de adoración 24/7. Queremos que vengan a visitar al 
Señor a todas horas, pero para que esto comience, necesitamos comenzar 
a inscribirnos para las horas de adoración. Así que hoy estamos iniciando 
una pre-campaña antes de iniciar una grande en el otoño. Usted puede  
obtener su primera opcion en la hora de adoración de su elección visitando 
www.cotlf.org/adoration. Una vez que tengamos suficientes adoradores, mi 
esperanza es poder tener la Capilla de adoración disponible las 24 horas del 
día para Navidad, si no antes. En el evangelio de hoy, Jesús nos recuerda 
que él es el pan vivo que baja del cielo.
