A SPECIAL MESSAGE FROM  
ARCHBISHOP WENSKI 
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 In October 2023, Pope Francis will convene the XVI 
Ordinary General Assembly of the Synod of Bishops with 
the theme, “For a synodal Church: communion,  
participation and mission.” Since the close of Vatican II, 
popes have convened such synods, made up of  
representative bishops gathered from across the world, 
to advise them on important matters to the life of the 
Church. The one that will open in Rome in October 2023 
will be the 16th such gathering of bishops and other  
delegations composed of priests, religious and laity,  
to collaborate with the pope in the exercise of his  
universal magisterium. Usually, after the close of the 
synod, the pope will sift through the suggestions,  
insights and recommendations of the Synod Fathers and 
issue in his own name an Apostolic Exhortation that 
seeks to set forth a plan of action for the entire Church. 
 
 In one sense, a synod is an exercise in strategic  
planning, with the Apostolic Exhortation being the plan. 
For example, in 1974, St. Paul VI’s Evangelii nuntiandi  
(on Evangelization in the Modern World), gave impetus 
to the realization that the Church is essentially an  
evangelical movement: It exists to evangelize. Again in 
1990, Pope St. John Paul II’s Pastores dabo vobis  
(on the formation of priests in circumstance of the  
present day) helped renew seminarian formation after 
the confusions of the post Vatican II era — the fruits of 
which we are now seeing in the quality of priests  
ordained in recent years. Perhaps better known to many 
today is Evangelii Gaudium (the new evangelization for 
the transmission of the Christian faith), in which the  
newly elected Pope Francis published in 2013 the  
direction in which he wished to take his pontificate. 
 
 Besides these general synods, the pope can convoke 
a particular synod of a special region. Pope St. John Paul 
II held several continental synods; and most recently, 
Pope Francis held a Pan-Amazonian regional synod. 
Many dioceses also hold synods – here in the  
Archdiocese of Miami we had two in our 60+ year  
history. One convoked by Archbishop McCarthy in the 
late 1980s; the other by myself shortly after arriving back 
to Miami as your Archbishop. Eastern Churches and  
several Protestant bodies also hold synods. 
  
 

 The word itself comes from the Greek and it means 
basically “journeying together.” “Synodality” refers to the 
very essence of the Church, her constitutive reality and 
thus is always oriented to evangelization. But, as Pope 
Francis himself admits, “Journeying together — laity, 
pastors, the Bishop of Rome — is an easy concept to put 
into words, but not so easy to put in practice.” 
 
 Usually, themes for general synods are solicited from 
the bishops of the world and once chosen by the pope 
his collaborators prepare a lineamenta (a preliminary 
outline) to elicit feedback from concerned parties, from 
which an instrumentum laboris — a working document — 
will serve as a basis for the discussions at the synod. 
 
 However, Pope Francis has decided on a novel — and 
potentially very creative — bottom-up approach.  
He wants every local Church (diocese) to participate,  
followed by consultations at the level of national  
conferences of bishops and continental assemblies. 
This ambitious undertaking will take two years to  
complete — with the diocesan phase beginning in  
October 2021. 
 
 The General Secretariat for the Synod of Bishops has 
sent a Preparatory Document, accompanied by a  
questionnaire and a vademecum with proposals for  
consultations in each local Church. The Holy Father will 
open the synod in the Vatican Oct. 9-10. Each diocese is 
expected to officially open our phase of the synod in our 
cathedrals on Oct. 17. Between October 2021 and April 
2022, we hope to afford everyone an opportunity to be 
“listened” to in some fashion so that the pope can benefit 
from the sensus fidei in credendo (the sense of faith in 
believing). 
 
 The pope views this as an exercise of “spiritual  
discernment”: “One listening to the others; and all  
listening to the Holy Spirit.” (Pope Francis, Oct. 17, 2015) 
 
 So, as we embark on this “journeying together,” let us 
pray: “Come, Holy Spirit, fill the hearts of your faithful ... 
and you shall renew the face of the earth.” 



 

UN MENSAJE ESPECIAL DEL  
ARZOBISPO WENSKI 
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 En octubre del 2023, el Papa Francisco convocará la 
XVI Asamblea General Ordinaria del Sínodo de los Obispos 
con el tema “Por una Iglesia sinodal: comunión,  
participación y misión”. Desde el cierre del Vaticano II,  
los papas han convocado tales sínodos, compuestos por 
obispos representativos reunidos de todo el mundo,  
para asesorarlos sobre asuntos importantes para la vida de 
la Iglesia. La que se inaugurará en Roma en octubre de 
2023 será la decimosexta reunión de este tipo de obispos y 
otras delegaciones compuestas por sacerdotes, religiosos 
y laicos, para colaborar con el Papa en el ejercicio de su 
magisterio universal. Por lo general, después de la clausura 
del sínodo, el Papa examinará las sugerencias, ideas y  
recomendaciones de los Padres sinodales y emitirá en su 
propio nombre una Exhortación Apostólica que busca  
establecer un plan de acción para toda la Iglesia. 
 
 En cierto sentido, un sínodo es un ejercicio de  
planificación estratégica, siendo la Exhortación Apostólica 
el plan. Por ejemplo, en 1974, la Evangelii nuntiandi (sobre 
la evangelización en el mundo moderno), de San Pablo VI, 
impulsó la comprensión de que la Iglesia es esencialmente 
un movimiento evangélico: existe para evangelizar.  
Nuevamente en 1990, Pastores dabo vobis, del Papa San 
Juan Pablo II (sobre la formación de sacerdotes en las  
circunstancias de la actualidad), ayudó a renovar la  
formación de los seminaristas después de las confusiones 
de la era posterior al Vaticano II, cuyos frutos ahora  
estamos viendo en la calidad de los sacerdotes ordenados 
en los últimos años. Quizás más conocida hoy por muchos 
sea Evangelii Gaudium (la nueva evangelización para la 
transmisión de la fe cristiana), en la que el entonces recién 
elegido Papa Francisco publicó en 2013 la dirección en la 
que deseaba llevar su pontificado. 
 
 Además de estos sínodos generales, el Papa puede 
convocar un sínodo particular de una región especial.  
El Papa San Juan Pablo II celebró varios sínodos  
continentales; y más recientemente, el Papa Francisco  
celebró un sínodo regional panamazónico. Muchas  
diócesis también celebran sínodos: aquí, en la  
Arquidiócesis de Miami, hemos tenido dos en nuestros 
más de 60 años de historia. Uno convocado por el  
Arzobispo McCarthy a fines de la década de 1980; el otro 
por mi cuenta poco después de regresar a Miami como su 
Arzobispo. Las Iglesias orientales y varios organismos  
protestantes también celebran sínodos. 
 

 La palabra en sí proviene del griego y significa  
básicamente "viajar juntos". La “sinodalidad” se refiere a la 
esencia misma de la Iglesia, su realidad constitutiva y,  
por tanto, siempre está orientada a la evangelización.  
Pero, como admite el propio Papa Francisco: "Viajar juntos 
—laicos, sacerdotes, el Obispo de Roma— es un concepto 
fácil de poner en palabras, pero no tan fácil de poner en 
práctica". 
 
 Por lo general, los temas para los sínodos generales se 
solicitan a los obispos del mundo y, una vez elegidos por el 
Papa, sus colaboradores preparan una lineamenta  
(un esbozo preliminar) para obtener comentarios de las 
partes interesadas, a partir del cual un instrumentum  
laboris, un documento de trabajo, que servirá como una 
base para las discusiones en el sínodo. 
 
 Sin embargo, el Papa Francisco se ha decidido por un 
enfoque ascendente novedoso y potencialmente muy  
creativo. Quiere que todas las iglesias locales (diócesis) 
participen, seguidas de consultas a nivel de conferencias 
nacionales de obispos y asambleas continentales.  
Esta ambiciosa empresa tardará dos años en completarse, 
y la fase diocesana comenzará en octubre de 2021. 
 
 La Secretaría General del Sínodo de los Obispos enviará 
un Documento Preparatorio, acompañado de un  
cuestionario y un Vademécum con propuestas de consulta 
en cada iglesia local. El Santo Padre abrirá el Sínodo en el 
Vaticano del 9 al 10 de octubre. Se espera que cada  
diócesis abra oficialmente nuestra fase del sínodo en  
nuestras catedrales el 17 de octubre. Entre octubre de 
2021 y abril de 2022, esperamos brindarles a todos la  
oportunidad de ser "escuchados" de alguna manera para 
que el Papa pueda beneficiarse del sensus fidei in  
credendo (el sentido de fe en creer). 
 
 El Papa ve esto como un ejercicio de “discernimiento 
espiritual”: “Uno escucha a los demás; y todos escuchando 
al Espíritu Santo ". (Papa Francisco, 17 de octubre de 2015) 
 
 Entonces, al embarcarnos en este “caminar juntos”, 
oremos: “Ven, Espíritu Santo, llena los corazones de tus 
fieles... y renovarás la faz de la tierra”.

WHAT IS A SYNOD? 
 A synod is a meeting or assembly of church leaders. Following Vatican II, Pope Paul Vi established a synod 
of bishops as “a standing body of bishops who were elected by their national or regional bishops’ conferences. 
It would ordinarily meet every four years to discuss important church issues, with the pope occasionally calling 
‘extraordinary synod’ meetings to consult on issues that required immediate attention. The Catholic synod of  
bishops does not have the power to make binding decisions; it is purely a consultative body for the pope, who 
makes the final calls.” 
 

WHAT IS SYNODALITY? 
 “Synodality” refers to the way that these synods make decisions. It is a model that includes listening to a 
broad range of people and then discussing the issues together with the goal of hearing where the Holy Spirit is 
calling the church. Practically, Pope Francis has said, this means not entering the discussion with the idea that 
there will be “winners” who get their way and “losers” who do not, but leaving agendas at the door, speaking 
with parrhesia (a Greek word that appears in the New Testament and means “frankness,” “boldness” or 
“courage”), listening humbly and being open to others’ ideas. In theory, no topic is off-limits, and disagreement 
is welcome. 
 After the discussions, the bishops of the synod draft a document and vote, paragraph by paragraph,  
to approve it. The pope uses that document to inform his decisions following the synod. Ultimately, the goal is 
to reach a consensus, which does not always mean the idea that most people support will be embraced by the 
pope.  
 Making decisions “synodally” is a top priority for Pope Francis. In a speech celebrating the 50th anniversary 
of the establishment of the synod of bishops, the pope said, “It is precisely this path of synodality which God 
expects of the Church of the third millennium.” He would like to see this type of decision-making not only 
among the bishops meeting in Rome but “at every level of the Church’s life,” beginning with the laity (the “people 
of God”), then the pastors, the bishops and finally, the pope.  
 

WHAT WILL WE DO HERE AT THE PARISH? 
 The Archbishop is discerning questions to be reflected upon at the parish level across the Archdiocese of 
Miami. We will hold parish consultative sessions, which will be led by Fr. Manny and three lay delegates that he 
has chosen to represent us at the Diocesan level. These sessions will be announced soon and will be held in 
both English and Spanish. All parishioners, and especially our youth, are invited to participate! 
 Catholics taking part in the synodal path should strive to “become experts in the art of encounter. Not so 
much by organizing events or theorizing about problems, as in taking time to encounter the Lord and one  
another. Time to devote to prayer and adoration -- this prayer that we neglect so much: to adore, to make room 
for adoration -- listening to what the Spirit wants to say to the Church. Time to look others in the eye and listen 
to what they have to say, to build rapport, to be sensitive to the questions of our sisters and brothers, to let  
ourselves be enriched by the variety of charisms, vocations, and ministries.”
