FROM THE PASTOR’S DESK 
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My Dear Friends, 
 
 Today we celebrate the Solemnity of Christ the 
King, and our liturgical year draws to a close. Next 
Sunday, we begin the Advent season and the 
themes that we heard in last week’s readings and 
in today’s will be present in the liturgy for the next 
month: Christ is coming! Today’s second reading 
from the Book of Revelation tells us: “Behold, he is 
coming amid the clouds, and every eye will see 
him… (Rev 1:7).”  
 
 Last week I made mention in my homily that 
the coming of Christ will indeed bring a spiritual 
battle. The forces of this world, the forces of evil 
(and evil needs to be called out), run  
contrary to everything that Christ teaches us.  
As the people did during the time of Jesus, we live 
in a pagan world, and we need to fight to bring the 
teachings of Jesus into this increasingly  
secularized world that wants to dictate to us how 
to raise our children, how to live our lives, and how 
and what we should believe. Secularism has  
become the religion of choice in the 21st century, 
and I know that many of you as parents valiantly 
seek to shield your children from these forces of 
evil every single day.  
 
 This is what makes today’s Solemnity of the 
Christ the King that much more powerful. If we 
place Christ as King of our families and at the 
center of everything we do, we start changing the 
tide of over- secularization and start conquering 
hearts and souls for Christ. You have already read 
the words “battle,” “fight,” and “conquering” in this 
column. This is another strong point that I made 
in my homily last week: when we are in a spiritual 
battle, we call upon St. Michael the Archangel to 
defend us and to help us defeat the evil that  
surrounds us. Join me in praying: 
 

  
  
 St. Michael the Archangel,  
 defend us in battle,  
 be our protection against the wickedness  
 and snares of the devil.  
 May God rebuke him we humbly pray;  
 and do thou, O Prince of the Heavenly host,  
 by the power of God, cast into hell Satan  
 and all the evil spirits  
 who prowl about the world seeking the ruin  
 of souls. Amen. 
 
 It truly is a powerful prayer, and one that I urge 
you pray in your personal prayer life and with  
your families. Our school children pray it with  
Sister Rosalie every Friday after our school Mass. 
Jesus is our King and today we pray that all our 
parish families honor him as such as we bring his 
kingdom, his Good News, his mercy and his 
peace to a world that carries on as if God didn’t 
exist. 
 
 Finally, because Jesus is our King, this week 
we dedicate an entire day to thanking Him  
for all the blessings that we receive. We are a  
Eucharistic people who give thanks to God every 
time we gather for Mass, but there is something 
special about Thanksgiving Day when families 
gather at the dinner table to give thanks.  
This Thanksgiving, there is so much for which to 
be thankful, and as your pastor, I give thanks for 
the gift of all of you. We have been through so 
much during the last two years, and I am thankful 
that we are growing as a parish community who 
today celebrates Christ our King!

 Hoy celebramos la solemnidad de Cristo Rey,  
y nuestro año litúrgico llega a su fin. El próximo  
domingo, comenzamos la temporada de Adviento y 
los temas que escuchamos en las lecturas de la 
semana pasada y en las de hoy estarán presentes 
en la liturgia para el próximo mes: ¡Cristo viene!  
La segunda lectura de hoy del libro de Apocalipsis 
nos dice: "He aquí, que viene con las nubes, y todo 
ojo le verá... (Apocalipsis 1:7)". 
 
 La semana pasada mencioné en mi homilía que 
la venida de Cristo traerá una batalla espiritual.  
Las fuerzas de este mundo, las fuerzas del mal (y el 
mal necesita ser llamado), van en contra de todo lo 
que Cristo nos enseña.

 Esto es lo que hace que la solemnidad de  
hoy de Cristo Rey sea mucho más poderosa.  
Si colocamos a Cristo como Rey de nuestras  
familias y en el centro de todo lo que hacemos, 
comenzamos a cambiar la marea de la  
secularización excesiva y comenzamos a  
conquistar corazones y almas para Cristo.  
Ya han leído las palabras "batalla", "lucha" y 
"conquista" en esta columna. Este es otro punto 
fuerte que hice en mi homilía la semana pasada: 
cuando estamos en una batalla espiritual, llamamos 
a San Miguel Arcángel para que nos defienda y nos 
ayude a derrotar el mal que nos rodea. Únanse a mi 
en oración: 
 

 
San Miguel Arcángel:  
defiéndenos en la batalla, 
Se nuestro amparo contra la perversidad 
y las asechanzas del demonio. 
¡Reprímale Dios, pedimos suplicantes! 
y Tú, Príncipe de la Milicia Celestial, 
arroja al infierno a Satanás y a los  
demás espíritus malignos que andan 
dispersos por el mundo para la 
perdición de las almas. Amén. 

 
 Realmente es una oración poderosa, y una que 
los animo a orar en su vida personal de oración y 
con sus familias. Nuestros niños de la escuela lo 
rezan con la hermana Rosalie todos los viernes 
d e s p u é s  d e  n u e s t r a  m i s a  e s c o l a r .  
Jesús es nuestro Rey y hoy oramos para que todas 
nuestras familias parroquiales lo honren como tal, 
ya que traemos su reino, su Buena Nueva,  
su misericordia y su paz a un mundo que continúa 
como si Dios no existiera. 
 
 Finalmente, debido a que Jesús es nuestro Rey, 
esta semana dedicamos un día entero a  
agradecerle por todas las bendiciones que  
recibimos. Somos un pueblo eucarístico que da  
gracias a Dios cada vez que nos reunimos para la 
Misa, pero hay algo especial en el Día de Acción de 
Gracias cuando las familias se reúnen en la mesa 
para dar gracias.
