FROM THE PASTOR’S DESK

My Dear Friends,

Happy New Year! And Happy Epiphany! (Ok. Let's try
this again.)

For many, the last two years have felt like we have
been in a kind of stasis. We haven't tried new things or
gone on any bold adventures because of COVID.
While as a parish we started emerging from ministerial
hibernation last year, there is still so much we can
do. So, let me take you back two years to the blissfully
ignorant times that we lived in before the pandemic
when we did not worry about masks or testing lines
or social distancing and didnt know that the word
omicron existed.

Let's revisit my pastoral vision for the parish in
January 2020 that was upended by, let's face it,
the Evil One. It has to be said. I'm not rewinding the
clock. I'm just putting into motion a pastoral plan that
left the starting gate quite successfully but was
interrupted 10 meters into the race. Two years ago |
presented all of you with two words for the parish:
Adoration and Formation! The Adoration part we were
successful in implementing last year. Our St. Joseph
Adoration Chapel is open 24/7 and many of your fellow
parishioners are taking advantage of this opportunity to
be with the Lord at any hour of the day. But we can do
much better. Here's a good New Year's Resolution:
spend more time with the Lord in the Blessed
Sacrament. We need adorers to commit to one hour a
week. You can sign up at cotlf.org/adoration and click on
the Perpetual Adoration tab. Our parish will see so many
spiritual fruits if we dedicate ourselves to praying before
the Blessed Sacrament. Please prayerfully consider
adding your name to the list of adorers today.

The second word is formation. We started off
Formation Nights two years ago and they were very
successful and well attended before COVID hit. Since
then, any opportunities or talks that have to do with
formation have not been well attended even though
Mass and other social event are very well attended.
Let me share with you an email | got last week from one
of our long-time parishioners who wanted me to share
with all of you:

Dear fellow parishioners, as one of the three
facilitators for the Synod that the archdiocese is doing at
this time | would like to thank those who participated in
the meetings. One of the main desires that everyone
wanted was more formation and teaching about
our faith. The sad part is that when the priests offer
nights of reflection very few attend. If we truly want more
formation, we have to show it with our attendance.
Lets make 2022 be a powerful learning experience,
S0 when we are called upon to spread the good news
we are prepared. Blessings, Katy Dunn

And there you have it. We have to spend more time
learning about our faith so that we can proclaim it to
others. The world urgently needs the Good News of
Jesus Christ, and we have to learn this Good News
inside and out to be effective in our Christian witness.

So here’s the New Year's resolution of your parish for
2022: we are instituting “Formation Wednesdays”
starting later this month. We will dedicate every
Wednesday evening in this parish to a topic of formation
that will be presented by one of the priests or deacons of
the parish or by an invited guest with a specialty in the
topic presented. As Katy said in the email above,
you asked for it, we listened, and now we are going to
offer this journey into adult formation that is sorely
needed. Please take advantage of it. Our parish staff is
currently brainstorming and laying out the topics that we
will present in the first 5-6 sessions. So look for the date
of our First Formation Wednesday along with the topics
for our first month in next week's bulletin. Because of the
busy nature of our parish calendar, the time and place of

“each session may change from week to week.

This is going to be so exciting, and | can't wait to see
the fruits of this endeavor. Let us dive together into the
mysteries of our faith and get back to the basics of our
faith. And if you want a good book to help you with this
journey in the new year, try “Rediscovering Catholicism”
by Matthew Kelly. There's so much that we need to
learn. Let's do it as a parish community and make the

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IT'S TIME TO OVERTURN ROE V. WADE

Archbishop Wenski's column for the
December 2021 edition of the Florida Catholic

The Supreme Court heard oral arguments
Dec. st for the biggest abortion case in decades.
The case before the nation's high court, Dobbs
v. Jackson Women's Health Organization, is an
appeal from Mississippi to keep its ban on
abortions after 15 weeks of pregnancy.
As University of Notre Dame law professor O. Carter
Snead noted: “The court's abortion jurisprudence
has for decades imposed on the nation, without
constitutional justification, an extreme, incoherent
and deeply unjust regime pursuant to specious
reasoning and constantly changing rules, standards
and rationales.”

Because of Roe v. Wade and Casey v. Planned
Parenthood, we live in a nation where abortion laws
are among the most liberal among the Western
democracies. It is time to overturn Roe v. Wade
and the 1992 ruling, Casey v. Planned Parenthood,
that compounded the error of Roe.

The court's decision will not be announced
before June or July 2022. Defenders of the current
abortion regime are hysterically predicting “doom
and gloom” if the court sides with Mississippi.
While pro-lifers will cheer if Roe is overturned,
this eventuality will not, however, end abortion in the
United States. But it would return decision-making
about abortion policy to the people and their elected
representatives. Pro-lifers hope that dismantling
Roe will allow legislation protecting the unborn
to move forward and to survive constitutional
challenges in the future.

In 1973, the Supreme Court ignored the facts of
human life in the womb, as well as the facts about
abortion’s negative effects on women, to find a
constitutional “right” to abortion.

Legalized abortion was a consequence of
the sexual revolution of the ‘60s, which has
wreaked havoc on our contemporary culture.
Two generations have grown up with the notion,
constantly fueled by media messages, that sex is
merely a ‘recreational activity” that can be
engaged in without thought of any possible
consequences such as pregnancy or emotional
harm. A contraceptive mentality led to seeing
fertility as a “disease” and pregnancy as a
‘pathology.” Abortion was seen as the solution to
an unforeseen problem, a fallback position if
contraception failed or was not used. But abortion
iS no solution — and it is no right. It is a wrong,
a grievous wrong that has prematurely ended the
lives of more than 60 million souls in this country
alone since 1973.

The “sexual revolution,” in separating the link
between sexual activity and procreation, resulted in
the breakup families and devaluation of the life of
the unborn child. It also has changed the view of
marriage and the family as the commitment of one
man and one woman to a lifelong relationship
where children are born and nurtured.

Saint Mother Teresa of Calcutta said, at a
National Prayer Breakfast in 1994, in the presence
of Bill Clinton, then president of the United States:
‘Any country that accepts abortion is not teaching
its people to love, but to use any violence to get
what they want. This is why the greatest destroyer
of love and peace is abortion.”

As we wait for summer and the court’s ruling,
we continue to pray for an end to legalized abortion;
and we ask God to heal and reconcile those scarred
by abortion — especially mothers who mistakenly
saw abortion as a “solution” to a problem.



ES HORA DE REVOCAR ROE vS WADE

Columna del Arzobispo Wenski para la edicion
de diciembre 2021 de La Voz Catdlica

La Corte Suprema escuchd los argumentos
orales el 1° de diciembre para el caso de aborto mas
grande en décadas. El caso ante el tribunal superior
de la nacion, Dobbs vs Jackson Women's Health
Organization, es una apelacion de Mississippi para
mantener la prohibicion de los abortos después de las
15 semanas de embarazo. Como sefiald el profesor
de derecho de la Universidad de Notre Dame, O. Carter
Snead: “La jurisprudencia del tribunal sobre el aborto
ha impuesto durante décadas a la nacion, sin
justificacion constitucional, un régimen extremo,
incoherente y profundamente injusto de conformidad
con un razonamiento engafnoso y reglas, normas y
fundamentos en constante cambio”.

Debido a Roe vs Wade y Casey vs Planned
Parenthood, vivimos en una nacion donde las leyes
sobre el aborto se encuentran entre las mas liberales
entre las democracias occidentales. Es hora de
revocar Roe vs Wade y el fallo de 1992, Casey vs
Planned Parenthood, que agravo el error de Roe.

La decision del tribunal no se anunciara antes de
junio o julio de 2022. Los defensores del actual
régimen de aborto predicen histéricamente
‘pesimismo” si el tribunal se pone del lado de
Mississippi. Si bien los defensores de la vida
aplaudiran si se derroca a Roe, esta eventualidad,
sin embargo, no terminara con el aborto en los
Estados Unidos. Pero devolveria la toma de
decisiones sobre la politica de aborto a la ciudadania
y sus representantes electos. Los defensores de la
vida esperan que el desmantelamiento de Roe
permita que la legislacion que protege a los no
nacidos avance y sobreviva desafios constitucionales
en el futuro.

En 1973, la Corte Suprema ignoro los hechos de Ia
vida humana en el Utero, asi como los hechos sobre
los efectos negativos del aborto en las mujeres, para
encontrar un "derecho” constitucional al aborto.

El aborto legalizado fue una consecuencia de
la revolucion sexual de los afios 60, que ha causado
estragos en nuestra cultura contemporanea.
Dos generaciones han crecido con la idea,
constantemente alimentada por los mensajes de los
medios, de que el sexo es simplemente una "actividad
recreativa’ que se puede realizar sin pensar en las
posibles consecuencias, como el embarazo o el dafo
emocional. Una mentalidad anticonceptiva llevo a ver
la fertilidad como una "enfermedad" y el embarazo
como una ‘patologia”. El aborto fue visto como la
solucion a un problema imprevisto, una posicion de
respaldo si la anticoncepcion fallaba o no se usaba.
Pero el aborto no es una solucién y no es un derecho.
Es un mal, un grave mal que ha acabado
prematuramente con la vida de mas de 60 millones de
almas solo en este pais desde 1973.

La "revolucion sexual®, al separar el vinculo entre la
actividad sexual y la procreacion, resulto en la ruptura
de las familias y la devaluacion de la vida del nifio por
nacer. También ha cambiado la vision del matrimonio
y la familia como el compromiso de un hombre y una
mujer por una relacion de por vida en la que nacen
y se crian los hijos.

Santa Madre Teresa de Calcuta dijo, en un
Desayuno Nacional de Oracion en 1994, en presencia
de Bill Clinton, entonces presidente de los Estados
Unidos: “Cualquier pais que acepta el aborto no esta
ensefiando a su gente a amar, sino a usar la violencia
para conseguir lo que quieren ellos. Es por eso que el
mayor destructor del amor y la paz es el aborto”.

Mientras esperamos el verano y el fallo de la corte,
continuamos orando por el fin de la legalizacion del
aborto; y le pedimos a Dios que sane y reconcilie a los
afectados por el aborto, especialmente a las madres
que erroneamente vieron el aborto como una
“solucion” a un problema.
