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We continue our summer reading of Pope Francis’ Apostolic Letter “Desiderio 
Desideravi” on the liturgical formation of the people of God.

————————————————————————————————————————————

The Liturgy: place of encounter with Christ

10. Here lies all the powerful beauty of the liturgy. If the resurrection were for us a 
concept, an idea, a thought; if the Risen One were for us the recollection of the 
recollection of others, however authoritative, as, for example, of the Apostles; if there 
were not given also to us the possibility of a true encounter with Him, that would be to 
declare the newness of the Word made flesh to have been all used up. Instead, 
the Incarnation, in addition to being the only always new event that history knows, 
is also the very method that the Holy Trinity has chosen to open to us the way of 
communion. Christian faith is either an encounter with Him alive, or it does not exist.

11. The Liturgy guarantees for us the possibility of such an encounter. For us a vague 
memory of the Last Supper would do no good. We need to be present at that Supper, 
to be able to hear his voice, to eat his Body and to drink his Blood. We need Him. In the 
Eucharist and in all the sacraments we are guaranteed the possibility of encountering 
the Lord Jesus and of having the power of his Paschal Mystery reach us. The salvific 
power of the sacrifice of Jesus, his every word, his every gesture, glance, and feeling 
reaches us through the celebration of the sacraments. I am Nicodemus, the Samaritan 
woman at the well, the man possessed by demons at Capernaum, the paralytic in the 
house of Peter, the sinful woman pardoned, the woman afflicted by haemorrhages, 
the daughter of Jairus, the blind man of Jericho, Zacchaeus, Lazarus, the thief and 
Peter both pardoned. The Lord Jesus who dies no more, who lives forever with the 
signs of his Passion [2] continues to pardon us, to heal us, to save us with the power of 
the sacraments. It is the concrete way, by means of his incarnation, that he loves us. It 
is the way in which he satisfies his own thirst for us that he had declared from the 
cross. (Jn 19:28)

12. Our first encounter with his paschal deedis the event that marks the life of all 
believers: our Baptism. This is not a mental adhesion to his thought or the agreeing to 
a code of conduct imposed by Him. Rather, it is a being plunged into his passion, 
death, resurrection, and ascension, a being plunged into his paschal deed. It is not 
magic. Magic is the opposite of the logic of the sacraments because magic pretends 
to have a power over God, and for this reason it comes from the Tempter. In perfect 
continuity with the Incarnation, there is given to us, in virtue of the presence and action 
of the Spirit, the possibility of dying and rising in Christ.

13. How moving, the way in which this comes about. The prayer for the blessing of 
baptismal water [3] reveals to us that God created water precisely with Baptism in 
mind. This means that when God created water, he was thinking of the Baptism of 
each one of us, and this same thought accompanied him all throughout his acting in 
the history of salvation every time that, with precise intention, he used water for his 
saving work. It is as if after having created water in the first place, he had wanted to 
perfect it by making it eventually to be the water of Baptism. It was thus that he 
wanted to fill it with the movement of his Spirit hovering over the face of the waters 
(Ge 1:2) so that it could contain hidden within the power to sanctify. He used water to 
regenerate humanity through the flood (Ge 6:1-9,29). He controlled it, separating it to 
open the way of freedom through the Red Sea (cf. Ex 14). He consecrated it in the 
Jordan, plunging into it the flesh of the Word soaked in the Spirit. (cf. Ma 3:13-17; 
Mk 1:9-11; Lk 3:21-22) At the end he blended it with the blood of his Son, the gift of the 
Spirit inseparably united with the gift of the life and death of the Lamb slain for us, and 
from his pierced side he poured it out over us. (Jn 19:34) And it is into this water that 
we have been immersed so that through its power we can be inserted into the Body of 
Christ and with him rise to immortal life. (cf. Ro 6:1-11)

The Church: Sacrament of the Body of Christ

14. As Vatican Council II reminded us (cf. Sacrosanctum Concilium, n. 5), citing the 
scriptures, the Fathers, and the Liturgy — the pillars of authentic Tradition — it was 
from the side of Christ as He slept the sleep of death upon the cross that there came 
forth “the wondrous sacrament of the whole Church.” [4] The parallel between the first 
Adam and the new Adam is striking: as from the side of the first Adam, after having 
cast him into a deep sleep, God draws forth Eve, so also from the side of the new 
Adam, sleeping the sleep of death on the cross, there is born the new Eve, the Church. 
The astonishment for us lies in the words that we can imagine the new Adam made 
his own in gazing at the Church: “Here at last is bone of my bones and flesh of my 
flesh.” (Ge 2:23) For our having believed in His Word and descended into the waters of 
Baptism, we have become bone of his bone and flesh of his flesh.

15. Without this incorporation there is no possibility of living the fullness of the worship 
of God. In fact, there is only one act of worship, perfect and pleasing to the Father; 
namely, the obedience of the Son, the measure of which is his death on the cross. The 
only possibility of being able to participate in his offering is by becoming “sons in the 
Son.” This is the gift that we have received. The subject acting in the Liturgy is always 
and only Christ-Church, the mystical Body of Christ.

The theological sense of the Liturgy

16. We owe to the Council — and to the liturgical movement that preceded it — the 
rediscovery of a theological understanding of the Liturgy and of its importance in the 
life of the Church. As the general principles spelled out in Sacrosanctum 
Concilium have been fundamental for the reform of the liturgy, they continue to be 
fundamental for the promotion of that full, conscious, active, and fruitful celebration 
(cf. Sacrosanctum Concilium, nn. 11; 14), in the liturgy “the primary and indispensable 
source from which the faithful are to derive the true Christian spirit” ( Sacrosanctum 
Concilium, n. 14). With this letter I simply want to invite the whole Church to rediscover, 
to safeguard, and to live the truth and power of the Christian celebration. I want the 
beauty of the Christian celebration and its necessary consequences for the life of the 
Church not to be spoiled by a superficial and foreshortened understanding of its value 
or, worse yet, by its being exploited in service of some ideological vision, no matter 
what the hue. The priestly prayer of Jesus at the Last Supper that all may be one 
(Jn 17:21) judges every one of our divisions around the Bread broken, around the 
sacrament of mercy, the sign of unity, the bond of charity. [5]

The Liturgy: antidote for the poison of spiritual worldliness

17. On different occasions I have warned against a dangerous temptation for the life 
of the Church, which I called “spiritual worldliness.” I spoke about this at length in 
the exhortation Evangelii gaudium (nn. 93-97), pinpointing Gnosticism and 
neo-Pelagianism as two versions connected between themselves that feed this 
spiritual worldliness.

The first shrinks Christian faith into a subjectivism that “ultimately keeps one 
imprisoned in his or her own thoughts and feelings.” (EG 94) The second cancels out 
the role of grace and “leads instead to a narcissistic and authoritarian elitism, whereby 
instead of evangelizing, one analyses and classifies others, and instead of opening the 
door to grace, one exhausts his or her energies in inspecting and verifying.” (EG 94)

These distorted forms of Christianity can have disastrous consequences for the life of 
the Church.

18. From what I have recalled above it is clear that the Liturgy is, by its very nature, the 
most effective antidote against these poisons. Obviously, I am speaking of the Liturgy 
in its theological sense and certainly not, as Pius XII already affirmed, Liturgy 
as decorative ceremonies or a mere sum total of laws and precepts that govern the 
cult. [6]

19. If Gnosticism intoxicates us with the poison of subjectivism, the liturgical 
celebration frees us from the prison of a self-referencing nourished by one’s own 
reasoning and one’s own feeling. The action of the celebration does not belong to the 
individual but to the Christ-Church, to the totality of the faithful united in Christ. 
The liturgy does not say “I” but “we,” and any limitation on the breadth of this “we” is 
always demonic. The Liturgy does not leave us alone to search out an individual 
supposed knowledge of the mystery of God. Rather, it takes us by the hand, together, 
as an assembly, to lead us deep within the mystery that the Word and the sacramental 
signs reveal to us. And it does this, consistent with all action of God, following the way 
of the Incarnation, that is, by means of the symbolic language of the body, which 
extends to things in space and time.

20. If neo-Pelagianism intoxicates us with the presumption of a salvation earned 
through our own efforts, the liturgical celebration purifies us, proclaiming the gratuity 
of the gift of salvation received in faith. Participating in the Eucharistic sacrifice is not 
our own achievement, as if because of it we could boast before God or before our 
brothers and sisters. The beginning of every celebration reminds me who I am, asking 
me to confess my sin and inviting me to implore the Blessed Mary ever virgin, the 
angels and saints and all my brothers and sisters to pray for me to the Lord our God. 
Certainly, we are not worthy to enter his house; we need a word of his to be saved. 
(cf. Ma 8:8) We have no other boast but the cross of our Lord Jesus Christ. 
(cf. Gal 6:14) The Liturgy has nothing to do with an ascetical moralism. It is the gift of 
the Paschal Mysteryof the Lord which, received with docility, makes our life new. 
The cenacle is not entered except through the power of attraction of his desire to eat 
the Passover with us: Desiderio desideravi hoc Pascha manducare vobiscum, 
antequam patiar (Lk 22:15).

FROM T HE PASTOR’S DESK

1. La Liturgia: lugar del encuentro con Cristo

10. Aquí está toda la poderosa belleza de la Liturgia. Si la Resurrección fuera para 
nosotros un concepto, una idea, un pensamiento; si el Resucitado fuera para nosotros 
el recuerdo del recuerdo de otros, tan autorizados como los Apóstoles, si no se nos 
diera también la posibilidad de un verdadero encuentro con Él, sería como declarar 
concluida la novedad del Verbo hecho carne. En cambio, la Encarnación, además de 
ser el único y novedoso acontecimiento que la historia conozca, es también el método 
que la Santísima Trinidad ha elegido para abrirnos el camino de la comunión. 
La fe cristiana, o es un encuentro vivo con Él, o no es.

11. La Liturgia nos garantiza la posibilidad de tal encuentro. No nos sirve un vago 
recuerdo de la última Cena, necesitamos estar presentes en aquella Cena, poder 
escuchar su voz, comer su Cuerpo y beber su Sangre: le necesitamos a Él. En la 
Eucaristía y en todos los Sacramentos se nos garantiza la posibilidad de encontrarnos 
con el Señor Jesús y de ser alcanzados por el poder de su Pascua. El poder salvífico 
del sacrificio de Jesús, de cada una de sus palabras, de cada uno de sus gestos, 
mirada, sentimiento, nos alcanza en la celebración de los Sacramentos. Yo soy 
Nicodemo y la Samaritana, el endemoniado de Cafarnaún y el paralítico en casa de 
Pedro, la pecadora perdonada y la hemorroisa, la hija de Jairo y el ciego de Jericó, 
Zaqueo y Lázaro; el ladrón y Pedro, perdonados. El Señor Jesús que inmolado, ya no 
vuelve a morir; y sacrificado, vive para siempre [2], continúa perdonándonos, 
curándonos y salvándonos con el poder de los Sacramentos. A través de la 
encarnación, es el modo concreto por el que nos ama; es el modo con el que sacia esa 
sed de nosotros que ha declarado en la cruz( Jn 19,28).

12. Nuestro primer encuentro con su Pascua es el acontecimiento que marca la vida 
de todos nosotros, los creyentes en Cristo: nuestro bautismo. No es una adhesión 
mental a su pensamiento o la sumisión a un código de comportamiento impuesto por 
Él: es la inmersión en su pasión, muerte, resurrección y ascensión. No es un gesto 
mágico: la magia es lo contrario a la lógica de los Sacramentos porque pretende tener 
poder sobre Dios y, por esa razón, viene del tentador. En perfecta continuidad con la 
Encarnación, se nos da la posibilidad, en virtud de la presencia y la acción del Espíritu, 
de morir y resucitar en Cristo.

13. El modo en que acontece es conmovedor. La plegaria de bendición del agua 
bautismal [3] nos revela que Dios creó el agua precisamente en vista del bautismo. 
Quiere decir que mientras Dios creaba el agua pensaba en el bautismo de cada uno de 
nosotros, y este pensamiento le ha acompañado en su actuar a lo largo de la historia 
de la salvación cada vez que, con un designio concreto, ha querido servirse del agua. 
Es como si, después de crearla, hubiera querido perfeccionarla para llegar a ser el 
agua del bautismo. Y por eso la ha querido colmar del movimiento de su Espíritu que 
se cernía sobre ella (cfr. Gén 1,2) para que contuviera en germen el poder de santificar; 
la ha utilizado para regenerar a la humanidad en el diluvio (cfr. Gén 6,1-9,29); 
la ha dominado separándola para abrir una vía de liberación en el Mar Rojo (cfr. Ex 14); 
la ha consagrado en el Jordán sumergiendo la carne del Verbo, impregnada del 
Espíritu (cfr. Mt 3,13-17; Mc 1,9-11; Lc 3,21-22). Finalmente, la ha mezclado con la 
sangre de su Hijo, don del Espíritu inseparablemente unido al don de la vida y la 
muerte del Cordero inmolado por nosotros, y desde el costado traspasado la ha 
derramado sobre nosotros ( Jn 19,34). En esta agua fuimos sumergidos para que, 
por su poder, pudiéramos ser injertados en el Cuerpo de Cristo y, con Él, resucitar a la 
vida inmortal (cfr. Rom 6,1-11).

La Iglesia: sacramento del Cuerpo de Cristo

14. Como nos ha recordado el Concilio Vaticano II (cfr. Sacrosanctum Concilium, n. 5) 
citando la Escritura, los Padres y la Liturgia –columnas de la verdadera Tradición–
del costado de Cristo dormido en la cruz brotó el admirable sacramento de toda la 
Iglesia [4]. El paralelismo entre el primer y el nuevo Adán es sorprendente: así como del 
costado del primer Adán, tras haber dejado caer un letargo sobre él, Dios formó a Eva, 
así del costado del nuevo Adán, dormido en el sueño de la muerte, nace la nueva Eva, 
la Iglesia. El estupor está en las palabras que, podríamos imaginar, el nuevo Adán hace 
suyas mirando a la Iglesia: “Esta sí que es hueso de mis huesos y carne de mi 
carne” ( Gén 2,23). Por haber creído en la Palabra y haber descendido en el agua del 
bautismo, nos hemos convertido en hueso de sus huesos, en carne de su carne.

15. Sin esta incorporación, no hay posibilidad de experimentar la plenitud del culto 
a Dios. De hecho, uno sólo es el acto de culto perfecto y agradable al Padre, 
la obediencia del Hijo cuya medida es su muerte en cruz. La única posibilidad de 
participar en su ofrenda es ser hijos en el Hijo. Este es el don que hemos recibido. 

El sujeto que actúa en la Liturgia es siempre y solo Cristo-Iglesia, el Cuerpo Místico de 
Cristo.

El sentido teológico de la Liturgia

16. Debemos al Concilio – y al movimiento litúrgico que lo ha precedido –
el redescubrimiento de la comprensión teológica de la Liturgia y de su importancia en 
la vida de la Iglesia: los principios generales enunciados por la Sacrosanctum 
Concilium, así como fueron fundamentales para la reforma, continúan siéndolo para la 
promoción de la participación plena, consciente, activa y fructuosa en la celebración 
(cfr. Sacrosanctum Concilium, nn. 11.14), “fuente primaria y necesaria de donde han 
de beber los fieles el espíritu verdaderamente cristiano” ( Sacrosanctum Concilium, 
n. 14). Con esta carta quisiera simplemente invitar a toda la Iglesia a redescubrir, 
custodiar y vivir la verdad y la fuerza de la celebración cristiana. Quisiera que la belleza 
de la celebración cristiana y de sus necesarias consecuencias en la vida de la Iglesia 
no se vieran desfiguradas por una comprensión superficial y reductiva de su valor o, 
peor aún, por su instrumentalización al servicio de alguna visión ideológica, sea cual 
sea. La oración sacerdotal de Jesús en la última cena para que todos sean uno 
( Jn 17,21), juzga todas nuestras divisiones en torno al Pan partido, sacramento 
de piedad, signo de unidad, vínculo de caridad [5].

17. He advertido en varias ocasiones sobre una tentación peligrosa para la vida de la 
Iglesia que es la “mundanidad espiritual”: he hablado de ella ampliamente en la 
Exhortación Evangelii gaudium (nn. 93-97), identificando el gnosticismo y el 
neopelagianismo como los dos modos vinculados entre sí, que la alimentan.

El primero reduce la fe cristiana a un subjetivismo que encierra al individuo “en la 
inmanencia de su propia razón o de sus sentimientos” (Evangelii gaudium, n. 94).

El segundo anula el valor de la gracia para confiar sólo en las propias fuerzas, dando 
lugar a “un elitismo narcisista y autoritario, donde en lugar de evangelizar lo que 
se hace es analizar y clasificar a los demás, y en lugar de facilitar el acceso a la gracia 
se gastan las energías en controlar” (Evangelii gaudium, n. 94).

Estas formas distorsionadas del cristianismo pueden tener consecuencias 
desastrosas para la vida de la Iglesia.

18. Resulta evidente, en todo lo que he querido recordar anteriormente, que la Liturgia 
es, por su propia naturaleza, el antídoto más eficaz contra estos venenos. 
Evidentemente, hablo de la Liturgia en su sentido teológico y – ya lo afirmaba Pío XII –
no como un ceremonial decorativo… o un mero conjunto de leyes y de preceptos…
que ordena el cumplimiento de los ritos [6].

19. Si el gnosticismo nos intoxica con el veneno del subjetivismo, la celebración 
litúrgica nos libera de la prisión de una autorreferencialidad alimentada por la propia 
razón o sentimiento: la acción celebrativa no pertenece al individuo sino a 
Cristo-Iglesia, a la totalidad de los fieles unidos en Cristo. La Liturgia no dice “yo” sino 
“nosotros”, y cualquier limitación a la amplitud de este “nosotros” es siempre 
demoníaca. La Liturgia no nos deja solos en la búsqueda de un presunto conocimiento 
individual del misterio de Dios, sino que nos lleva de la mano, juntos, como asamblea, 
para conducirnos al misterio que la Palabra y los signos sacramentales nos revelan. 
Y lo hace, en coherencia con la acción de Dios, siguiendo el camino de la Encarnación, 
a través del lenguaje simbólico del cuerpo, que se extiende a las cosas, al espacio y al 
tiempo.

20. Si el neopelagianismo nos intoxica con la presunción de una salvación ganada con 
nuestras fuerzas, la celebración litúrgica nos purifica proclamando la gratuidad del don 
de la salvación recibida en la fe. Participar en el sacrificio eucarístico no es una 
conquista nuestra, como si pudiéramos presumir de ello ante Dios y ante nuestros 
hermanos. El inicio de cada celebración me recuerda quién soy, pidiéndome que 
confiese mi pecado e invitándome a rogar a la bienaventurada siempre Virgen María, a 
los ángeles, a los santos y a todos los hermanos y hermanas, que intercedan por 
mí ante el Señor: ciertamente no somos dignos de entrar en su casa, necesitamos 
una palabra suya para salvarnos (cfr. Mt 8,8). No tenemos otra gloria que la cruz de 
nuestro Señor Jesucristo (cfr. Gál 6,14). La Liturgia no tiene nada que ver con un 
moralismo ascético: es el don de la Pascua del Señor que, aceptado con docilidad, 
hace nueva nuestra vida. No se entra en el cenáculo sino por la fuerza de atracción de 
su deseo de comer la Pascua con nosotros: Desiderio desideravi hoc Pascha 
manducare vobiscum, antequam patiar (Lc 22,15).

DEL ESCRI TORIO DEL PÁRROCO
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On Sunday, July 24, 2022, the Second World 
Day for Grandparents and the Elderly will be 
celebrated throughout the universal Church. 
The theme chosen by the Holy Father for the 
occasion is "In old age they will still bear 
fruit" (Psalm 92:15) and intends to emphasize how 
grandparents and the elderly are a value and a gift 
both for society and for ecclesial communities.

This year, Pope Francis is also extending the 
opportunity for a plenary indulgence "to the faithful 
who devote adequate time to visit, in presence or 
virtually, through the media, their elderly brothers 
and sisters in need or in difficulty” on July 24.

Este año, el Papa Francisco también está 
extendiendo la oportunidad de obtender una 
indulgencia plenaria "a los fieles que dedican el 
tiempo adecuado para visitar, en presencia o 
virtualmente, a través de los medios de 
comunicación, a sus hermanos y hermanas 
mayores necesitados o en dificultades" 
el 24 de julio.

Humanly speaking, Camillus was not a likely candidate for sainthood. His mother died when he was a child, his father 
neglected him, and he grew up with an excessive love for gambling. At 17, he was afflicted with a disease of his leg 
that remained with him for life. In Rome he entered the San Giacomo Hospital for Incurables as both patient and servant, 
but was dismissed for quarrelsomeness after nine months. He served in the Venetian army for three years.

Then in the winter of 1574, when he was 24, Camillus gambled away everything he had—savings, weapons, literally down 
to his shirt. He accepted work at the Capuchin friary at Manfredonia, and was one day so moved by a sermon of the superior 
that he began a conversion that changed his life. He entered the Capuchin novitiate, but was dismissed because of the 
apparently incurable sore on his leg. After another stint of service at San Giacomo, he came back to the Capuchins, only to be 
dismissed again, for the same reason.

Again, back at San Giacomo, his dedication was rewarded by his being made superintendent. Camillus devoted the rest of 
his life to the care of the sick. Along with Saint John of God he has been named patron of hospitals, nurses, and the sick. 
With the advice of his friend Saint Philip Neri, he studied for the priesthood and was ordained at the age of 34. Contrary to the 
advice of his friend, Camillus left San Giacomo and founded a congregation of his own. As superior, he devoted much of his 
own time to the care of the sick.

Charity was his first concern, but the physical aspects of the hospital also received his diligent attention. Camillus insisted 
on cleanliness and the technical competence of those who served the sick. The members of his community bound 
themselves to serve prisoners and persons infected by the plague as well as those dying in private homes. Some of his men 
were with troops fighting in Hungary and Croatia in 1595, forming the first recorded military field ambulance. In Naples, 
he and his men went onto the galleys that had plague and were not allowed to land. He discovered that there were people 
being buried alive, and ordered his brothers to continue the prayers for the dying 15 minutes after apparent death.

Camillus himself suffered the disease of his leg through his life. In his last illness, he left his own bed to see if other 
patients in the hospital needed help.

REF LECT ION:
Saints are created by God. Parents must indeed nurture the faith in their children; husbands and wives must cooperate to 
deepen their baptismal grace; friends must support each other. But all human effort is only the dispensing of divine power. 
We must all try as if everything depended on us. But only the power of God can fulfill the plan of God—to make us like himself.
