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My Dear Friends, 

  Who can know God’s counsel, or who can 
conceive what the LORD intends? (Wisdom 9:13) 

 This opening question from today’s first  
reading is a perfect question for us to ponder  
during this long weekend. Discerning God’s will in 
our life is the essence of the spiritual life.  
What does God have planned for us? What path 
does he want us to take? When we pray “thy will 
be done” in the Our Father, what exactly is God’s 
will? 

 The reason I say these are great questions to 
pray over during a long weekend is because on 
this Labor Day, I pray you find some time for rest 
and some time to spend with our Lord. Not too 
long ago, I walked into our Adoration Chapel one 
random weekday evening and was edified by the 
amount of people who were there kneeling before 
the Lord in deep prayer. So many things to ask for 
from the Lord. Supplication is important in prayer, 
but it should always be preceded by listening to 
the Lord. What does He have to say to us and 
how do we respond? 

 Sometimes we may feel as if God asks the  
impossible from us. Impossible was not a word in 
the vocabulary of the saint whose feast falls  
precisely on Labor Day: Mother Teresa. What is 
so remarkable about St. Teresa of Calcutta is that 
when answering her call to serve the poorest of 
the poor, she at times felt abandoned by God.  
Yet she persisted. She continued to carry her 
cross even though she felt that she was carrying 
it alone. Every day she spent an hour in front of 
the Blessed Sacrament even when she didn’t feel 
the presence of He who called her. In carrying out 
her God given mission to reach out to the poor, 
Mother Teresa showed us what is truly possible 
when we surrender to God even when we feel 
abandoned by Him. It’s not Him. It’s us. We’re the 

ones who can’t perceive His presence at times, 
and we’re the ones who toss around the word  
impossible.  

 Mother Teresa gave us a lesson on how to 
surrender to the Lord. She once said:: “Total  
surrender consists in giving ourselves completely 
to God, because God has given Himself to us.  
If God owes nothing to us and is ready to impart 
to us no less than Himself, shall we answer with 
just a fraction of ourselves? I give up my own self 
and in this way induce God to live for me.  
Therefore to possess God we must allow him to 
possess our souls.” In another instance the saint 
proclaimed: “Let God use you without consulting 
with you. Let the Lord catch you…Let yourself be 
caught by Him and then let Him dispose of you 
utterly.” 

 So the next time you are about to toss around 
the word “impossible,” ask yourself if you have 
totally surrendered to God and his will. Have we 
sought His counsel as the first reading says. 
Christ says we cannot be his disciples if we don’t 
take up our cross and go after him. Mother  
Teresa left everything to do just that. She carried 
her cross faithfully, even through the dark night, 
and that cross broke down doors that were  
impossible to open. Where is your cross? What is 
your impossible calling? Surrender yourself  
completely to God: not just a part of you but your 
entire self. Let Him catch you, let Him live in you, 
and let him dispose of you as He wills. It is not 
impossible, for this tiny nun showed us that this 
word does not belong in the vocabulary of a 
Christian.

FROM T HE PASTOR’S DESK 
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Mis Queridos Amigos, 

 Porque, ¿Qué hombre conoce los planes de 
Dios? ¿Quién puede imaginar lo que el Señor  
quiere? (Sabiduría 9:13)  

 Esta pregunta inicial de la primera lectura de hoy 
es una pregunta perfecta para que reflexionemos 
durante este fin de semana largo. Discernir la  
voluntad de Dios en nuestra vida es la esencia de la 
vida espiritual. ¿Qué ha planeado Dios para  
nosotros? ¿Qué camino quiere que tomemos? 
Cuando oramos "hágase tu voluntad" en el Padre 
Nuestro, ¿cuál es exactamente la voluntad de Dios?  

 La razón por la que digo que estas son  
preguntas grandes para orar durante un fin de  
semana largo es porque en este Día del Trabajo, oro 
para que encuentren algo de tiempo para descansar 
y algo de tiempo para pasar con nuestro Señor.  
No hace mucho tiempo, entré en nuestra Capilla de 
Adoración una tarde entre semana y me sentí  
edificado por la cantidad de personas que estaban 
allí arrodilladas ante el Señor en profunda oración. 
Tantas cosas que pedir al Señor. La súplica es  
importante en la oración, pero siempre debe ir  
precedida por escuchar al Señor. ¿Qué tiene que  
decirnos y cómo respondemos?  

 A veces podemos sentir como si Dios nos  
pidiera lo imposible. Imposible no era una palabra 
en el vocabulario de la santa cuya fiesta cae  
precisamente en el Día del Trabajo: Madre Teresa. 
Lo que es tan notable acerca de Santa Teresa de 
Calcuta es que, al responder a su llamada para  
servir a los más pobres de los pobres, a veces se 
sentía abandonada por Dios. Sin embargo,  
ella persistió. Continuó cargando su cruz a pesar de 
que sentía que la cargaba sola. Todos los días  
pasaba una hora frente al Santísimo Sacramento, 
incluso cuando no sentía la presencia de Aquel que 
la llamaba. Al llevar a cabo su misión dada por Dios 
de llegar a los pobres, la Madre Teresa nos mostró 
lo que es verdaderamente posible cuando nos  
rendimos a Dios, incluso cuando nos sentimos 

abandonados por Él. No es Él. Somos nosotros.  
Somos los que no podemos percibir Su presencia a 
veces, y somos los que lanzamos la palabra  
imposible.  

 La Madre Teresa nos dio una lección sobre  
cómo rendirnos al Señor. Una vez dijo: "La entrega 
total consiste en entregarnos completamente a 
Dios, porque Dios se ha dado a sí mismo a  
nosotros. Si Dios no nos debe nada y está listo para 
impartirnos nada menos que a Sí mismo, 
¿responderemos con solo una fracción de nosotros 
mismos? Renuncio a mi propio yo y de esta manera 
induzco a Dios a vivir para mí. Por lo tanto, para  
poseer a Dios debemos permitirle poseer nuestras 
almas". En otro instante, la santa proclamó: "Deja 
que Dios te use sin consultar contigo. Deja que el 
Señor te atrape... Déjate atrapar por Él y luego deja 
que Él se deshaga de ti por completo".  

 Así que la próxima vez que estén a punto de  
lanzar la palabra "imposible", pregúntense si se han 
rendido totalmente a Dios y a su voluntad. ¿Hemos 
buscado Su consejo como dice la primera lectura? 
Cristo dice que no podemos ser sus discípulos si no 
tomamos nuestra cruz y lo seguimos.  

 La Madre Teresa dejó todo para hacer  
precisamente eso. Ella cargó su cruz fielmente,  
incluso a través de la noche oscura, y esa cruz  
rompió puertas que eran imposibles de abrir. 
¿Dónde está su cruz? ¿Cuál es su llamado  
imposible? Entréguense completamente a Dios:  
no solo una parte de ustedes, sino todo su ser.  
Deja que Él los atrape, deja que Él viva en ustedes,  
y deja que Él se deshaga de ustedes como Él quiere. 
No es imposible, porque esta pequeña monja nos 
mostró que esta palabra no pertenece en el  
vocabulario de un cristiano.
