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My Dear Friends,

This coming Saturday, October 22 is the Feast of 
Pope Saint John Paul II. I thought it would be fitting 
to revisit some of his most famous sayings and 
quotes so that we may take them to prayer this 
week. Each of them is a gem that we could 
meditate on for days. St. John Paul II, pray for us!

God bless you all,

 “True holiness does not mean a flight from the 
world; rather, it lies in the effort to incarnate the 
Gospel in everyday life, in the family, at school 
and at work, and in social and political 
involvement.”

 “It is Jesus in fact that you seek when you 
dream of happiness; he is waiting for you when 
nothing else you find satisfies you; he is the 
beauty to which you are so attracted; it is he 
who provokes you with that thirst for fullness 
that will not let you settle for compromise; it is 
he who urges you to shed the masks of a false 
life; it is he who reads in your hearts your most 
genuine choices, the choices that others try to 
stifle. It is Jesus who stirs in you the desire to do 
something great with your lives, the will to follow 
an ideal, the refusal to allow yourselves to be 
grounded down by mediocrity, the courage to 
commit yourselves humbly and patiently to 
improving yourselves and society, making the 
world more human and more fraternal.”

 “The first and most fundamental of all human 
rights is the right to life, and when this right is 
denied all other rights are threatened … A society 
will be judged on the basis of how it treats its 
weakest members; and among the most 
vulnerable are surely the unborn and the dying.”

 “[Suffering] is above all a call. It is a vocation … 
as the individual takes up his cross, spiritually 
uniting himself to the Cross of Christ, the salvific 
meaning of suffering is revealed before him. 
He does not discover this meaning at his own 
human level, but at the level of the suffering of 
Christ. At the same time, however, from this 
level of Christ the salvific meaning of suffering 
descends to man’s level and becomes, in a 
sense, the individual’s personal response. It is 
then that man finds in his suffering interior 
peace and even spiritual joy.”

 “The Eucharist is the secret of my day. It gives 
strength and meaning to all my activities of 
service to the Church and to the whole world. . . . 
Let Jesus in the Blessed Sacrament speak to 
your hearts. It is he who is the true answer of life 
that you seek. He stays here with us: he is God 
with us. Seek him without tiring, welcome him 
without reserve, love him without interruption: 
today, tomorrow, forever.”

 “There is no evil to be faced that Christ does not 
face with us. There is no enemy that Christ has 
not already conquered. There is no cross to bear 
that Christ has not already born for us, and does 
not now bear with us.”

 “Today Christ is asking each of you the same 
question: do you love Me? He is not asking you 
whether you know how to speak to crowds, 
whether you can direct an organization or 
manage an estate. He is asking you to love Him. 
All the rest will ensue.”

 “Be generous in answering Jesus’ call inviting 
you to put out into the deep and become His 
witnesses, discovering the trust He puts in you 
to devise a future together with Him. Above 
all, to fulfill this mission the Church is entrusting 
to you requires that you cultivate a genuine life 
of prayer nourished by the Sacraments, 
especially the Eucharist and Confession.”

FROM T HE PASTOR’S DESK
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Mis Queridos Amigos,

Este próximo sábado 22 de octubre es la fiesta del 
Papa San Juan Pablo II. Pensé que sería apropiado 
revisar algunos de sus dichos y citas más famosas 
para que podamos llevarlas a la oración esta semana. 
Cada una de ellas es una joya en la que podríamos 
meditar durante días. ¡San Juan Pablo II, ruega por 
nosotros!

Que Dios los bendiga a todos,

 "La verdadera santidad no significa una huida 
del mundo; más bien, radica en el esfuerzo por 
encarnar el Evangelio en la vida cotidiana, 
en la familia, en la escuela y en el trabajo, y en la 
participación social y política".

 "De hecho, es Jesús el que buscas cuando sueñas 
con la felicidad; él te está esperando cuando nada 
que encuentras te satisface; él es la belleza que 
tanto te atrae; es él quien te provoca con esa sed 
de plenitud que no te dejará conformarte; es él 
quien te insta a despojarte de las máscaras de una 
vida falsa; es él quien lee en los corazones las 
decisiones más genuinas, las decisiones que otros 
tratan de sofocar. Es Jesús quien despierta en 
ustedes el deseo de hacer algo grande con sus 
vidas, la voluntad de seguir un ideal, la negativa a 
dejarse cimentar por la mediocridad, el coraje de 
comprometernos humilde y pacientemente a 
mejorarnos a nosotros mismos y a la sociedad, 
haciendo el mundo más humano y más fraterno".

 "El primero y más fundamental de todos los 
derechos humanos es el derecho a la vida, y 
cuando se niega este derecho, todos los demás 
derechos se ven amenazados ... Una sociedad 
será juzgada sobre la base de cómo trata a sus 
miembros más débiles; y entre los más 
vulnerables están seguramente los no nacidos y 
los moribundos".

 "[El sufrimiento] es sobre todo un llamado. Es una 
vocación... a medida que el individuo toma su cruz, 
uniéndose espiritualmente a la Cruz de Cristo, el 
significado salvífico del sufrimiento se revela ante 
él. Él no descubre este significado en su propio 
nivel humano, sino en el nivel del sufrimiento de 
Cristo. Al mismo tiempo, sin embargo, desde este 
nivel de Cristo, el significado salvífico del 
sufrimiento desciende al nivel del hombre y se 
convierte, en cierto sentido, en la respuesta 
personal del individuo. Es entonces cuando el 
hombre encuentra en su sufrimiento la paz interior 
e incluso la alegría espiritual".

 "La Eucaristía es el secreto de mi día. Da fuerza y 
sentido a todas mis actividades de servicio a la 
Iglesia y al mundo entero. Dejen que Jesús en el 
Santísimo Sacramento hable a sus corazones. 
Es él quien es la verdadera respuesta de la vida 
que buscas. Él se queda aquí con nosotros: él es 
Dios con nosotros. Búscalo sin cansarte, acojanlo 
sin reservas, ámalo sin interrupción: hoy, mañana, 
para siempre".

 "No hay mal que enfrentar que Cristo no enfrente 
con nosotros. No hay enemigo que Cristo no haya 
conquistado ya. No hay cruz que llevar que Cristo 
no haya llevado ya por nosotros, y que ahora no 
lleve con nosotros".

 "Hoy Cristo les está haciendo a cada uno de 
ustedes la misma pregunta: ¿me aman? Él no les 
está preguntando si saben cómo hablar con las 
multitudes, si pueden dirigir una organización o 
administrar un patrimonio. Él les está pidiendo que 
lo amen. Todo lo demás pasara".

 "Sean generosos en responder a la llamada de 
Jesús invitándolos a salir a las profundidades 
y convertirse en sus testigos, descubriendo la 
confianza que Él pone en ustedes para idear un 
futuro junto a Él. Sobre todo, para cumplir esta 
misión que la Iglesia les confía requiere que 
cultiven una verdadera vida de oración alimentada 
por los sacramentos, especialmente la Eucaristía 
y la Confesión".
