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My Dear Friends,

“She wrapped him in swaddling clothes and laid him in a 
manger, because there was no room for them in the inn.” 
(Luke 2:7)

Merry Christmas! I am so thankful to be sharing my fourth 
Christmas with all of you as your pastor. We are a family who 
just observed four joyous weeks of Advent with parties and 
music and spiritual preparation for this day. We had a joyous 
time because at the center of it all was the love of family and at 
the center of the love of family is Jesus Christ. On that holiest of 
nights  centuries ago, the warmth of the family is what kept our 
Lord warm, and we feel that warmth here in our church as we 
gather to celebrate more than a birthday. We are gathered to 
celebrate God’s marvelous gift to us in his Son and to hear the 
ancient Christmas story told again.

We are struck by the simplicity and the depth of Luke’s 
account of the events surrounding Christ’s birth, of God’s coming 
into the world.  Ten years ago, Pope Benedict XVI gave a stirring 
Midnight Mass homily that still resonates today:

“Again and again the beauty of this Gospel touches our 
hearts: a beauty that is the splendor of truth. Again and again it 
astonishes us that God makes himself a child so that we may 
love him, so that we may dare to love him, and as a child 
trustingly lets himself be taken into our arms. It is as if God were 
saying: I know that my glory frightens you, and that you are trying 
to assert yourself in the face of my grandeur. So now I am 
coming to you as a child, so that you can accept me and love 
me.”

What struck me from that paragraph is that God became a 
child who “trustingly lets himself be taken into our arms.” 
Imagine that? God trusts us. He loves us so much that he 
humbled himself to the point of becoming a vulnerable little 
infant totally dependent on humanity. God dependent on 
humanity: this is love! Totally surrendering himself to us so that 
we might love or might “dare” to love him. He is the light that has 
come into our darkness. Notice the art on the bulletin cover that 
we chose for this weekend. It is “Adoration of the Child” by 
Gerard von Honthorst. Notice how all the light in this mostly dark 
painting is emanating by the Christ Child. As the inscription over 
the reredos says, Christ is indeed the light of the world. 
Never more resplendent than on that dark night in Bethlehem 
where the world was seemingly oblivious to this event that 
altered human history.

As he goes on in his homily, the Pope Emeritus touches 
upon a rather innocuous verse that goes to the depth of what 
Christmas and the life of the Christian should be about:

“I am also repeatedly struck by the Gospel writer’s almost 
casual remark that there was no room for them at the inn. 
Inevitably the question arises, what would happen if Mary and 
Joseph were to knock at my door. Would there be room for 
them? And then it occurs to us that Saint John takes up this 

seemingly chance comment about the lack of room at the inn, 
which drove the Holy Family into the stable; he explores it more 
deeply and arrives at the heart of the matter when he writes: 
“he came to his own home, and his own people received him 
not” (Jn 1:11)... do we really have room for God when he seeks 
to enter under our roof? Do we have time and space for him? 
Do we not actually turn away God himself? We begin to do so 
when we have no time for God. The faster we can move, 
the more efficient our time-saving appliances become, the less 
time we have. And God? The question of God never seems 
urgent. Our time is already completely full. But matters go deeper 
still. Does God actually have a place in our thinking?”

Yes, the question of God is no longer urgent because we 
simply do not have time for him. I’m always dismayed during 
Christmas Eve and Christmas of how people try to “squeeze” 
Mass in between their plans of unwrapping presents or dining as 
if Jesus is somehow an afterthought on his own birthday! 
If you are celebrating someone’s birthday, wouldn’t it be tops on 
your list to see the guest of honor? But do we have room at the 
inn? Do we have room in our hearts, in our homes, and in our 
lives for Jesus? Not just on this day but every day. Mary and 
Joseph needed to make more room for God because they 
basically surrendered their entire lives for Jesus and placed him 
at the center of their lives. As Christians, we are called to do the 
same. We are called to be like the shepherds who upon hearing 
the joyous news from the angel went in haste to see the Lord 
with what the Pope Emeritus called “holy curiosity” which leads 
him to wonder:

“In our case, it is probably not very often that we make haste 
for the things of God. God does not feature among the things 
that require haste. The things of God can wait, we think and we 
say. And yet he is the most important thing, ultimately the one 
truly important thing. Why should we not also be moved by 
curiosity to see more closely and to know what God has said to 
us? At this hour, let us ask him to touch our hearts with the holy 
curiosity and the holy joy of the shepherds, and thus let us go 
over joyfully to Bethlehem, to the Lord who today once more 
comes to meet us.”

As we begin this Christmas season, we pray for this “holy 
curiosity” so we may grow more in our faith and in the joy of 
knowing that this manger scene symbolizes how much God truly 
loves us. So on this Christmas, I leave you with two questions to 
ponder during this holy season: What space does Jesus Christ 
occupy in our lives? And when was the last time we went 
“in haste” to encounter God? If the world only knew what those 
shepherds discovered on that holy night in Bethlehem. 
If the world only knew the joy that comes from placing Jesus 
Christ first and at the center of our lives.

FROM T HE PASTOR’S DESK
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Mis queridos amigos,

"Y allí nació su primer hijo, y lo envolvió en pañales y lo acostó 
en el establo, porque no había alojamiento para ellos en el mesón". 
(Lucas 2:7)

¡Feliz Navidad! Estoy muy agradecido de compartir mi cuarta 
Navidad con todos ustedes como su párroco. Somos una familia 
que acaba de celebrar cuatro alegres semanas de Adviento con 
fiestas, música y preparación espiritual para este día. Tuvimos un 
momento de alegría porque en el centro de todo estaba el amor a 
la familia y en el centro del amor a la familia está Jesucristo. 
En la más sagrada de las noches hace siglos, el calor de la familia 
fue lo que mantuvo a nuestro Señor cálido, y sentimos ese calor 
aquí en nuestra iglesia cuando nos reunimos para celebrar más 
que un cumpleaños. Estamos reunidos para celebrar el regalo 
maravilloso de Dios para nosotros en su Hijo y para escuchar la 
antigua historia de la Navidad contada de nuevo.

Nos sorprende la simplicidad y la profundidad del relato 
de Lucas de los eventos que rodearon el nacimiento de Cristo, de la 
venida de Dios al mundo. Hace diez años, el Papa Benedicto XVI 
presento una homilía conmovedora en la Misa de Medianoche que 
todavía resuena hoy:

“Una vez más, como siempre, la belleza de este Evangelio nos 
llega al corazón: una belleza que es esplendor de la verdad. 
Nuevamente nos conmueve que Dios se haya hecho niño, para que 
podamos amarlo, para que nos atrevamos a amarlo, y, como niño, 
se pone confiadamente en nuestras manos. Dice algo así: 
Sé que mi esplendor te asusta, que ante mi grandeza tratas de 
afianzarte tú mismo. Pues bien, vengo por tanto a ti como niño, 
para que puedas acogerme y amarme.”

Lo que me llamó la atención de ese párrafo es que Dios se 
convirtió en un niño que "confiadamente se deja tomar en nuestras 
manos". ¿Se imaginan eso? Dios confía en nosotros. Nos ama 
tanto que se humilló hasta el punto de convertirse en un pequeño 
bebé vulnerable totalmente dependiente de la humanidad. 
Dios dependiente de la humanidad: ¡eso es amor! Entregarse 
totalmente a nosotros para que podamos amarlo o "atrevernos" a 
amarlo. Él es la luz que ha entrado en nuestra oscuridad. Observen 
el arte en la portada del boletín que elegimos para este fin de 
semana. Se trata de "La adoración del niño" de Gerard von 
Honthorst. Observen cómo toda la luz en esta pintura en su 
mayoría oscura emana del Niño Jesús. Como dice la inscripción 
sobre el retablo, Cristo es ciertamente la luz del mundo. 
Nunca más resplandeciente que en aquella noche oscura de Belén, 
donde el mundo parecía ajeno a este acontecimiento que alteró la 
historia humana.

A medida que avanza en su homilía, el Papa emérito toca un 
versículo bastante inocuo que profundiza en lo que debería ser la 
Navidad y la vida del cristiano:

“Nuevamente me llega al corazón esa palabra del evangelista, 
dicha casi de pasada, de que no había lugar para ellos en la 
posada. Surge inevitablemente la pregunta sobre qué pasaría si 
María y José llamaran a mi puerta. ¿Habría lugar para ellos? 
Y después nos percatamos de que esta noticia aparentemente 

casual de la falta de sitio en la posada, que lleva a la Sagrada 
Familia al establo, es profundizada en su esencia por el evangelista 
Juan cuando escribe: «Vino a su casa, y los suyos no la 
recibieron» (Jn 1,11)…¿Tenemos un puesto para Dios cuando él 
trata de entrar en nosotros? ¿Tenemos tiempo y espacio para él? 
¿No es precisamente a Dios mismo al que rechazamos? Y así se 
comienza porque no tenemos tiempo para Dios. Cuanto más 
rápidamente nos movemos, cuanto más eficaces son los medios 
que nos permiten ahorrar tiempo, menos tiempo nos queda 
disponible. ¿Y Dios? Lo que se refiere a él, nunca parece urgente. 
Nuestro tiempo ya está completamente ocupado. Pero la cuestión 
va todavía más a fondo. ¿Tiene Dios realmente un lugar en nuestro 
pensamiento?

Sí, la pregunta de Dios ya no es urgente porque simplemente 
no tenemos tiempo para él. ¡Siempre estoy consternado durante la 
víspera de Navidad y la Navidad de cómo la gente trata de "encajar" 
la misa entre sus planes de abrir regalos o cenar como si Jesús 
fuese de alguna manera una ocurrencia tardía en su propio 
cumpleaños! Si están celebrando el cumpleaños de alguien, 
¿no sería lo primero en su lista ver al invitado de honor? 
Pero ¿tenemos espacio en la posada? ¿Tenemos espacio en 
nuestros corazones, en nuestros hogares y en nuestras vidas para 
Jesús? No solo en este día, sino todos los días. María y José 
necesitaron hacer más espacio para Dios porque básicamente 
entregaron toda su vida por Jesús y lo colocaron en el centro de 
sus vidas. Como cristianos, estamos llamados a hacer lo mismo. 
Estamos llamados a ser como los pastores que al escuchar la 
noticia alegre del ángel fueron apresuradamente a ver al Señor con 
lo que el Papa Emérito llamó "santa curiosidad" que lo lleva a 
preguntarse:

“Tal vez es muy raro entre nosotros que nos apresuremos por 
las cosas de Dios. Hoy, Dios no forma parte de las realidades 
urgentes. Las cosas de Dios, así decimos y pensamos, pueden 
esperar. Y, sin embargo, él es la realidad más importante, el Único 
que, en definitiva, importa realmente. ¿Por qué no deberíamos 
también nosotros dejarnos llevar por la curiosidad de ver más de 
cerca y conocer lo que Dios nos ha dicho? Pidámosle que la santa 
curiosidad y la santa alegría de los pastores nos inciten también 
hoy a nosotros, y vayamos pues con alegría allá, a Belén; hacia el 
Señor que también hoy viene de nuevo entre nosotros.”

Al comenzar esta temporada navideña, oremos por esta 
"santa curiosidad" para que podamos crecer más en nuestra fe y 
en la alegría de saber que esta escena del pesebre simboliza 
cuánto Dios realmente nos ama. Así que, en esta Navidad, los dejo 
con dos preguntas para reflexionar durante esta temporada santa: 
¿Qué espacio ocupa Jesucristo en nuestras vidas? ¿Y cuándo fue 
la última vez que fuimos "apresuradamente" a encontrarnos con 
Dios? Si el mundo supiera lo que esos pastores descubrieron en 
esa noche santa en Belén. Si el mundo tan solo supiera el gozo que 
proviene de poner a Jesucristo primero y en el centro de nuestras 
vidas.

Que Dios los bendiga a todos,

Thanks to the overwhelming generosity of our parishioners, visitors, and friends this year, we were able to 
proactively address several maintenance and upkeep projects needing attention around the parish. From the 
air conditioning units in Comber Hall to the sound system in the church to the general maintenance of our 
almost 100-year-old office center, rectory house and school, minor problems were able to be fixed or replaced 
before they had the chance to become major problems. These are only the “tip of the iceberg” of areas 
needing attention, however.
