fROM THE PASTOR'S DESK

My Dear Friends,

As we celebrate Epiphany, | wanted to share my New
Years Day homily for those who dlid not hear it and to offer for
reflection for those who did two words to ponder upon:
Surrender and Obedience. It also offers a reflection on Pope
Emeritus Benedict XVI whose passing we still mourn as a
Church.

‘Mary kept all these things, pondering them in her
heart" (Lk 2: 19).

As we (close a year) begin a new year, there are two words
that | have been pondering in prayer during this Christmas
Octave: surrender and obedience. Two words that come to life
as you behold the wonder of a manger. It is a simple scene.
A Divine Child with his Virgin Mother and her chaste spouse.
On this first day of the year, we celebrate the Motherhood of
Mary. She who surrendered to God's will and was obedient to
it. As we heard two Sundays ago in the gospel, Joseph
surrendered as well when he obeyed the angel and took Mary
into his home. We do well by following the examples of Mary
and Joseph in the new year. Totally submissive to the will of
God.

This day, we come to church with our hearts a little heavy
because as a new year was about to dawn, the Catholic
Church lost a gentle shepherd, Pope Emeritus Benedict XVI.
He was a reluctant pope, but like Peter, his predecessor,
he embraced the cross the Lord asked him to carry. He spent
his life teaching us, and towards the end of his life when most
of us are ready to retire, he was given the pulpit of the papacy
to amplify the gifts of wisdom and theological knowledge
granted to him by the Holy Spirit. Here was a faithful son of
the Church who surrendered to the will of God and was
obedient. This obedience and fidelity to his bride, the Church,
led him to take one of the most heroic decisions in the history
of the papacy. Realizing that his health was too frail,
he handed the keys of St. Peter to someone else while still
breathing. Something that had not been done since 1415.
And yet he continued to serve the Church by pledging
obedience to his successor, and praying for us during the last
nine years in solitude in a tiny monastery in the Vatican
Gardens.

Surrender and obedience. Pope Benedict would want us to
return our attention to Mary on this day as we seek to make
these words part of our daily spiritual regimen. The gospel
tells that as Mary heard the shepherds tell them the message
they had heard from the angel; she kept all these things and
pondered them in her heart. Here | will cede to the brilliance of
Pope Benedict to explain what this verse means:

The Greek verb used, sumballousa, literally means "piecing
together" and makes us think of a great mystery to be

discovered little by little. Although the Child lying in @ manger

looks like all children in the world, at the same time he is totally
different: he is the Son of God, he is God, true God and true
man. This mystery - the Incarnation of the Word and the divine
Motherhood of Mary - is great and certainly far from easy to
understand with the human mind alone.

Yet, by learning from Mary, we can understand with our
hearts what our eyes and minds do not manage to perceive or
contain on their own. Indeed, this is such a great gift that only
through faith are we granted to accept it, while not entirely
understanding it. And it is precisely on this journey of faith
that Mary comes to meet us as our support and guide.
She is mother because she brought forth Jesus in the flesh;
she is mother because she adhered totally to the Father's will.
St Augustine wrote: "The divine motherhood would have been
of no value to her had Christ not borne her in his heart,
with a destiny more fortunate than the moment when she
conceived him in the flesh" (De Sancta Virginitate, 3, 3). And in
her heart Mary continued to treasure, to "piece together" the
subsequent events of which she was to be a witness and
protagonist, even to the death on the Cross and the
Resurrection of her Son Jesus.

Dear brothers and sisters, it is only by pondering in the
‘heart, in other words, by piecing together and finding unity in
all we experience, that, following Mary, we can penetrate the
mystery of a God who was made man out of love and who
(calls us to follow him on the path of love; a love to be
expressed daily by generous service to the brethren. May the
new year which we are confidently beginning today be a time
in which to advance in that knowledge of the heart, which is

'the wisdom of saints. (Homily 1/1/2008)

Like Mary, may this new year find us “piecing together” the
mystery of who Jesus is so that we can imitate him. We can
only do this in one way: by being surrendering and being
obedient like Mary, our Mother. The other day | heard a phrase
in a homily by a brother priest that said, and | am
paraphrasing, “we can only be joyful if we surrender our
existence to Jesus Christ.” Sounds drastic, but that is what is
required of the Christian. In this new vyear, surrender your
existence to Jesus. We saw Mary and Joseph do it quite
radically in the gospels. And on this earth, we saw a simple,
quiet man from Bavaria surrender everything he had to Jesus
Christ to proclaim His glory. Eternal rest grant unto your
servant Benedict, O Lord, and let perpetual light shine upon
him.

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OFEL ESCRITORIO DEL PARROCO

Mis queridos amigos,

Mientras celebramos la Epifania, queria compartir mi
homilia del dia de Ano Nuevo para aquellos que no la
escucharon y ofrecer una reflexion para aquellos que si lo
hicieron para meditar sobre dos cosas: Entrega y Obediencia.
Tambien ofrece una reflexion sobre el Papa emeérito Benedicto
XV, cuyo fallecimiento todavia lamentamos como lglesia.

'Maria guardaba todas estas cosas, meditandolas en su
corazén" (Lc 2, 19).

Al comenzar (el cierre de un afio) un nuevo afio, hay dos
palabras que he estado meditando en oracién durante esta
octava navidena: entrega y obediencia. Dos palabras que cobran
vida al contemplar la maravilla de un pesebre. Es una escena
simple. Un Divino Nifo con su Virgen Madre y su casto esposo.
En este primer dia del afio, celebramos la maternidad de Maria.
La que se rindio a la voluntad de Dios y fue obediente a ella.
Como escuchamos hace dos domingos en el evangelio,
José también se rindio cuando obedecio al angel y llevé a Maria
a su casa. Lo harfamos bien siguiendo los ejemplos de Maria
y José en el afo nuevo. Totalmente sumiso a la voluntad de
Dios.

Este dia, llegamos a la iglesia con el corazéon un poco
pesado porque cuando un nuevo afio estaba a punto de
amanecer, la Iglesia Catolica perdi¢ a un parroco gentil, el Papa
Emeérito Benedicto XVI. Era un Papa reacio, pero como Pedro,
su predecesor, abrazo la cruz que el Sefor le pidié que llevara.
Paso su vida ensefiandonos, y hacia el final de su vida, cuando
la mayoria de nosotros estamos listos para retirarnos, se le dio
el pulpito del papado para amplificar los dones de sabiduria
y conocimiento teoldgico que le otorgd el Espiritu Santo.
Aqui habia un hijo fiel de la Iglesia que se rindio a la voluntad de
Dios y fue obediente. Esta obediencia y fidelidad a su esposa,
la Iglesia, lo llevé a tomar una de las decisiones mas heroicas de
la historia del papado. Al darse cuenta de que su salud era
demasiado fragil, le entregd las llaves de San Pedro a otra
persona mientras aun respiraba. Algo que no se hacia desde el
1415. Y, sin embargo, continudé sirviendo a la Iglesia
prometiendo obediencia a su sucesor y orando por nosotros
durante los Ultimos nueve afios en soledad en un pequefio
monasterio en los Jardines del Vaticano.

Entrega y obediencia. El Papa Benedicto quisiera que
volviéramos nuestra atencion a Maria en este dia mientras
buscamos hacer de estas palabras parte de nuestro régimen
espiritual diario. El evangelio dice que cuando Maria oy6 a los
pastores decirles el mensaje que habian oido del angel;
ella guardo todas estas cosas y las meditd en su corazon.
Aqui cederé a la brillantez del Papa Benedicto para explicar lo
que significa este versiculo:

El verbo griego usado, sumballousa, en su sentido literal
significa "poner juntamente’, y hace pensar en un gran misterio
que es preciso descubrir poco a poco.

El Nifio que emite vagidos en el pesebre, aun siendo en
apariencia semejante a todos los nifios del mundo, al mismo
tiempo es totalmente diferente: es el Hijo de Dios, es Dios,
verdadero Dios y verdadero hombre. Este misterio
—la encarnacion del Verbo y la maternidad divina de Maria—
es grande y ciertamente no es facil de comprender con la sola
inteligencia humana.

Sin embargo, en la escuela de Maria podemos captar con el
corazon lo que los ojos y la mente por si solos no logran percibir
ni pueden contener. En efecto, se trata de un don tan grande que
sélo con la fe podemos acoger, aun sin comprenderlo todo.
Y es precisamente en este camino de fe donde Maria nos sale al
encuentro, nos ayuda y nos guia. Ella es madre porque engendro
en la carne a Jesus; y lo es porque se adhiri¢ totalmente a la
voluntad del Padre. San Agustin escribe: "Ningun valor hubiera
tenido para ella la misma maternidad divina, si no hubiera
llevado a Cristo en su corazon, con una suerte mayor que
cuando lo concibié en la carne" (De sancta Virginitate 3, 3).
Y en su corazén Maria siguié conservando, “poniendo
juntamente’, los acontecimientos sucesivos de los que fue
testigo y protagonista, hasta la muerte en la cruz y la
resurreccion de su Hijo Jesus.

Queridos hermanos y hermanas, solo conservando en el
corazon, es decir, poniendo juntamente y encontrando una
unidad de todo lo que vivimos, podemos entrar, siguiendo a
Maria, en el misterio de un Dios que por amor se hizo hombre y
nos llama a seguirlo por la senda del amor, un amor que es
'preciso traducir cada dia en un servicio generoso a los
hermanos. Ojala que el nuevo afio, que hoy comenzamos con
‘confianza, sea un tiempo en el que progresemos en ese
conocimiento del corazoén, que es la sabiduria de los santos.
| (Homilia 1/1/2008)

Como Maria, que este nuevo afno nos encuentre
‘reconstruyendo” el misterio de quién es Jesus para que
podamos imitarlo. Sélo podemos hacerlo de una manera:
rendiéndonos y siendo obedientes como Maria, nuestra
Madre. El otro dia escuché una frase en una homilia de un
hermano sacerdote que decia, y estoy parafraseando,
'solo podemos estar alegres si entregamos nuestra existencia a
Jesucristo". Suena drastico, pero eso es lo que se requiere del
cristiano. En este nuevo afio, entrega tu existencia a Jesus.
Vimos a Maria y José hacerlo radicalmente en los evangelios.
Y en esta tierra, vimos a un hombre sencillo y tranquilo de
Alemania entregar todo lo que tenfa a Jesucristo para proclamar
su gloria. Concédele el descanso eterno a tu siervo Benito,
oh Sefior, y deja que la luz perpetua brille sobre él.
