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fROM THE PASTOR'S DESK

My Dear Friends,

“If you bring your gift to the altar, and there recall that
your brother has anything against you, leave your gift there
at the altar, go first and be reconciled with your brother, and
then come and offer your gift.” (Matthew 5:23-24)

Why do we go to Mass? Is it habit, ritual, obligation, or
are we seeking something more? Are we genuinely seeking
Jesus Christ and the transformative experience that
encountering him will no doubt cause in our life? | bring to
you these questions today because we need to deepen our
understanding of what it is that we do here at this altar
every Sunday. In the gospel, Jesus says that he did not
come to abolish the law but to fulfill it and the total and
complete fulfillment of the law takes place here on this
altar where Christ, the spotless lamb, is sacrificed for us at
every Mass.

Pope Francis once gave a catechesis on the Eucharist
during his Wednesday audiences and asked: “How do we
experience the Eucharist?” He challenged us, as | challenge
you as a community from time to time, to go deeper into
the things we do in this church. This is why he gives us
three indicators to help us experience the Eucharist in a
whole new way:

The first indicator is ourway of looking at or
considering others. In the Eucharist Christ is always
renewing his gift of self, which he made on the Cross.
His whole life is an act of total sharing of self out of love
thus, he loved to be with his disciples and with the people
whom he had a chance to know..We all go to Mass
because we love Jesus and we want to share, through the
Eucharist in his passion and his resurrection. But do we
love as Jesus wishes, those brothers and sisters who are
the most needy? | wonder, and each one of us should
wonder: | who go to Mass, how do | live this? Do [ try to
help, to approach and pray for those in difficulty? Or am [ a
little indlifferent? Or perhaps do I just want to talk: did you
see how this or that one is dressed? Sommetimes this
happens after Mass and it should not! We must concern
ourselves with our brothers and sisters who need us
because of an illness, a problem.

Strong words from the Holy Father who is challenging
us to take our blinders off when we go to Mass and
recognize those who are poor around us and those who
need our help. The second indicator he gives us is all about
God's mercy:

A second indlcation, a very important one, Is the grace
of feeling forgiven and ready to forgive. At times someone

may ask: ‘Why must one go to Church, given that those
who regularly participate in Holy Mass are still sinners like
the others?” We have heard it many times! In reality, the one
celebrating the Eucharist doesn't do so because he believes
he is or wants to appear better than others, but precisely
because he acknowledges that he is always in need of
being accepted and reborn by the mercy of God, made
flesh in Jesus Christ. If any one of us does not feel in need
of the mercy of God, does not see himself as a sinner, it is
better for him not to go to Mass! We go to Mass because
we are sinners and we want to receive God's pardon, to
participate in the redemption of Jesus, in his forgiveness.

Catholics should not have a superiority complex just
because we go to Mass every Sunday. We come because
we recognize that we are in need of something: Christ's
mercy. We come because we need to be regenerated by
God's love. This is why the Mass must always be a
life-altering experience. If we truly engage and encounter
Christ, we have no choice but to change our lives. Which
then leads us to strengthen our church community which is
the third indicator that the Holy Father presents:

Alast valuable indication comes to us from the
relationship between the Eucharistic Celebration and the life
of our Christian communities. We must always bear in
mind that the Eucharist is not something we make; it [s not
our own commemoration of what Jesus said and did. No.
It is precisely an act of Christ! It is Christ who acts there,
‘who Is on the altar. It is a gift of Christ who makes himself
present and gathers us around hirn, to nourish us with his
Word and with his life. This means that the mission and the
very identity of the Church flows from there, from the
Eucharist and there always takes its shape.. Through the
Eucharist, Christ wishes to enter into our life and permeate
it with his grace so that in every Christian community there
may be coherence between liturqy and life. (General
Audlience, February 12, 2074)

This reminds us that the Mass is not a private event but
rather a very public work of the people. This is what liturgy
literally means in Greek: the work of the people. Christ
sanctifies this work and sanctifies us so that we may
transmit what we live in here to how we live out there.
So once again, | challenge you to ponder that first question
and ponder how you approach these sacred mysteries:
Why do you go to Mass?

¢Por qué vamos a Misa? ;Es un habito, un ritual, una
obligacién, o estamos buscando algo mas? ;Estamos
buscando genuinamente a Jesucristo y la experiencia
transformadora que encontrarlo sin duda causara en nuestra
vida? Les traigo estas preguntas hoy porque necesitamos
profundizar nuestra comprensién de lo que hacemos aqui en
este altar todos los domingos. En el evangelio, Jesus dice que
no vino a abolir la ley, sino a cumplirla y el cumplimiento total
y completo de la ley tiene lugar aqui en este altar donde Cristo,
el cordero sin mancha, es sacrificado por nosotros en cada
Misa.

El Papa Francisco una vez dio una catequesis sobre la
Eucaristia durante sus audiencias de los miércoles y pregunto:
";Como experimentamos la Eucaristia?" El nos desafio, como
yo los desafio a ustedes como comunidad de vez en cuando,
a profundizar en las cosas que hacemos en esta iglesia.
Es por eso por lo que nos da tres indicadores para ayudarnos
a experimentar la Eucaristia de una manera completamente
nueva:

El primer indicio es nuestro modo de mirar y considerar a
los demas. En la Eucaristia Cristo vive siempre de nuevo el
don de si'realizado en la Cruz. Toda su vida es un acto de total
entrega de si por amor; por éello, a El le gustaba estar con los
discipulos y con las personas que tenia ocasion de conocer.
Todos nosotros vamos a misa porque amamos a Jesus
y queremos compartir, en la Eucaristia, su pasion y Su
resurreccion. ¢Pero amamaos, como quiere Jesus, a aquellos
hermanos y hermanas mas necesjtados? Me pregunto, y cada
uno de nosotros se pregunte: Yo, que voy a misa, ;como Vivo
esto? ;Me preocupo por ayudar, acercarme, rezar por quienes
tienen este problema? ;O bien, soy un poco indiferente? ;O tal
vez me preocupo de murmurar. Has visto como estd vestida
aquella, o como estd vestido aquél? A veces se hace esto
después de Jla misa, y no se debe hacer. Debemos
preocuparnos de nuestros hermanos y de nuestras hermanas
que pasan necesidad por una entferrmedad, por un problema.

Palabras fuertes del Santo Padre que nos desafia a
quitarnos la anteojera cuando vamos a misa y reconocer a los
pobres que nos rodean y a los que necesitan nuestra ayuda.
El segundo indicador que nos da tiene que ver con la
misericordia de Dios:

Un segundo indicio, muy importante, es la gracia
de sentirse perdonados y dispuestos a perdonar. A veces

| alguien pregunta: «;Por qué se debe ir a la iglesia, si quien
participa habitualmente en la santa misa es pecador como /os
demds?». jCuantas veces lo hemos escuchado! En realidad,
quien celebra la Eucaristia no lo hace porque se considera o
quiere aparentar ser mejor que 1os demas, sino precisamente
porque se reconoce siempre necesitado de ser acogido y
regenerado por la misericordia de Dios, hecha carne en
Jesucristo. Si cada uno de nosotros no se siente necesitado
de la misericordia de Dios, no se siente pecador, es mejor que
no vaya a misa. Nosotros vamos a misa porque Sormos
pecadores y queremos recibir el perdon de Dios, participar en
/a redencion de Jesus, en su perdorn.

Los catolicos no debemos tener un complejo de
superioridad solo porque vamos a misa todos los domingos.
Venimos porque reconocemos que necesitamos algo:
la misericordia de Cristo. Venimos porque necesitamos ser
regenerados por el amor de Dios. Es por eso por lo que la Misa
siempre debe ser una experiencia que altere la vida.
Si realmente nos involucramos y encontramos a Cristo,
no tenemos mas remedio que cambiar nuestras vidas. Lo que
luego nos lleva a fortalecer nuestra comunidad eclesiastica,
que es el tercer indicador que presenta el Santo Padre:

Un ditimo indlicio precioso nos ofrece la relacion entre la
celebracion eucaristica yla vida de nuestras comunidades
cristianas. Es necesario tener siempre presente que /a
Eucaristia no es algo que hacemos nosotros;, no es una
conmemoracion nuestra de Jo que Jesds dijjo e hizo. No.
Es precisamente una accion de Cristo. Es Cristo quien actua
alli que estd en el altar. Es un don de Cristo, quien se hace
presente y nos reune en torno a Si, para nutrirnos con Su
! Palabra y su vida. Esto significa que la mision y la identidad
misma de la Iglesia brotan de alli de la Eucaristia, y alll
siempre toman forma..A travées de la Eucaristia, en cambio,
Cristo quiere entrar en nuestra existencia e impregnaria con
Su gracia, de tal modo que en cada comunidad cristiana exista
esta coherencia entre liturgia y vida. (Audiencia General, 12 de
febrero del 2074)

Esto nos recuerda que la Misa no es un evento privado,
sino mas bien una obra muy publica del pueblo. Esto es lo que
la liturgia significa literalmente en griego: el trabajo del pueblo.
Cristo santifica esta obra y nos santifica para que podamos
transmitir lo que vivimos aqui a cémo vivimos alla afuera.
Asi que una vez mas, los desafio a reflexionar sobre esa
primera pregunta y reflexionar sobre como enfocan estos
misterios sagrados: ;Por qué van a Misa?
