fROM THE PASTOR’'S DESK

My Dear Friends,

Awake O sleeper, and arise from the dead,
and Christ will give you light"(Ephesians 5:14)

'‘Not as man sees does God see, because
man sees the appearance but the LORD looks
into the heart."(1 Samuel 16:7)

I've got a problem with people who proclaim
a God who punishes us for our sins. This goes
against the God that was revealed to us by
Jesus Christ. This is the central question posed
to Jesus in the gospel today: is a man blind
because of his sins or those of his parents?
The perception of God in the time of Jesus was
that the Almighty punished us for our sins, but
has this perception changed much over the last
2000 years? Many of uscan still remember
nuns withrulers (God bless them) and our
grandmothers telling us that God would get
back at us for misbehaving. We have to start
changing this narrow perception of a punishing

and will transform the world. We are plagued
with a sinful blindness that only Jesus can heal.

The poor blind man is innocently thrust
into the middle of this debate over the
consequences of sin, but it leads to yet another
life-altering encounter with our Lord just like we
saw with the Samaritan woman last week. In
both cases, God has not punished either of
them for any transgression, but both are
blessed with a personal encounter with Jesus.
They both come to a slow realization of who
this man Jesus truly is. With the blind man, he
goes from "the man called Jesus" to confessing
that he must be a prophet to finally believing
that Jesus is the Son of Man and worshipping
him. It's also worth pointing out that there are
references to Baptism throughout today's

'readings: anointing in the first reading, the

symbol of light in the second, and the washing
away of the man's blindness at the Pool of
Siloam in the gospel. This is important because
our entire journey through the Lenten desert is
towards the oasis of Easter waters where our
catechumens will be reborn in Christ and where
the rest of us will be refreshed and renewed.

Jesus stands ready to open all of our eyes
this Lent. We are blinded by sin which
sometimes leads us to the false impressions
that we have of God especially if we look upon
him as a vengeful God. We may feel that we
don't deserve his mercy, but that's up to God
and not us. He has made us worthy of his
mercy. He wants us to rise up from the
darkness of sin that leads to death and to walk
in his marvelous light. That is why we need
to see the world the way God sees it: not as a
world filled with evil but a world filled with

God to a God that forgives and whose love can S eI LEgReleer i i

first reading, Samuel did not recognize whom
God had chosen to be the future king of Israel
because he was not seeing with the eyes of
God. Samuel was looking at the physical
appearances of David's brothers and not at the
depth of David's heart. If we look at the world
and ourselves with this new sight that Jesus
gives us, we will see nothing but beauty even
when we look in the mirror. Last week, Jesus
promised us living waters and today he uses
water to wash away this man's blindness.
Our journey this Lent is towards the life-giving
waters of Easter that will cleanse and open our
eyes to be able to see the world through the
eyes of God.

¢€s ciego un hombre a causa de sus pecados o de
los de sus padres? La percepcion de Dios en el
tiempo de Jesus era que el Todopoderoso
nos castigaba por nuestros pecados, pero
cha cambiado mucho esta percepcion en los
ultimos 2000 afios? Muchos de nosotros todavia
podemos recordar monjas con reglas (Dios las
bendiga) y a nuestras abuelas diciéndonos que
Dios se desquitaria de nosotros por portarnos mal.

Tenemos que empezar a cambiar esta percepcion |

limitada de un Dios castigador por un Dios que
perdona y cuyo amor puede y transformara el
mundo. Estamos plagados de una ceguera
pecaminosa que solo Jesus puede sanar.

El pobre ciego es empujado inocentemente en
medio de este debate sobre las consecuencias del
pecado, pero conduce a otro encuentro que altera
la vida con nuestro Sefior, tal como vimos con la
mujer samaritana la semana pasada. En ambos
casos, Dios no ha castigado a ninguno de ellos por
ninguna transgresion, pero ambos son bendecidos
con un encuentro personal con Jesus. Ambos
llegan a una comprension lenta de quién es
realmente este hombre Jesus. Con el ciego, pasa
de "el hombre llamado Jesus" a confesar que debe
ser un profeta por creer finalmente que Jesus es el
Hijo del Hombre y adorarlo. También vale la pena
sefalar que hay referencias al Bautismo a lo largo
de las lecturas de hoy: la uncion en la primera

lectura, el simbolo de la luz en la segunda, y el
lavado de la ceguera del hombre en el estanque de
Siloé en el evangelio. Esto es importante porque
todo nuestro recorrido a través del desierto
cuaresmal es hacia el oasis de las aguas de
Pascua donde nuestros catecumenos renaceran
en Cristo y donde el resto de nosotros seremos
refrescados y renovados.

Jesus esta listo para abrir todos nuestros ojos
esta Cuaresma. Estamos cegados por el pecado,
gue a veces nos lleva a las falsas impresiones que
tenemos de Dios, especialmente si lo vemos como
un Dios vengativo. Podemos sentir que no
merecemos su misericordia, pero eso depende de
Dios y no de nosotros.

El quiere que salgamos de la
oscuridad del pecado que conduce a la muerte
y que caminemos en su maravillosa luz. Es por
eso por lo que necesitamos ver el mundo como
Dios lo ve: no como un mundo lleno de maldad,
sino como un mundo lleno de personas capaces
‘de hacer tanto bien. En la primera lectura, Samuel
no reconocio a quién Dios habia escogido para ser
el futuro rey de Israel porque no lo estaba viendo
con los ojos de Dios. Samuel estaba mirando
las apariencias fisicas de los hermanos de David
y no en la profundidad del corazon de David.
Si miramos al mundo y a nosotros mismos con
esta nueva vision que Jesus nos da, no veremos
nada mas que belleza incluso cuando nos
miremos en el espejo. La semana pasada, Jesus
nos prometio aguas vivas y hoy usa agua para
lavar la ceguera de este hombre. Nuestro recorrido
esta Cuaresma es hacia las aguas vivificantes de
la Pascua que limpiaran y abriran nuestros ojos
para poder ver el mundo a través de los ojos de
Dios.
