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Happy Easter! I write this bulletin column this 
week as Fr. Manny enjoys some much deserved rest 
and relaxation after presiding over the fullness of 
Holy Week. As we priests say, “Once Jesus comes 
out of the tomb, Father goes in the tomb.” I will have 
my opportunity this upcoming week. While we 
priests may feel a bit of the fatigue after Holy Week, 
we certainly are not the only ones. We would like to 
thank all the hands and hearts that made this 
Holy Week so special. Our office staff, our clergy, 
our decorators, our musicians and singers, 
our liturgical ministers, our ushers, and our custodial 
staff all came together to make this holiest of weeks 
flow smoothly. The Church was jam packed. Having 
been empty only three years ago at this time, I think 
we can all agree that it is better to be full. 

In the Sunday readings of this Octave Day 
of Easter, the Acts of the Apostles paints an idyllic 
picture of the early Church basking in the warmth 
of Resurrection light and the fire of Pentecost. 
“They devoted themselves to the teaching of the 
apostles and to the communal life, to the breaking of 
bread and to the prayers … All who believed were 
together and had all things in common … They ate 
their meals with exultation and sincerity of heart, 
praising God and enjoying favor with all the people.” 
Sounds too good to be true, doesn’t it? That’s 
because it is! Human nature and a little knowledge of 
Church history tells us that this did not last for long. 
The harmony really only lasted a few chapters in 
Acts before the diaconate had to be established to 
resolve issues within the community. 

Suffice it to say, we human beings fall short quite 
often in our journey of following Jesus Christ. 
The Apostles, the pillars of our Church and the 
sources of episcopal authority, are Exhibit A of how 
to fail Jesus. Yet, they were also the top recipients of 
the Lord’s greatest attribute, something we celebrate 
today in a special way: His overwhelming mercy. 

What is the first thing Jesus tells them when He 
enters the Upper Room? “Peace be with you”. That is 
to say, “Rest easy, brothers. I’m back and I’m in 
charge.” Moreover, it was not, “Where were you when 

I needed you?” or “How could you deny me?” 
What Jesus offered them was mercy and a mission 
to receive the Holy Spirit and forgive sins. Not only 
was He alive, but He was also preparing them for 
something so much greater.   

Now, if you ask me, Thomas gets a bum rap in 
terms of the biblical history. He was out of the Upper 
Room when Jesus first appeared to the apostles. 
There has been much reflection as to why Thomas 
was not with them, but all we know is he was not 
there. So, I think his reaction to the news of Jesus’ 
appearance is quite understandable. It would be our 
response to what we would consider a bad and 
poorly timed April Fool’s joke. 

Yet, the Lord continues to show mercy. 
He appears again and affords Thomas the 
opportunity to place his finger into the nail marks 
in His hands and the wound in His side. The Lord 
in His mercy overcomes Thomas’ disbelief. 
The transformation within Thomas from that one 
encounter of mercy with the Lord propelled him all 
the way to India. He would bring the Gospel to the 
ends of the earth and die a martyr’s death in that 
land. 

It is the Lord’s mercy that brings about the 
greatest transformation within the human heart. 
There is no force on this Earth as strong as mercy, 
as true authentic forgiveness. The Lord offered it to 
humanity from the Cross as He prayed for those who 
did not know what they were doing. It poured from 
his pierced side in blood and water. That image 
remains with us from the inspiration of St. Faustina 
Kowalska. Mercy in the face of evil is a force 
unparalleled in this world or the next. The harmony 
between us may be short lived. Our flawed human 
nature is always one step away from rearing its ugly 
head. Yet, Jesus on the Cross has overcome 
everything. The risen Jesus has poured out His 
mercy over us. What more can we say except, 
“My Lord and my God!”?

FROM T HE DESK OF FR. AN DREW
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¡Feliz Pascua de Resurrección! Escribo la columna 
para el boletín de esta semana mientras el Padre Manny 
disfruta unas vacaciones merecidas después de celebrar 
la plenitud de la Semana Santa. Como los sacerdotes 
dicen, “Cuando Jesucristo sale del sepulcro, los Padres 
entran en el sepulcro.” Yo voy a tener mi tiempo para 
descansar la semana que viene. Aunque nosotros 
sacerdotes sentimos el cansancio después de la 
Semana Santa, ciertamente no somos los únicos. 
Queremos agradecer a todas las manos y corazones 
que ayudaron hacer tan especial esta Semana Santa. 
Nuestro personal de la oficina, nuestro clero, 
los decoradores, los músicos y cantantes, los ministros 
litúrgicos, los ujieres, y nuestro personal de 
mantenimiento todos compartieron en el trabajo de la 
Semana Santa. La Iglesia estuvo totalmente llena de 
gente. Recordando tres años atrás cuando la Iglesia 
estuvo vacía, podemos decir que es mucho mejor el que 
esté llena del pueblo de Dios.

En las lecturas de este segundo domingo del octavo 
de la Pascua, los Hechos de los Apóstoles habla de un 
momento sereno en la historia de la Iglesia primitiva, que 
disfrutaba el calor de la luz de la Resurrección y el fuego 
de Pentecostés. “Todos eran constantes en escuchar la 
enseñanza de los apóstoles, en la comunión fraterna, 
en la fracción del pan y en las oraciones … Todos los 
creyentes vivían unidos y lo tenían todo en común … 
en las casas partían el pan y comían juntos, con alegría 
y sencillez de corazón. Alababan a Dios y toda la gente 
los estimaba.” ¿Parece demasiado bueno para ser 
verdad, ¿no? Claro que sí. La naturaleza humana y la 
historia de la Iglesia nos dice que eso no duró mucho. 
La harmonía realmente solo duró unos capítulos más en 
Hechos cuando la Iglesia tenia que establecer el 
diaconado para remediar algunos problemas.

Basta decir que nosotros, los seres humanos, 
nos equivocamos mucho durante nuestra jornada de 
seguir a Jesucristo. Los apóstoles, los pilares de la 
Iglesia y la fuente de la autoridad episcopal, son el mejor 
ejemplo de las maneras en que fallamos en relación con 
Cristo. Pero, todavía fueron los beneficiarios de la virtud 
más importante de nuestro Señor: su misericordia 
sobreabundante.

¿Que fue la primera cosa que dijo Jesús cuando 
entró en el cenáculo después de la Resurrección? 
“La paz este con ustedes.” Es decir, “Tranquilo, 
hermanos. Estoy vivo y victorioso.” Además, no dijo, 
“¿Dónde estaban cuando los necesitaba?” o “¿Como 
podían negarme?” Cristo les ofreció la misericordia 
y la misión de recibir el Espíritu Santo y perdonar los 
pecados. No solo estaba vivo, pero también estaba 
preparándolos por algo mucho mejor.

Creo que santo Tomás es malentendido en la 
historia bíblica. No estaba en el cenáculo cuando 
Jesucristo apareció a los apóstoles la primera vez. 
Ha habido mucha reflexión sobre la razón de por qué 
Tomás no estaba, pero solo sabemos que no estaba. 
Por eso, puedo entender su reacción a la noticia de la 
aparición de Jesús. Seria nuestra reacción para algo que 
consideramos un chiste sin gracia.

Pero, el Señor sigue compartiendo su misericordia. 
El apareció de nuevo y ofreció a Tomás la oportunidad 
para poner el dedo en los agujeros de los clavos 
y en la herida de su costado. El Señor, por su 
misericordia, vence sobre la incredulidad de Tomás. 
La transformación entre Tomás después de solo ese 
encuentro de misericordia lo impulsó a llegar a la India 
para evangelizar. El llevó el evangelio a los fines del 
mundo y murió como un mártir en esa tierra.

Es la misericordia del Señor que infunde la 
transformación más grande en el corazón humano. 
No hay ninguna fuerza en el mundo tan fuerte como la 
misericordia, como el perdón auténtico. El Señor la 
ofreció a la humanidad desde la Cruz cuando rezaba 
por los que no entendían que estaban haciendo. 
La misericordia se derramó del costado traspasado de 
Jesús en sangre y agua. Esa imagen todavía está con 
nosotros por la inspiración de Santa Faustina Kowalska. 
La misericordia en frente de la maldad es una fuerza sin 
igual en este mundo y en el cielo. La harmonía entre 
nosotros puede ser corta. Nuestra naturaleza humana 
está siempre lista para caer. Pero Jesucristo en la Cruz 
lo ha vencido todo. Que mas podemos decir excepto, 
“¡Señor mío y Dios mío!”

To honor the conclusion of our 20th Anniversary season, Seraphic Fire 
celebrates with a program containing both the oldest and newest 
pieces in our repertoire. William Billing’s Invocation was the first work 
performed by Seraphic Fire, and the first line of this American 
hymn—“Majestic God, our Muse inspire, and fill us with Seraphic fire”—
is the source for the ensemble’s name. Shawn Crouch’s The Road 
From Hiroshima was the first piece of music commissioned and 
premiered by Seraphic Fire. Representing Seraphic Fire’s newest 
projects are three world premiere performances of works by Alvaro 
Bermudez, Sydney Guillaume, and Tawnie Olson. The ensemble’s first 
performance of Thomas Tallis’ massive 40-voice motet Spem in 
alium is the icing on the birthday cake in this celebration of 20 years of 
glorious music.

This is part three of a five-part series for April, Child Abuse Prevention Month. It is an opportunity to 

share the efforts made all year long to protect the most vulnerable among us. A significant part of this 
effort is the continuous work of Local Coordinator. They serve as a liaison between pastor/principal/
director and the employees, parents, and volunteers at all ADOM entities. They communicate the 
commitment to child protection and the tangible steps to ensure it. This means fostering a sense of 
teamwork and a multifaceted playbook including background checks through fingerprinting every five 
years. Virtus training, which is an educational awareness and prevention program beginning with initial 
training and followed up with monthly bulletins thereafter. The last component is a signed Pledge to 
Promote Safe Environment, which is similar to a code of conduct. These requirements, in word and deed, 
illuminate the scope and nature of abuse and the necessity for changing hearts, minds, and behavior to 
prevent this crime at ADOM entities.
