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My Dear Friends:

This coming Tuesday, August 1, World Youth 
Day festivities begin in Lisbon, Portugal as the youth 
of the world gather with Pope Francis to celebrate 
and grow in our faith. The theme for this year’s 
World Youth Day is “Mary arose and went with 
haste (Lk 1:39).” Obviously, this is from the end of 
the Annunciation story from St. Luke’s gospel where 
upon receiving the Word of God in her womb, Mary 
went in haste to the hill country to serve her cousin 
Elizabeth. Pope Francis wrote in his message 
inviting young people to this World Youth Day: 
“Mary arises and sets out, for she is certain that 
God’s plan is the best plan for her life. Mary 
becomes a temple of God, an image of the pilgrim 
Church, a Church that goes forth for service, 
a Church that brings the good news to all!” 
(Message for 37th World Youth Day 2022-2023)

There is an urgency which our young people, 
and all of us, to sharing the Word of God upon 
receiving it. Mary is the perfect model of 
evangelization because she brings the presence of 
Christ to St. Elizabeth and to all in her household. 
We must hasten as well to bring the Good News of 
the presence of Jesus to all around us, and we pray 
that the young people traveling to Lisbon this week 
will encounter the living Christ with the Successor 
of Peter and bring that Christ back to their home 
parishes.

We are honored that one of our young 
parishioners will be representing Little Flower in 
Lisbon. Monica Santamaria, a 12th grade student at 
Coral Gables High who is also an altar server and a 
young catechist, will be taking over our parish 
Instagram account this coming week as she shares 
the joy of participating in this grace-filled event. 
Be sure to follow her adventures on @cotlf, and 
pray for all the pilgrims headed to Portugal. Here in 
the Archdiocese of Miami, the young people who 
could not cross the pond will be celebrating WYD 
events throughout this week. You can see a 
schedule of these events in this bulletin.

Pope Francis’ message to young people as he 
invited them to World Youth Day was simple: 
“My message for you, dear young people, the great 
message entrusted to the Church, is Jesus!” Monica 
is travelling to Lisbon to encounter Jesus. Youth 
from all over the world are gathering to share the 
joy of Jesus. The priests that are travelling as 
chaplains are going to bring the mercy Jesus. 
The Holy Father, even in poor health, is traveling 
to Portugal to bring the Good News of Jesus. 
The reason, and the only reason, they are all 
gathering in Lisbon is Jesus! The pope concludes 
his message by saying:

Dear young people, it is my dream that at World 
Youth Day you will be able to experience anew the 
joy of encountering God and our brothers and 
sisters. After a long period of social distancing 
and isolation, we will all rediscover in Lisbon 
– with God’s help – the joy of a fraternal embrace 
between peoples and generations, an embrace of 
reconciliation and peace, an embrace of new 
missionary fraternity! May the Holy Spirit kindle 
in your hearts a desire to “arise” and the joy of 
journeying together, in synodal fashion, leaving 
behind all false frontiers. Now is the time to arise! 
Like Mary, let us “arise and go in haste”. Let us carry 
Jesus within our hearts, and bring him to all those 
whom we meet! In this beautiful season of your 
lives, press ahead and do not postpone all the good 
that the Holy Spirit can accomplish in you! 
With affection, I bless your dreams and every step 
of your journey.

Obviamente, esto es del 
final de la historia de la Anunciación del evangelio 
de San Lucas, donde al recibir la Palabra de Dios en 
su vientre, María fue apresuradamente a la región 
montañosa para servir a su prima Isabel. El Papa 
Francisco escribió en su mensaje invitando a los 
jóvenes a esta Jornada Mundial de la Juventud: 
María se levantó y se puso en marcha, porque 
estaba segura de que los planes de Dios eran el 
mejor proyecto posible para su vida. Ella se 
convirtió en el templo de Dios, imagen de la Iglesia 
en camino, la Iglesia que sale y se pone al servicio, 
la Iglesia portadora de la Buena Noticia.

Juventud 2022-2023)

Hay una urgencia que nuestros jóvenes, y todos 
nosotros, de compartir la Palabra de Dios al 
recibirla. María es el modelo perfecto de 
evangelización porque lleva la presencia de Cristo 
a Santa Isabel y a todos en su casa. Debemos 
apresurarnos también a llevar la buena nueva de la 
presencia de Jesús a todos los que nos rodean, 
y oramos para que los jóvenes que viajan a Lisboa 
esta semana encuentren al Cristo vivo con el 
Sucesor de Pedro y lo traigan de vuelta a sus 
parroquias de origen.

Nos sentimos honrados de que uno de nuestros 
jóvenes feligreses represente a Little Flower en 
Lisboa. Mónica Santamaría, una estudiante de 
12º grado en Coral Gables High que también es 
monaguillo y joven catequista, se hará cargo de 
nuestra cuenta parroquial de Instagram la próxima 
semana mientras comparte la alegría de participar 
en este evento lleno de gracia. Asegúrese de seguir 
sus aventuras en @cotlf y ore por todos los 

peregrinos que se dirigen a Portugal. Aquí en la 
Arquidiócesis de Miami, los jóvenes que no 
pudieron cruzar el charco celebrarán eventos de la 
Jornada Mundial de la Juventud a lo largo de esta 
semana. Puede ver un calendario de estos eventos 
en este boletín.

El mensaje del Papa Francisco a los jóvenes 
cuando los invitó a la Jornada Mundial de la 
Juventud fue simple: "¡Mi mensaje para ustedes, 
jóvenes, el gran mensaje del que es portadora la 
Iglesia, es Jesús!" Mónica viaja a Lisboa para 
encontrarse con Jesús. Jóvenes de todo el mundo 
se están reuniendo para compartir la alegría de 
Jesús. Los sacerdotes que viajan como capellanes 
van a traer a Jesús la misericordia. El Santo Padre, 
incluso con mala salud, viaja a Portugal para llevar 
la Buena Nueva de Jesús. ¡La razón, y la única 
razón, por la que todos se están reuniendo en 
Lisboa es Jesús! El Papa concluye su mensaje 
diciendo:

Queridos jóvenes, sueño que en la JMJ vuelvan 
a experimentar la alegría del encuentro con Dios 
y con los hermanos y las hermanas. Tras largos 
periodos de distancia y aislamiento, en Lisboa —con 
la ayuda de Dios— redescubriremos juntos la alegría 
del abrazo fraternal entre los pueblos y entre las 
generaciones, el abrazo de la reconciliación y la paz, 
¡el abrazo de una nueva fraternidad misionera! 
Que el Espíritu Santo encienda en sus corazones el 
deseo de levantarse y la alegría de caminar todos 
juntos, en estilo sinodal, abandonando las falsas 
fronteras. ¡El momento de levantarse es ahora! 
¡Levantémonos sin demora! Y, como María, 
llevemos a Jesús dentro de nosotros para 
comunicarlo a todos. En este hermoso momento de 
sus vidas, sigan adelante, no pospongan lo que el 
Espíritu puede hacer en ustedes. De todo corazón 
bendigo sus sueños y sus pasos.
