fROM THE PASTOR'S DESK

My Dear Friends:

'death of Christ with no hope in the resurrection.

“Let them turn to the LORD to find mercy; to our They believed that Christ's mission was a failure.

God, who is generous in forgiving. ”(Isaiah 55:7)

Bringing people home to the Lord is at the core
of what we do as a parish community. Last week,
the gospel and my homily focused on forgiveness and
lifting the burden that comes with holding a grudge.
Once we are free from harboring resentment or hate
in our hearts towards a brother or sister, then we are
truly free to invite others to come home to the Church.
But do they truly encounter a home here?

What we hear in today's gospel is that it doesn't
matter how late you came to the party. What matters
is that you came to the party. Yet so many people feel
left out when they come to Church. | notice this.
Pope Francis notices this. I'll get back to the Holy
Father later. In the gospel, Jesus tells a parable of
people that are invited to work in his vineyard at
different stages, yet all receive the same wage or the
same blessings. Again, it doesn't matter when in your
life you encounter the living Christ as you long as you
have that life altering, eternal encounter. Yet many
people go through life oblivious to this man called

Jesus. This past week, the priests of the Archdiocese |

gathered for our annual convocation with the
Archbishop, and one priest was telling us of
something I've experience so often, that we walk
down the streets with our roman collars on and
people don't know who we are. They look upon us with
curiosity, with confusion, and don't equate the collar
with a follower or a priest of Jesus Christ. Yet we try
to bring people back home to the Church so that they
may experience the same blessings that we enjoy, for
all of us are God's children and heirs to his kingdom.

Last week, | preached about forgiveness and the
need to forgive. | am convinced that this is what
people need to hear. They need to experience a
forgiving God, and this is where Pope Francis comes
in as | alluded earlier. Ten years ago, he was speaking
to the Brazilian bishops and pondering on why people
leave the Church or don't come to Church at all.
He compared these people to the disciples of
Emmaus who left Jerusalem despondent after the

And maybe people think that about the Church.
Pope Francis wonders: "Perhaps the Church appeared
too weak, perhaps too distant from their needs,
perhaps too poor to respond to their concerns,
perhaps too cold, perhaps too caught up with itself,
perhaps a prisoner of its own rigid formulas."
The workers that started their labor early in the
morning were rigid in their thinking and could not
comprehend that the owner of the vineyard would give
those who started working late the same wage.
We need to change our way of thinking and start
thinking as God does. Like the owner of the vineyard
we need to go out and encounter people where they
are. This is why the Holy Father concludes: "We need a
Church unafraid of going forth into their night.
We need a Church capable of meeting them on their
way. We need a Church capable of entering into their
conversation. We need a Church able to dialogue with
those disciples who, having left Jerusalem behind,
are wandering aimlessly, alone, with their own
disappointment, disillusioned by a Christianity
‘now considered barren, fruitless soil, incapable of
generating meaning.”

But the thing is that Christianity is not barren, nor
fruitless soil, nor incapable of generating meaning.
All of you are here for Mass this weekend because you
want to be fed. You want to experience God's mercy
and love and that is what you need to share with your
brothers and sisters. The thing is: how do we do it?
There is always a restlessness in your pastor's heart
to seek out those who | don't see every Sunday
at Mass. They're out there. Maybe they come a couple
of times a year. Maybe they only come when there’s
a big event like a retreat. We are all invited into the
Lord's vineyard. It does not matter what time we get
there. The goal is getting there and staying there
working for our Lord and with our brothers and sisters.
It's up to us to bring them home. That is how we
achieve salvation!

Mis Queridos Amigos:

‘Que vuelvan al Sefior para hallar misericordia,

a nuestro Dios, que es generoso en perdonar.” (Isaias
55:7)

Llevando a las personas a casa con el Sefior es el
nucleo de lo que hacemos como comunidad parroquial.
La semana pasada, el evangelio y mi homilia se centraron
en el perdén y en levantar la carga que conlleva guardar
rencor. Una vez que estamos libres de albergar
resentimiento u odio en nuestros corazones hacia un
hermano o hermana, entonces somos verdaderamente
libres de invitar a otros a volver a casa a la Iglesia.
Pero ¢realmente encuentran un hogar aqui?

Lo que escuchamos en el evangelio de hoy es que no
importa cuan tarde hayamos llegado a la fiesta. Lo que
importa es que vinimos a la fiesta. Sin embargo, muchas
personas se sienten excluidas cuando vienen a la Iglesia.
Me doy cuenta de esto. El Papa Francisco se da cuenta
de esto. Volveré con el Santo Padre mas tarde. En el
evangelio, Jesus cuenta una parabola de personas que
son invitadas a trabajar en su vifia en diferentes etapas,
pero todas reciben el mismo salario o las mismas
bendiciones. Una vez mas, no importa cuando en tu vida
te encuentres con el Cristo viviente mientras tengas ese
encuentro eterno que altera la vida. Sin embargo, muchas
personas pasan por la vida ajenas a este hombre llamado
Jesus. La semana pasada, los sacerdotes de la
Arquidiocesis se reunieron para nuestra convocatoria
anual con el Arzobispo, y un sacerdote nos contd algo
que he experimentado tan a menudo, que caminamos
por las calles con nuestros collares romanos puestos y
la gente no saben quiénes somos. Nos miran con
curiosidad, con confusion, y no equiparan el collar con un
seguidor o un sacerdote de Jesucristo. Sin embargo,
tratamos de traer a las personas de regreso a la Iglesia
para que puedan experimentar las mismas bendiciones
que nosotros disfrutamos, porque todos somos hijos de
Dios y herederos de su reino.

La semana pasada, prediqué sobre el perdén y la
necesidad de perdonar. Estoy convencido de que esto
es lo que la gente necesita escuchar. Necesitan
experimentar un Dios perdonador, y aqui es donde entra
el Papa Francisco como mencioné anteriormente.
Hace diez afios, estaba hablando a los obispos brasilefios
y reflexionando sobre por qué las personas abandonan la
Iglesia 0 no vienen a la Iglesia en absoluto. Compar6 a

estas personas con los discipulos de Emaus que salieron

de Jerusalén abatidos después de la muerte de Cristo sin
esperanza en la resurreccion. Crefan que la mision de
Cristo era un fracaso. Y tal vez la gente piense eso sobre
la Iglesia. El Papa Francisco se pregunta: "Tal vez la
Iglesia parecia demasiado débil, tal vez demasiado
distante de sus necesidades, tal vez demasiado pobre
para responder a sus preocupaciones, tal vez demasiado
fria, tal vez demasiado atrapada en si misma, tal vez
prisionera de sus propias formulas rigidas". Los
trabajadores que comenzaban su trabajo temprano en la
mafiana eran rigidos en su pensamiento y no podian
comprender que el duefio de la vifia daria a los que
comenzaron a trabajar tarde el mismo salario.
Necesitamos cambiar nuestra forma de pensar y
comenzar a pensar como Dios lo hace. Al igual que el
duefio del vifiedo, necesitamos salir y encontrarnos con
las personas donde estan. Por eso el Santo Padre
concluye: "Necesitamos una Iglesia que no tenga miedo
de salir en su noche. Necesitamos una lIglesia capaz
de encontrarlos en su camino. Necesitamos una Iglesia
capaz de entrar en su conversacion. Necesitamos una
Iglesia capaz de dialogar con aquellos discipulos que,
habiendo dejado atras Jerusalén, vagan sin rumbo,
solos, con su propia decepcion, desilusionados por un
‘cristianismo ahora considerado tierra estéril, infructuosa,
incapaz de generar sentido”.

As we prepare to soon celebrate the Centennial of our beloved parish church and school,
it's important to first honor our past, recognizing the firm foundation upon which we stand today.
The legacy of our founding parishioners is one we are deeply proud of and as a new year of ministry and
service now gets underway, let's take a look back to how it all began!

Though the past 30 years have seen much less prominent repairs and renovations to our physical spaces as we
care for near-100-year-old buildings, they have been marked by an interior renewal and the flourishing of the
ministerial, spiritual, and sacramental life of the church and school. Though difficult to capture in photos and brief
snippets, these faith formation and ministry initiatives have led to some notable projects that have been recently
completed around our campus:

2015: A new St. Therese Prayer Garden/Grotto is completed with a
hidden “easter egg” nod to the past.

2021: St. Joseph Adoration Chapel becomes available 24-7.
Inspired by the overwhelmingly positive response to the October
2027 special presentation on Blessed Carlo Acutis and Eucharistic
Miracles from around the world, the parish moved up the timeline to
make the Adoration Chapel available 24/7. With a new private
entrance and automated controls, parishioners can — and do —
spend time with our Lord, present in the Blessed Sacrament, at all
times of the day. The last 2-3 years have seen a major renewal in
e parish efforts to cultivate a love for the Eucharist and it is not
B ] Uncommon to see the chapel lights turned on at 2:00am or 3:00am
on a regular basis, as a steady stream of adorers passes by all day!

Fun Facts:

e Since the virtual Adoration Chapel Visitor Log went live in April 2021, over 2,000 individual entries have
been submitted with special prayer requests and messages and notes of praise and thanksgiving.

e In 2022, COTLF celebrated 308 Baptisms, 178 First Communions, 164 Confirmations, and 114 weddings,
highlighting the rich sacramental life of the parish. Additionally, almost 1,200 regularly scheduled Masses
are celebrated each year, hundreds of hours of confessions are heard, and countless pre-scheduled or
emergency sick calls are made to parishioner's homes or local hospitals for anointing of the sick.

e Last year, our beloved STS Musketeer was finally given a name: Louis! He is named in honor of
St. Therese's father, St. Louis Martin. Louis also came to life at the 2023 Parish Fair, as the school was
gifted a Musketeer mascot costume.
