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My Dear Friends:

Let me be completely transparent with all of you: two 
weeks ago, when I got up to preach the homily to launch 
our Parish’s Centennial Campaign was one of the most 
stressful things I have ever had to do in my priesthood. 
Starting a massive project like this is difficult, and, at least 
for this priest, asking for money from the pulpit is even 
more difficult. That time is sacred. It is meant for the 
preaching of the Living Word of God. I do it once a year in 
January out of obedience during the ABCD, but the rest of 
the year, those precious minutes during the Sunday homily 
are for breaking open God’s Word. So yes, it was a cross 
that I took up and embraced because in God’s loving plan 
he deigned that I be the pastor of this great parish as it 
crosses the threshold of its centennial. It was an 
exhausting week as we asked for pledges to come in and 
explain to parishioners the details behind all these projects.

But as I pray about that weekend, I had to ask myself: 
wasn’t I preaching the gospel? Father Andrew paid me a 
grand compliment when he randomly texted during that 
afternoon: “Your homily was very good. Didn’t feel like an 
appeal.” And I pray that is how most of you see this 
campaign. It is our way of preaching the gospel for those 
who will come after us. It is a witness. Our founders shared 
their witness by leaving us this grand church and school. 
Now it is our turn to witness those who will be sitting in our 
pews a century from now.

On October 1st, I asked you to take the pledge cards 
home and to pray about what type of sacrificial gift you will 
give to this campaign. What type of legacy will you leave 
behind? 

It is time to start turning in those pledge cards and 
initial gifts because we have projects that we need to start 
right now and architects, contractors, organ builders, and a 
bunch of vendors that we have to pay to get everything 
underway if we want to have everything completed for our 
centennial. We need to start getting a better picture of 
where our campaign is going. We have a lot of verbal 
pledges, but not enough written pledges in our office. 
In fact, we only have about 50 pledge cards turned in. 
Work cannot commence in earnest until half the campaign 
has been pledged and funded.

So, I am calling on every parish family to continue to 
pray about this important commitment and to please turn 
in your pledge card by November 1st. It is time to make a 
commitment for the next three years. It can be a one-time 
gift, a yearly gift, monthly or weekly. And just a gentle 

reminder that this must be separate from your weekly 
offertory because the regular parish bills still need to be 
paid, and as all of you know, things are getting quite 
expensive these days. To give you an idea how this affects 
the parish, this past summer, our property and liability 
insurance doubled, and it was already quite substantial.

Yes, this is a sacrifice. Yes, this is a cross, but as I said 
in my homily two weeks ago: we must embrace it! I thank 
all the generous parishioners who have already made a 
commitment. I ask everyone to please share this exciting 
Centennial Campaign with school alumni who may live 
elsewhere, with former parishioners who may have moved 
to another corner of South Florida, or maybe, and this is 
bold, with a fellow Catholic who may have left the Church. 
Maybe this type of evangelical ambition gets them to 
rethink things and come back home to be part of this 
centennial celebration.

If we read the Acts of the Apostles, nothing the 
apostles did to spread the joy of the resurrection was done 
easily, yet they did it because their mission would change 
the world. We all received the mandate that they received to 
go make disciples of all nations. It requires action by all of 
us to make saints here in the parish both now and in the 
future. We start by turning in our pledge cards before 
All Saints Day. 

Speaking of saints, today is October 15th which would 
normally be the feast of St. Teresa of Avila, and I will leave 
you with her wise words which should inspire as we pray 
about our contribution to the Centennial Campaign:

Christ has no body but yours,

No hands, no feet on earth but yours,
Yours are the eyes with which He looks

compassion on this world,
Yours are the feet with which He walks to do good,
Yours are the hands, 

with which He blesses all the world.
Yours are the hands, yours are the feet,
Yours are the eyes, you are His body.
Christ has no body now but yours,
No hands, no feet on earth but yours,
Yours are the eyes with which he looks

compassion on this world.
Christ has no body now on earth but yours.

FROM T H E PASTOR’S DESK
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Mis Queridos Amigos:

Permítanme ser completamente transparente con todos 
ustedes: hace dos semanas, cuando me levanté para predicar 
la homilía para lanzar la Campaña del Centenario de nuestra 
Parroquia, fue una de las cosas más estresantes que he 
tenido que hacer en mi sacerdocio. Iniciar un proyecto masivo 
como este es difícil y, al menos para este sacerdote, pedir 
dinero desde el púlpito es aún más difícil. Ese tiempo es 
sagrado. Está destinado a la predicación de la Palabra Viva de 
Dios. Lo hago una vez al año en enero por obediencia durante 
el ABCD, pero el resto del año, esos preciosos minutos 
durante la homilía dominical son para la Palabra de Dios. 
Así que sí, fue una cruz que tomé y abracé porque en el plan 
amoroso de Dios se dignó que yo fuera el párroco de esta 
gran parroquia al cruzar el umbral de su centenario. Fue una 
semana agotadora, ya que pedimos que vinieran y explicaran 
a los feligreses los detalles detrás de todos estos proyectos.

Pero mientras oraba por ese fin de semana, tuve que 
preguntarme: ¿no estaba predicando el evangelio? El padre 
Andrew me hizo un gran cumplido cuando me envió un 
mensaje de texto durante esa tarde: "Su homilía fue muy 
buena. No se sintió como una apelación". Y rezo para que así 
sea como la mayoría de ustedes ven esta campaña. 
Es nuestra manera de predicar el evangelio para los que 
vendrán después de nosotros. Es un testigo. Nuestros 
fundadores compartieron su testimonio dejándonos esta gran 
iglesia y escuela. Ahora es nuestro turno de testificar a los que 
estarán sentados en nuestras bancas dentro de un siglo.

El 1 de octubre, les pedí que se llevaran las tarjetas de 
compromiso a casa y que oraran por el tipo de regalo de 
sacrificio que darían a esta campaña. ¿Qué tipo de legado 
dejarás?

Es hora de comenzar a entregar esas tarjetas de 
compromiso y regalos iniciales porque tenemos proyectos 
que debemos comenzar ahora mismo y arquitectos, 
contratistas, constructores de órganos y un montón de 
proveedores a los que tenemos que pagar para que todo se 
ponga en marcha si queremos tener todo terminado para 
nuestro centenario. Tenemos que empezar a tener una mejor 
idea de hacia dónde va nuestra campaña. Tenemos muchas 
promesas verbales, pero no suficientes promesas escritas 
en nuestra oficina. De hecho, solo tenemos unas 50 tarjetas 
de compromiso entregadas. El trabajo no puede comenzar 
en serio hasta que la mitad de la campaña haya sido 
comprometida y financiada.

Por lo tanto, hago un llamado a todas las familias de la 
parroquia para que continúen orando por este importante 
compromiso y que por favor entreguen su tarjeta de 
compromiso antes del 1 de noviembre. Es hora de 
comprometerse para los próximos tres años. Puede ser un 

regalo único, un regalo anual, mensual o semanal. Y solo 
un amable recordatorio de que esto debe estar separado 
de su ofertorio semanal porque las facturas regulares de la 
parroquia aún deben pagarse y, como todos ustedes saben, 
las cosas se están volviendo bastante caras en estos días. 
Para que se hagan una idea de cómo afecta esto a la 
parroquia, el verano pasado, nuestro seguro de propiedad 
y responsabilidad civil se duplicó, y ya era bastante sustancial.

Sí, esto es un sacrificio. Sí, esta es una cruz, pero como 
dije en mi homilía de hace dos semanas: ¡debemos abrazarla! 
Agradezco a todos los feligreses generosos que ya se han 
comprometido. Les pido a todos que por favor compartan 
esta emocionante Campaña del Centenario con los ex 
alumnos de la escuela que pueden vivir en otro lugar, con los 
antiguos feligreses que pueden haberse mudado a otro rincón 
del sur de la Florida, o tal vez, y esto es audaz, con 
un compañero católico que puede haber dejado la Iglesia. 
Tal vez este tipo de ambición evangélica los lleve a recapacitar 
y regresar a casa para ser parte de esta celebración del 
centenario.

Si leemos los Hechos de los Apóstoles, nada de lo que los 
apóstoles hicieron para difundir el gozo de la resurrección fue 
fácil, sin embargo, lo hicieron porque su misión cambiaría el 
mundo. Todos recibimos el mandato que ellos recibieron de ir 
a hacer discípulos de todas las naciones. Se requiere la acción 
de todos nosotros para hacer santos aquí en la parroquia, 
tanto ahora como en el futuro. Comenzamos entregando 
nuestras tarjetas de compromiso antes del Día de Todos los 
Santos.

Hablando de santos, hoy es 15 de octubre, que 
normalmente sería la fiesta de Santa Teresa de Ávila, y les 
dejo con sus sabias palabras que deben inspirar, mientras 
oremos sobre nuestra contribución a la Campaña del 
Centenario:

Cristo no tiene cuerpo, sino el tuyo,
No tiene manos, o pies en la tierra, sino los tuyos,
Tuyos son los ojos con los que ve
La compasión en este mundo,
