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FROM TH E PASTOR’S DESK

My Dear Friends,

“Destroy this temple and in three days I will raise 
it up.” (John 2:19)

As a priest, so many times I’ve had to walk with 
a parishioner who is recovering from alcohol or drug 
addiction. I am always edified when I see the 
progress they make when they surrender 
themselves to the Lord during their recovery. 
Yet even when they surrender, it is not always easy. 
Rehab can often get violent. When we are trying to 
recover from an addiction or a vice, things get 
messy. So it stands to reason that when we turn 
away from the vice of sin, the devil will do 
everything in his power to fight us and cause havoc. 
But that’s when we must let Jesus in and cleanse 
the temple of our hearts just as cleansed the temple 
in today’s gospel. A few years ago, one of my 
classmates from seminary, now the Vicar General 
of the Diocese of St. Augustine, wrote this: 
“Lord, enter into the temple of my heart and start 
tossing tables! Banish from my heart whatever does 
not belong to you!” But Jesus will not force his way 
into hearts, we have to let him. Sin builds a wall of 
stone around our hearts that is harder and more 
stubborn than the stones that made up the old 
temple. This wall makes us numb to sin. We keep 
repeating the same mistakes over and over again 
because we no longer feel remorse, guilt, shame, 
and are no longer hurt by our sins. Sin eventually 
will weigh us down to the point that we forget that 
the mercy of Jesus even exists.

The Opening Prayer or Collect of the Mass today 
perfectly sums up what the Church is trying to 
communicate to us this Sunday when it says: 
“O God…look graciously on this confession of our 
lowliness, that we, who are bowed down by our 
conscience, may always be lifted up by your mercy.” 
Sin is like a boulder that we carry on our shoulders. 
Sin dehumanizes us, makes us weak, and does not 
let us see the glorious face of our Lord. Is it any 

wonder that we need to implore in our prayers to be 
“lifted up” by God’s mercy. We need him to enter into 
our hearts to cast out all evil as he cast out the 
merchants in the temple. We need him to take that 
weight off our shoulders so we can hold our heads 
high and see his glory. That is why we must 
avail ourselves of the Sacrament of Confession. 
The confessional is where things may get messy, 
but we come out clean as a whistle. Jesus does the 
dirty work. He will cast out all that is evil. He will 
toss aside what doesn’t belong in our hearts. Lent is 
the perfect time to cleanse our souls in confession. 
Make a good Examination of Conscience. 
Go confess your sins. Feel the power of His mercy. 
Jesus wants to make something new. He wants to 
tear down your old self and raise a new man or 
woman. The only catch is we have to let him in! 
So as we continue our Lenten journey, ask yourself 
this question: “Am I going to let Jesus make 
something new by letting him into my heart?”

I leave you with a simple prayer of surrender. 
The prayer of St. Ignatius of Loyola:

Take, Lord, and receive all my liberty,
My memory, my understanding

And my entire will,
All I have and call my own.
You have given all to me.
To you, Lord, I return it.

Everything is yours; do with it what you will.
Give me only your love and your grace.

That is enough for me.
Amen.

Mis Queridos Amigos,

"Destruid este templo y en tres días lo levantaré". 
(Juan 2:19.)

Como sacerdote, muchas veces he tenido que 
caminar con un feligrés que se está recuperando de la 
adicción al alcohol o a las drogas. Siempre me edifico 
cuando veo el progreso que hacen cuando se rinden al 
Señor durante su recuperación. Sin embargo, incluso 
cuando se rinden, no siempre es fácil. La rehabilitación a 
menudo puede volverse violenta. Cuando estamos 
tratando de recuperarnos de una adicción o un vicio, las 
cosas se complican. Por lo tanto, es lógico que cuando 
nos alejemos del vicio del pecado, el diablo hará todo lo 
que esté a su alcance para luchar contra nosotros 
y causar estragos. Pero ahí es cuando debemos dejar 
entrar a Jesús y limpiar el templo de nuestros corazones 
tal como limpió el templo en el evangelio de hoy.
Hace unos años, uno de mis compañeros de seminario, 
ahora Vicario General de la Diócesis de San Agustín, 
escribió esto: "¡Señor, entra en el templo de mi corazón 
y empieza a tirar las mesas! ¡Destierra de mi corazón 
todo lo que no te pertenece!" Pero Jesús no se abrirá 
paso en los corazones, tenemos que dejarlo. El pecado 
construye un muro de piedra alrededor de nuestros 
corazones que es más duro y obstinado que las piedras 
que formaban el antiguo templo. Este muro nos 
hace insensibles al pecado. Seguimos repitiendo los 
mismos errores una y otra vez porque ya no sentimos 
remordimiento, culpa, vergüenza y ya no nos lastiman 
nuestros pecados. Con el tiempo, el pecado nos 
agobiará hasta el punto de que olvidemos que la 
misericordia de Jesús existe.

La oración inicial o colecta de la Misa de hoy resume 
perfectamente lo que la Iglesia está tratando de 
comunicarnos este domingo cuando dice: "Oh Dios... 
Mira con gracia esta confesión de nuestra humildad, 
para que nosotros, que estamos doblegados por nuestra 
conciencia, seamos siempre levantados por tu 
misericordia". El pecado es como una roca que llevamos 
sobre nuestros hombros. El pecado nos deshumaniza, 
nos debilita y no nos deja ver el rostro glorioso de 
nuestro Señor. ¿Es de extrañar que tengamos que 
implorar en nuestras oraciones ser "levantados" por la 
misericordia de Dios? Necesitamos que entre en 

nuestros corazones para echar fuera todo mal como 
echó fuera a los comerciantes en el templo. 
Necesitamos que nos quite ese peso de encima para 
que podamos mantener la cabeza en alto y ver su gloria. 
Por eso debemos acogernos al sacramento de la 
confesión. El confesionario es donde las cosas pueden 
complicarse, pero salimos limpios como un silbido. 
Jesús hace el trabajo sucio. Él echará fuera todo lo que 
es malo. Él desechará lo que no pertenece a nuestros 
corazones. La Cuaresma es el tiempo perfecto para 
limpiar nuestras almas en la confesión. Haz un buen 
examen de conciencia. Ve a confesar tus pecados. 
Siente el poder de Su misericordia. Jesús quiere hacer 
algo nuevo. Él quiere derribar tu viejo yo y criar a un 
nuevo hombre o mujer. ¡El único inconveniente es que 
tenemos que dejarlo entrar! Así que a medida que 
continuamos nuestro camino de Cuaresma, hazte esta 
pregunta: "¿Voy a dejar que Jesús haga algo nuevo 
dejándolo entrar en mi corazón?"

Los dejo con una sencilla oración de entrega. 
La oración de San Ignacio de Loyola:

Toma, Señor, recibe toda mi libertad, 
mi memoria, mi entendimiento,

toda mi voluntad, 
todo lo que tengo

y todo lo que poseo.
Tú me lo diste todo, Señor; 

yo te lo devuelvo todo.
Haz con él lo que quieras, 

según te plazca. 
Dame, tu amor y tu gracia;

porque con esto
tengo todo lo que necesito.

Amen.
