fROM THE PASTOR'S DESK

My Dear Frdends,

Today on the Fifth Sunday of Lent, the Church begins
the period that is known as Passiontide. As you walked into
the church, you may have already noticed our statues
covered in purple cloths. It is a jarring visual, for sure, and it
is not something that has traditionally been done here at
Little Flower, but something that the priests and our
pastoral staff have been trying to figure out the last couple
of years how to implement, and more importantly, how to
catechize to explain the veiling of our statues and images.

There is a wonderful catechesis on Passiontide from
St. John's Seminary in Boston that is worth sharing:

The last two weeks in the season of Lent are called
Passjontide which begins on the Fifth Sunday of Lent. This
/s when the Church shifts her focus from Christ in the
desert (the Gospel for the First Sunday of Lent) to Christ
aduring His Passion.

During this period of Passiontide, you may have noticed
in your parish that the crucifix and other statues and
images around the church have been veiled with a purple
cloth.

In the Roman Missal we find the instruction, ‘In the
Dioceses of the United States, the practice of covering
crosses and images throughout the church from [the fifth]
Sunday [of Lent] may be observed. Crosses remain covered
until the end of the Celebration of the Lord's Passion on
Good Friday, but images remain covered until the beginning
of the Easter Vigil.”

Why do we veil images?

The practice of veiling images alerts us that something
/s different, it can be startling at first, but the last two weeks
of Lent are a time of immediate preparation for the
celebration of the Sacred Triduum. The veils are hard to
miss, and they serve as a reminder to get ready!

The veiled images build within us a longing for
Faster Sunday. The veils seem out of place and even
counterintuitive. It can seem strange that the crucifix is
covered up during Passiontide. Through this absence of
images, our senses are heightened, and we become more
aware of what is missing. Similarly, the suppression of the
Alleluia during Lent effectively demonstrates that we are in
exile from our true Home where the angels sing Alleluia
without ceasing.

When images are unveiled before the Easter Vigil,
we are reminded that we in a sense, live in a veiled world.
It is through our own death that we are able to see our true

home, and the velil is lifted. Christ lifts the veil through His
Resurrection.

Very powerful words in this catechesis, and the reason
we chose to adopt this practice that is observed in many of
our neighboring parishes is precisely to make us long for
the Risen Christ, for the victory of Easter, and for the
unveiling that takes place when we emerge from the veiled
existence of sin and arrive to the unveiled existence of the
grace that comes from God'’s mercy.

The veiling of statues also serves as a reminder that
everything in our church should point towards the
altar. Sometimes our Protestant brothers and sisters
criticize us, and at time rightfully so, because they claim we
‘adore” images in our churches. Obviously, we all know this
is not true because we only adore the Eucharistic Lord
present on the altar or in the tabernacle. However, there are
times when we have seen parishioners receive Holy
Communion and go straight to the statue of the Sacred
Heart or the statue of our Blessed Mother or one of the
other saints in our church to pray to them. The moment we
receive Communion, we are one with our Lord and praying
in silent adoration at our pews or joining in the singing of
the Communion Hymn would perhaps be more appropriate.
Yes, our Blessed Mother and all the saints join us in prayer
after Communion, but reverence for the Real Presence of
the Eucharist should take precedence during that short
time. So, in this respect, the veiling of the statues may serve
as a correction, if you will, to our post-Communion prayers
and practices, or as we have often seen, to the habit of
coming into the church to pray to one of the statues and
not acknowledging the Real Presence of Our Lord Jesus
Christ in the tabernacle.

Lent is supposed to be about correcting wayward
paths, and if we have wandered astray in our liturgical
practices, now is the time to make those course
corrections as Passiontide begins and we begin in haste
our journey to Calvary with our Lord.

May we long for what is hidden from us. May we long
for the holiness that the now veiled saints exemplify for us.
May we long for that glorious Easter morning when heaven
is wedded to earth and humanity is reconciled with God.

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DEL ESCRITORIO DEL PARROCO

Hoy, en el V Domingo de Cuaresma, la Iglesia comienza
las Ultimas dos semanas de cuaresma. Al entrar en la iglesia,
es posible que ya hayas notado nuestras estatuas cubiertas
con telas moradas. Es una imagen discordante, sin duda,
y no es algo que se haya hecho tradicionalmente aqui en
Little Flower, sino algo que los sacerdotes y nuestro personal
pastoral han estado tratando de averiguar en los ultimos afios
coémo implementar vy, lo que es mas importante, como
catequizar para explicar el velo de nuestras estatuas e
imagenes. Hay una maravillosa catequesis sobre la Pasion del
Seminario de San Juan en Boston que vale la pena compartir:

Las dltimas dos semanas de la temporada de Cuaresma
comienza el quinto domingo de Cuaresma. ES entonces
cuando Ja Iglesia cambia su enfoque de Cristo en el desierto
(el Evangelio del Primer Domingo de Cuaresma) a Cristo
durante Su Pasion.

Durante este periodo, es posible que haya notado en su
parroquia que el crucifjo y otras estatuas e imagenes
alrededor de la iglesia han sido veladas con una tela pdrpura.

En el Misal Romano encontramos la instruccion. "En /as
diocesis de los Estados Unidos, se puede observar la practica
de cubrir cruces e imagenes en toda la iglesia desde [el quinto]
domingo [de Cuaresmal Las cruces permanecen cublertas
hasta el final de la celebracion de la Pasion del Seror el
Viernes Santo, pero las imagenes permanecen cublertas hasta
el comienzo de la Vigilia Pascual’.

¢Por qué cubrimos las imagenes?

La practica de cubrir las imagenes nos alerta de que algo
es diferente, puede ser sorprendente al principio, pero las dos
Ultimas semanas de Cuaresma son un tiempo de preparacion
inmediata para la celebracion del Triduo Sagrado. Los
cubrimientos son dificiles de perder de vista, pero sirven como
recordatorio para prepararse.

Las imdgenes cublertas construyen en nosotros la
anoranza del Domingo de Resurreccion. Los cubrimientos
parecen fuera de lugar, e incluso contradictorios. Puede
parecer extrarnio que el crucifjjo se cubra durante la Pasion.
A través de esta ausencia de imagenes, nuestros sentidos
se agudizan y nos volvernos mas conscientes de lo que falta.
Del mismo modo, la supresion del Aleluya durante /a
Cuaresma demuestra efectivamente que estamos en el exilio
de nuestro verdadero Hogar, donde los dangeles cantan el
Aleluya sin cesar.

Cuando se revelan imadgenes antes de la Vigilia Pascual,
se nos recuerda que, en cierto sentido, vivirnos en un mundo
velado. Es a lravés de nuestra propia muerte que somos
capaces de ver nuestro veraadero hogar, y el velo se levanta.
Cristo levanta el velo a través de Su Resurreccion.

Palabras muy fuertes en esta catequesis, y la razon por la
que elegimos adoptar esta practica que se observa en
muchas de nuestras parroquias vecinas es precisamente para
hacernos afiorar a Cristo Resucitado, a la victoria de la Pascua
y al descubrimiento que tiene lugar cuando salimos de la
existencia velada del pecado y llegamos a la existencia
desvelada de la gracia que viene de la misericordia de Dios.

Las estatuas cubiertas también sirven como un
recordatorio de que todo en nuestra iglesia debe apuntar
hacia el altar. A veces nuestros hermanos y hermanas
protestantes nos critican, y a veces con razon, porque afirman
que ‘'"adoramos' las imagenes en nuestras Iglesias.
Obviamente, todos sabemos que esto no es cierto porque solo
adoramos al Sefior Eucaristico presente en el altar o en el
sagrario. Sin embargo, hay ocasiones en las que hemos visto
a los feligreses recibir la Sagrada Comunion e ir directamente
a la estatua del Sagrado Corazén o a la estatua de nuestra
Santisima Madre o a uno de los otros santos de nuestra
iglesia para rezarles. En el momento en que recibimos la
Comunion, somos uno con nuestro Sefior y orar en adoracion
silenciosa en nuestros bancos o unirnos al canto del Himno
de la Comunion tal vez seria mas apropiado. Si, nuestra
Santisima Madre y todos los santos se unen a nosotros en
oracion después de la Comunion, pero la reverencia por la
Presencia Real de la Eucaristia debe tener prioridad durante
ese corto tiempo. Asi que, en este sentido, el velo de las
estatuas puede servir como una correccion, por asi decirlo,
a nuestras oraciones y practicas posteriores a la Comunion,
0 como hemos visto a menudo, al habito de entrar en la iglesia
para orar a una de las estatuas y no reconocer la Presencia
Real de Nuestro Sefior Jesucristo en el tabernaculo.

Se supone que la Cuaresma se trata de hacer
correcciones, y si nos hemos desviado en nuestras practicas
liturgicas, ahora es el momento de hacer esas correcciones
durante las ultimas dos semanas de cuaresma cuando
comenzamos a toda prisa nuestro viaje al Calvario con
nuestro Sefor.

Que anhelemos lo que esta oculto para nosotros.
Que anhelemos la santidad que los santos cubiertos
ejemplifican para nosotros. Que anhelemos esa gloriosa
mafiana de Pascua cuando el cielo se une con la tierra y la
humanidad se reconcilie con Dios.
