Ecclesia de Eucharistia

1. The Church draws her life from the Eucharist. This truth does not
simply express a daily experience of faith, but recapitulates the heart of
the mystery of the Church. In a variety of ways she joyfully
experiences the constant fulfilment of the promise: “Lo, | am with you
always, to the close of the age” (Mt 28:20), but in the Holy Eucharist,
through the changing of bread and wine into the body and blood of the
Lord, she rejoices in this presence with unique intensity. Ever since
Pentecost, when the Church, the People of the New Covenant, began her
pilgrim journey towards her heavenly homeland, the Divine Sacrament
has continued to mark the passing of her days, filling them with confident
hope.

The Second Vatican Council rightly proclaimed that the Eucharistic
sacrifice is “the source and summit of the Christian life”.1 “For the most
holy Eucharist contains the Church's entire spiritual wealth: Christ
himself, our passover and living bread. Through his own flesh, now made
living and life-giving by the Holy Spirit, he offers life to men”. Consequently
the gaze of the Church is constantly turned to her Lord, present in the
Sacrament of the Altar, in which she discovers the full manifestation of
his boundless love.

2. During the Great Jubilee of the Year 2000 | had an opportunity to
celebrate the Eucharist in the Cenacle of Jerusalem where, according to
tradition, it was first celebrated by Jesus himself. The Upper Room was
where this most holy Sacrament was instituted. It is there that Christ took
bread, broke it and gave it to his disciples, saying: “Take this, all of you,
and eat it: this is my body which will be given up for
you" (cf. Mt 26:26; Lk 22:19; 1 Cor 11:24). Then he took the cup of wine
and said to them: “Take this, all of you and drink from it: this is the cup of

my blood, the blood of the new and everlasting covenant. It will be shed
for you and for all, so that sins may be forgiven” (cf. Mk 14:24; Lk 22:20;
1 Cor 11:25). | am grateful to the Lord Jesus for allowing me to repeat in
that same place, in obedience to his command: ‘Do this in memory of
me” (Lk 22:19), the words which he spoke two thousand years ago.

Did the Apostles who took part in the Last Supper understand the
meaning of the words spoken by Christ? Perhaps not. Those words
would only be fully clear at the end of the Triduum sacrum, the time from
Thursday evening to Sunday morning. Those days embrace the
mysterium paschale; they also embrace the mysterium eucharisticum.

3. The Church was born of the paschal mystery. For this very reason the
Eucharist, which is in an outstanding way the sacrament of the paschal
mystery, stands at the centre of the Church's life. This is already clear
from the earliest images of the Church found in the Acts of the Apostles:
“They devoted themselves to the Apostles' teaching and fellowship, to the
breaking of bread and the prayers” (2:42). The “breaking of the bread”
refers to the Eucharist. Two thousand years later, we continue to relive
that primordial image of the Church. At every celebration of the Eucharist,
we are spiritually brought back to the paschal Triduum: to the events of
the evening of Holy Thursday, to the Last Supper and to what followed it.
The institution of the Eucharist sacramentally anticipated the events
which were about to take place, beginning with the agony in Gethsemane.
Once again we see Jesus as he leaves the Upper Room, descends with
his disciples to the Kidron valley and goes to the Garden of Olives. Even
today that Garden shelters some very ancient olive trees. Perhaps they
witnessed what happened beneath their shade that evening, when Christ
in prayer was filled with anguish “and his sweat became like drops of
blood falling down upon the ground” (cf. Lk 22:44). The blood which
shortly before he had given to the Church as the drink of salvation in the
sacrament of the Eucharist, began to be shed; its outpouring would then
be completed on Golgotha to become the means of our redemption:
“Christ... as high priest of the good things to come..., entered once for all
into the Holy Place, taking not the blood of goats and calves but his own
blood, thus securing an eternal redemption” (Heb 9:11- 12).

4. The hour of our redemption. Although deeply troubled, Jesus does not
flee before his “hour”. “And what shall | say? ‘Father, save me from this
hour? No, for this purpose | have come to this hour” (Jn 12:27).
He wanted his disciples to keep him company, yet he had to experience
loneliness and abandonment: “So, could you not watch with me one
hour? Watch and pray that you may not enter into temptation”
(Mt 26:40- 41). Only John would remain at the foot of the Cross, at the
side of Mary and the faithful women. The agony in Gethsemane was the
introduction to the agony of the Cross on Good Friday. The holy hour,
the hour of the redemption of the world. Whenever the Eucharist is
celebrated at the tomb of Jesus in Jerusalem, there is an almost tangible
return to his “hour”, the hour of his Cross and glorification. Every priest
who celebrates Holy Mass, together with the Christian community which
takes part in it, is led back in spirit to that place and that hour. “He was
crucified, he suffered death and was buried; he descended to the dead;
on the third day he rose again®. The words of the profession of faith are
echoed by the words of contemplation and proclamation: “This is the
wood of the Cross, on which hung the Saviour of the world. Come, let us
worship”. This is the invitation which the Church extends to all in the
afternoon hours of Good Friday. She then takes up her song during the
Easter season in order to proclaim: “The Lord is risen from the tomb;
for our sake he hung on the Cross, Alleluia”.

Rezo para que encuentren esta lectura satisfactoria este verano, y les
recomiendo a seguir todas las noticias que saldran de Indianapolis en
unas pocas semanas, donde miles de catdlicos se reuniran para el
Congreso Eucaristico Nacional. Deberia ser un encuentro increible.
De hecho, somos un pueblo eucaristico, y como parroquia, sacamos
todas nuestras fuerzas del altar del Sefior para ir y ministrar en su
nombre y compartir su presencia con el mundo. Os invito a profundizar
en el significado de la Eucaristia leyendo esta carta enciclica este verano.

Ecclesia de Eucharistia

1. La Iglesia vive de la Eucaristia. Esta verdad no expresa solamente una
experiencia cotidiana de fe, sino que encierra en sintesis el nicleo del
misterio de la Iglesia. Esta experimenta con alegria cémo se realiza
continuamente, en mdltiples formas, la promesa del Sefior: “He aqui que
yo estoy con vosotros todos los dias hasta el fin del mundo » (Mt 28, 20);
en la sagrada Eucaristia, por la transformacion del pan y el vino en el
cuerpo y en la sangre del Sefior, se alegra de esta presencia con una
intensidad Unica. Desde que, en Pentecostés, la Iglesia, Pueblo de la
Nueva Alianza, ha empezado su peregrinacién hacia la patria celeste,
este divino Sacramento ha marcado sus dias, llendndolos de confiada
esperanza.

Con razén ha proclamado el Concilio Vaticano Il que el Sacrificio
eucarfstico es “fuente y cima de toda la vida cristiana.” (1) “La sagrada
Eucaristia, en efecto, contiene todo el bien espiritual de la Iglesia, es decir,
Cristo mismo, nuestra Pascua y Pan de Vida, que da la vida a los
hombres por medio del Espiritu Santo.” (2) Por tanto la mirada de la
Iglesia se dirige continuamente a su Sefior, presente en el Sacramento
del altar, en el cual descubre la plena manifestacién de su inmenso amor.

2. Durante el Gran Jubileo del afio 2000, tuve ocasién de celebrar la
Eucaristia en el Cenaculo de Jerusalén, donde, segun la tradicién, fue
realizada la primera vez por Cristo mismo. El Cendculo es el lugar de la
institucion de este Santisimo Sacramento. Alli Cristo tomd en sus manos
el pan, lo partié y lo dio a los discipulos diciendo: “Tomad y comed todos
de él, porque esto es mi Cuerpo, que serd entregado por vosotros
» (cf. Mt 26, 26;Lc 22, 19;1 Co 11, 24). Después tomé en sus manos el
céliz del vino y les dijo: “Tomad y bebed todos de él, porque éste es el
cdliz de mi sangre, sangre de la alianza nueva y eterna, que serd
derramada por vosotros y por todos los hombres para el perdén de los
pecados » (cf.Mc 14, 24;Lc22, 20;1 Co11, 25). Estoy agradecido al
Sefior Jesus que me permitid repetir en aquel mismo lugar, obedeciendo

su mandato “haced esto en conmemoracion mia » (Lc22, 19), las
palabras pronunciadas por El hace dos mil afios.

Los Apéstoles que participaron en la Ultima Cena, ;comprendieron el
sentido de las palabras que salieron de los labios de Cristo? Quizas no.
Aquellas palabras se habrian aclarado plenamente sélo al final
del Triduum sacrum, es decir, el lapso que va de la tarde del jueves hasta
la mafiana del domingo. En esos dias se enmarca el mysterium paschale;
en ellos se inscribe también el mysterium eucharisticum.

3. Del misterio pascual nace la Iglesia. Precisamente por eso la
Eucaristia, que es el sacramento por excelencia del misterio pascual, esta
en el centro de la vida eclesial. Se puede observar esto ya desde las
primeras imdgenes de la Iglesia que nos ofrecen los Hechos de los
Apdstoles: “Acudian asiduamente a la ensefianza de los apéstoles, a la
comunidn, a la fraccion del pan y a las oraciones » (2, 42). La “fraccion del
pan » evoca la Eucaristia. Después de dos mil afios seguimos
reproduciendo aquella imagen primigenia de la Iglesia. Y, mientras |lo
hacemos en la celebracion eucaristica, los ojos del alma se dirigen al
Triduo pascual: a lo que ocurrié la tarde del Jueves Santo, durante la
Ultima Cena y después de ella. La institucién de la Eucaristfa, en efecto,
anticipaba sacramentalmente los acontecimientos que tendrian lugar
poco mas tarde, a partir de la agonfa en Getsemani. Vemos a Jesus que
sale del Cendculo, baja con los discipulos, atraviesa el arroyo Cedrén y
llega al Huerto de los Olivos. En aquel huerto quedan aun hoy algunos
arboles de olivo muy antiguos. Tal vez fueron testigos de lo que ocurrié a
su sombra aquella tarde, cuando Cristo en oracién experimenté una
angustia mortal y “su sudor se hizo como gotas espesas de sangre que
cafan en tierra » (Lc 22, 44).La sangre, que poco antes habfa entregado
a la Iglesia como bebida de salvacion en el Sacramento
eucaristico,comenzé a ser derramada; su efusién se completaria
después en el Golgota, convirtiéndose en instrumento de nuestra
redencién: “Cristo como Sumo Sacerdote de los bienes futuros [..]
penetrd en el santuario una vez para siempre, no con sangre de machos
cabrios ni de novillos, sino con su propia sangre, consiguiendo una
redencién eterna » (Hb 9, 11-12).

4.La hora de nuestra redencion. Jesus, aungque sometido a una
prueba terrible, no huye ante su “hora »: “; Qué voy a decir? jPadre, librame
de esta horal Pero jsi he llegado a esta hora para esto! » (Jn 12, 27).
Desea que los discipulos le acompafien y, sin embargo, debe
experimentar la soledad y el abandono: “;Conque no habéis podido velar
una hora conmigo? Velad y orad, para que no caigdis en tentacion
» (Mt 26, 40-41). Sélo Juan permanecerd al pie de la Cruz, junto a Maria
y a las piadosas mujeres. La agonia en Getsemani ha sido la introduccién
a la agonia de la Cruz del Viernes Santo. La hora santa, la hora de la
redencion del mundo. Cuando se celebra la Eucaristia ante la tumba de
Jesus, en Jerusalén, se retorna de modo casi tangible a su “hora »,
la hora de la cruz y de la glorificaciéon. A aquel lugar y a aquella hora
vuelve espiritualmente todo presbitero que celebra la Santa Misa, junto
con la comunidad cristiana que participa en ella.

“Fue crucificado, muerto y sepultado, descendié a los infiernos, al tercer
dia resucité de entre los muertos.” A las palabras de la profesién de fe
hacen eco las palabras de la contemplacién y la proclamacion: "Ecce
lignum crucis in quo salus mundi pependit. Venite adoremus.” Esta es la
invitacién que la Iglesia hace a todos en la tarde del Viernes Santo. Y hara
de nuevo uso del canto durante el tiempo pascual para proclamar:
“Surrexit Dominus de sepulcro qui pro nobis pependit in ligno. Aleluya.”
