ECCLESIA EN EUCHARISTIA

11. “The Lord Jesus on the night he was betrayed” (1 Cor 11:23) instituted the Eucharistic Sacrifice of his
body and his blood. The words of the Apostle Paul bring us back to the dramatic setting in which the Eu-
charist was born. The Eucharist is indelibly marked by the event of the Lord's passion and death, of which
it is not only a reminder but the sacramental re-presentation. It is the sacrifice of the Cross perpetuated
down the ages. This truth is well expressed by the words with which the assembly in the Latin rite re-
sponds to the priest's proclamation of the “Mystery of Faith”: “We announce your death, O Lord".

The Church has received the Eucharist from Christ her Lord not as one gift — however precious — among
so many others, but as the gift par excellence, for it is the gift of himself, of his person in his sacred human-
ity, as well as the gift of his saving work. Nor does it remain confined to the past, since “all that Christ is —
all that he did and suffered for all men — participates in the divine eternity, and so transcends all times”.

When the Church celebrates the Eucharist, the memorial of her Lord's death and resurrection, this central
event of salvation becomes really present and “the work of our redemption is carried out”. This sacrifice is
so decisive for the salvation of the human race that Jesus Christ offered it and returned to the Father on-

ly after he had left us a means of sharing in it as if we had been present there. Each member of the faithful
can thus take part in it and inexhaustibly gain its fruits. This is the faith from which generations of Chris-
tians down the ages have lived. The Church's Magisterium has constantly reaffirmed this faith with joyful
gratitude for its inestimable gift. | wish once more to recall this truth and to join you, my dear brothers and
sisters, in adoration before this mystery: a great mystery, a mystery of mercy. What more could Jesus have
done for us? Truly, in the Eucharist, he shows us a love which goes “to the end” (cf. Jn 13:1), a love which
knows no measure.

12. This aspect of the universal charity of the Eucharistic Sacrifice is based on the words of the Saviour
himself. In instituting it, he did not merely say: “This is my body”, “this is my blood”, but went on to add:
“which is given for you”, “which is poured out for you” (Lk 22:19-20). Jesus did not simply state that what he
was giving them to eat and drink was his body and his blood; he also expressed its sacrificial meaning and
made sacramentally present his sacrifice which would soon be offered on the Cross for the salvation of all.
“The Mass is at the same time, and inseparably, the sacrificial memorial in which the sacrifice of the Cross
is perpetuated and the sacred banquet of communion with the Lord's body and blood".

The Church constantly draws her life from the redeeming sacrifice; she approaches it not only through
faith-filled remembrance, but also through a real contact, since this sacrifice is made present ever anew,
sacramentally perpetuated, in every community which offers it at the hands of the consecrated minister.
The Eucharist thus applies to men and women today the reconciliation won once for all by Christ for man-
kind in every age. “The sacrifice of Christ and the sacrifice of the Eucharist are one single sacrifice”. Saint
John Chrysostom put it well: “We always offer the same Lamb, not one today and another tomorrow, but
always the same one. For this reason the sacrifice is always only one... Even now we offer that victim who
was once offered and who will never be consumed.”

The Mass makes present the sacrifice of the Cross; it does not add to that sacrifice nor does it multiply it.
What is repeated is its memorial celebration, its “commemorative representation” (memorialis demonstra-
tio), which makes Christ's one, definitive redemptive sacrifice always present in time. The sacrificial nature
of the Eucharistic mystery cannot therefore be understood as something separate, independent of the
Cross or only indirectly referring to the sacrifice of Calvary.




13. By virtue of its close relationship to the sacrifice of Golgotha, the Eucharist is a sacrifice in the strict
sense, and not only in a general way, as if it were simply a matter of Christ's offering himself to the faithful
as their spiritual food. The gift of his love and obedience to the point of giving his life (cf. Jn 10:17-18) is in
the first place a gift to his Father. Certainly it is a gift given for our sake, and indeed that of all humanity
(cf. Mt 26:28;, Mk 14:24; Lk 22:20; Jn 10:15), yet it is first and foremost a gift to the Father: “a sacrifice that
the Father accepted, giving, in return for this total self-giving by his Son, who 'became obedient unto
death' (Phil 2:8), his own paternal gift, that is to say the grant of new immortal life in the resurrection”.

In giving his sacrifice to the Church, Christ has also made his own the spiritual sacrifice of the Church,
which is called to offer herself in union with the sacrifice of Christ. This is the teaching of the Second Vati-
can Council concerning all the faithful: “Taking part in the Eucharistic Sacrifice, which is the source and
summit of the whole Christian life, they offer the divine victim to God, and offer themselves along with it".

14. Christ's passover includes not only his passion and death, but also his resurrection. This is recalled by
the assembly's acclamation following the consecration: “We proclaim your resurrection”. The Eucharistic
Sacrifice makes present not only the mystery of the Saviour's passion and death, but also the mystery of
the resurrection which crowned his sacrifice. It is as the living and risen One that Christ can become in the
Eucharist the “bread of life” (Jn 6:35, 48), the “living bread” (Jn 6:51). Saint Ambrose reminded the newly-
initiated that the Eucharist applies the event of the resurrection to their lives: “Today Christ is yours, yet
each day he rises again for you”. Saint Cyril of Alexandria also makes clear that sharing in the sacred mys-
teries “is a true confession and a remembrance that the Lord died and returned to life for us and on our be-
half”.

15. The sacramental re-presentation of Christ's sacrifice, crowned by the resurrection, in the Mass involves
a most special presence which — in the words of Paul VI - “is called 'real’ not as a way of excluding all oth-
er types of presence as if they were 'not real', but because it is a presence in the fullest sense: a substantial
presence whereby Christ, the God-Man, is wholly and entirely present”. This sets forth once more the per-
ennially valid teaching of the Council of Trent: “the consecration of the bread and wine effects the change
of the whole substance of the bread into the substance of the body of Christ our Lord, and of the whole
substance of the wine into the substance of his blood. And the holy Catholic Church has fittingly and
properly called this change transubstantiation”. Truly the Eucharist is a mysterium fidei, a mystery which
surpasses our understanding and can only be received in faith, as is often brought out in the catechesis of
the Church Fathers regarding this divine sacrament: “Do not see — Saint Cyril of Jerusalem exhorts — in the
bread and wine merely natural elements, because the Lord has expressly said that they are his body and
his blood: faith assures you of this, though your senses suggest otherwise”.

Adoro te devote, latens Deitas, we shall continue to sing with the Angelic Doctor. Before this mystery of
love, human reason fully experiences its limitations. One understands how, down the centuries, this truth
has stimulated theology to strive to understand it ever more deeply.

These are praiseworthy efforts, which are all the more helpful and insightful to the extent that they are able
to join critical thinking to the “living faith” of the Church, as grasped especially by the Magisterium's “sure
charism of truth” and the “intimate sense of spiritual realities” which is attained above all by the saints.
There remains the boundary indicated by Paul VI: “Every theological explanation which seeks some under-
standing of this mystery, in order to be in accord with Catholic faith, must firmly maintain that in objective
reality, independently of our mind, the bread and wine have ceased to exist after the consecration, so that
the adorable body and blood of the Lord Jesus from that moment on are really before us under the sacra-
mental species of bread and wine”.



ECCLESIA EN EUCHARISTIA

11. "El Sefior Jesus, la noche en que fue entregado” (1 Co 11, 23), instituyd el Sacrificio eucaristico de su cuerpo
y de su sangre. Las palabras del apostol Pablo nos llevan a las circunstancias dramaticas en que nacio la Eu-
caristia. En ella esta inscrito de forma indeleble el acontecimiento de la pasion y muerte del Sefior. No sélo lo
evoca sino que lo hace sacramentalmente presente. Es el sacrificio de la Cruz que se perpetua por los siglos.
(9) Esta verdad la expresan bien las palabras con las cuales, en el rito latino, el pueblo responde a la
proclamacion del “misterio de la fe” que hace el sacerdote: "Anunciamos tu muerte, Sefior.”

La Iglesia ha recibido la Eucaristia de Cristo, su Sefior, no sélo como un don entre otros muchos, aunque sea
muy valioso, sino como el don por excelencia, porque es don de si mismo, de su persona en su santa humani-
dad y, ademas, de su obra de salvacién. Esta no queda relegada al pasado, pues “todo lo que Cristo es y todo o
que hizo y padecié por los hombres participa de la eternidad divina y domina asi todos los tiempos...."(10)

Cuando la Iglesia celebra la Eucaristia, memorial de la muerte y resurreccion de su Sefior, se hace realmente
presente este acontecimiento central de salvacion y “se realiza la obra de nuestra redencién.”(11) Este sacrifi-
cio es tan decisivo para la salvacion del género humano, que Jesucristo lo ha realizado y ha vuelto al Padre
so6lo después de habernos dejado el medio para participar de €l, como si hubiéramos estado presentes. Asi, to-
do fiel puede tomar parte en él, obteniendo frutos inagotablemente. Esta es la fe de la que han vivido a lo largo
de los siglos las generaciones cristianas. Esta es la fe que el Magisterio de la Iglesia ha reiterado continuamen-
te con gozosa gratitud por tan inestimable don.(12) Deseo, una vez mas, llamar la atencién sobre esta verdad,
poniéndome con vosotros, mis queridos hermanos y hermanas, en adoracion delante de este Misterio: Misterio
grande, Misterio de misericordia. ;Qué mas podia hacer Jesus por nosotros? Verdaderamente, en la Eucaristia
nos muestra un amor que llega "hasta el extremo” (Jn 13, 1), un amor que no conoce medida.

12. Este aspecto de caridad universal del Sacramento eucaristico se funda en las palabras mismas del Salva-
dor. Al instituirlo, no se limitd a decir “Este es mi cuerpo”, “Esta copa es la Nueva Alianza en mi sangre”, sino que
afadio “entregado por vosotros... derramada por vosotros” (Lc 22, 19-20). No afirmé solamente que lo que les
daba de comery beber era su cuerpo y su sangre, sino que manifesté su valor sacrificial, haciendo presente de
modo sacramental su sacrificio, que cumpliria después en la cruz algunas horas mas tarde, para la salvacion
de todos. “La misa es, a la vez e inseparablemente, el memorial sacrificial en que se perpetua el sacrificio de la

cruz, y el banquete sagrado de la comunion en el Cuerpo y la Sangre del Sefior.”(13)

La Iglesia vive continuamente del sacrificio redentor, y accede a €l no solamente a través de un recuerdo lleno
de fe, sino también en un contacto actual, puesto que este sacrificio se hace presente, perpetuandose sacra-
mentalmente en cada comunidad que lo ofrece por manos del ministro consagrado. De este modo, la Eu-
caristia aplica a los hombres de hoy la reconciliacion obtenida por Cristo una vez por todas para la humanidad
de todos los tiempos. En efecto, “el sacrificio de Cristo y el sacrificio de la Eucaristia son, pues, un unico sacrifi-
cio ».(14) Ya lo decia elocuentemente san Juan Criséstomo: “Nosotros ofrecemos siempre el mismo Cordero, y
no uno hoy y otro mafiana, sino siempre el mismo. Por esta razén el sacrificio es siempre uno sélo [...].
También nosotros ofrecemos ahora aquella victima, que se ofrecié entonces y que jamas se consumira.”(15)

La Misa hace presente el sacrificio de la Cruz, no se le afiade y no lo multiplica.(16) Lo que se repite es su cele-
bracion memorial, la “manifestacion memorial” (memorialis demonstratio),(17) por la cual el Unico y definitivo
sacrificio redentor de Cristo se actualiza siempre en el tiempo. La naturaleza sacrificial del Misterio eucaristico
no puede ser entendida, por tanto, como algo aparte, independiente de la Cruz o con una referencia solamente
indirecta al sacrificio del Calvario.




13. Por su intima relacion con el sacrificio del Golgota, la Eucaristia es sacrificio en sentido propio y no sélo en
sentido genérico, como si se tratara del mero ofrecimiento de Cristo a los fieles como alimento espiritual. En
efecto, el don de su amor y de su obediencia hasta el extremo de dar la vida (cf. Jn 10, 17-18), es en primer lu-
gar un don a su Padre. Ciertamente es un don en favor nuestro, mas aun, de toda la humanidad (cf. Mt 26,
28;Mc 14, 24, Lc 22, 20; Jn 10, 15), pero don ante todo al Padre: “sacrificio que el Padre aceptd, correspondien-
do a esta donacion total de su Hijo que se hizo “obediente hasta la muerte” (FI 2, 8) con su entrega paternal, es
decir, con el don de la vida nueva e inmortal en la resurreccion.”(18)

Al entregar su sacrificio a la Iglesia, Cristo ha querido ademas hacer suyo el sacrificio espiritual de la Iglesia,
llamada a ofrecerse también a si misma unida al sacrificio de Cristo. Por lo que concierne a todos los fieles, el
Concilio Vaticano Il ensefia que “al participar en el sacrificio eucaristico, fuente y cima de la vida cristiana, ofre-
cen a Dios la Victima divina y a si mismos con ella.”"(19)

14. La Pascua de Cristo incluye, con la pasion y muerte, también su resurreccion. Es lo que recuerda la
aclamacion del pueblo después de la consagracion: "Proclamamos tu resurreccion.” Efectivamente, el sacrificio
eucaristico no solo hace presente el misterio de la pasion y muerte del Salvador, sino también el misterio de la
resurreccion, que corona su sacrificio. En cuanto viviente y resucitado, Cristo se hace en la Eucaristia “pan de
vida” (Jn 6, 35.48), “pan vivo” (Jn 6, 51). San Ambrosio lo recordaba a los nedfitos, como una aplicacién del ac-
ontecimiento de la resurreccion a su vida: “Si hoy Cristo esté en ti, El resucita para ti cada dia.”(20) San Cirilo de
Alejandria, a su vez, subrayaba que la participacion en los santos Misterios “es una verdadera confesion y me-
moria de que el Sefior ha muerto y ha vuelto a la vida por nosotros y para beneficio nuestro.”(21)

15. La representacion sacramental en la Santa Misa del sacrificio de Cristo, coronado por su resurreccion, im-
plica una presencia muy especial que —citando las palabras de Pablo VI- “se llama “real”, no por exclusion, co-
mo si las otras no fueran “reales”, sino por antonomasia, porque es sustancial, ya que por ella ciertamente se
hace presente Cristo, Dios y hombre, entero e integro.”(22) Se recuerda asi la doctrina siempre valida del Con-
cilio de Trento: “Por la consagracion del pan 'y del vino se realiza la conversion de toda la sustancia del pan en
la sustancia del cuerpo de Cristo Sefior nuestro, y de toda la sustancia del vino en la sustancia de su sangre.
Esta conversion, propia y convenientemente, fue llamada transustanciacion por la santa Iglesia Catolica.”(23)
Verdaderamente la Eucaristia es "mysterium fidei”, misterio que supera nuestro pensamiento y puede ser acog-
ido solo en la fe, como a menudo recuerdan las catequesis patristicas sobre este divino Sacramento. “No veas
—exhorta san Cirilo de Jerusalén— en el pan y en el vino meros y naturales elementos, porque el Sefior ha dicho
expresamente que son su cuerpo y su sangre: la fe te lo asegura, aunque los sentidos te sugieran otra co-
sa."(24)

‘Adoro te devote, latens Deitas”, seguiremos cantando con el Doctor Angélico. Ante este misterio de amor, la
razon humana experimenta toda su limitacion. Se comprende como, a lo largo de los siglos, esta verdad haya
obligado a la teologia a hacer arduos esfuerzos para entenderla.

Son esfuerzos loables, tanto mas Utiles y penetrantes cuanto mejor consiguen conjugar el ejercicio critico del
pensamiento con la “fe vivida” de la Iglesia, percibida especialmente en el “carisma de la verdad” del Magisterio
y en la “comprension interna de los misterios”, a la que llegan sobre todo los santos.(25) La linea fronteriza es
la sefialada por Pablo VI: “Toda explicacion teoldgica que intente buscar alguna inteligencia de este misterio,
debe mantener, para estar de acuerdo con la fe catdlica, que en la realidad misma, independiente de nuestro
espirity, el pany el vino han dejado de existir después de la consagracion, de suerte que el Cuerpo y la Sangre
adorables de Cristo Jesus son los que estan realmente delante de nosotros.”
