ECCLESIA EN EUCHARISTIA

CHAPTER TWO: THE EUCHARIST BUILDS THE CHURCH

21. The Second Vatican Council teaches that the celebration of the Eucharist is at the centre of the
process of the Church's growth. After stating that “the Church, as the Kingdom of Christ already pre-
sent in mystery, grows visibly in the world through the power of God",35 then, as if in answer to the
guestion: “How does the Church grow?”, the Council adds: “as often as the sacrifice of the Cross by
which 'Christ our pasch is sacrificed' (1 Cor 5:7) is celebrated on the altar, the work of our redemption
is carried out. At the same time in the sacrament of the Eucharistic bread, the unity of the faithful, who
form one body in Christ (cf. T Cor 10:17), is both expressed and brought about”.36

A causal influence of the Eucharist is present at the Church's very origins. The Evangelists specify that
it was the Twelve, the Apostles, who gathered with Jesus at the Last Supper (cf. Mt 26:20; Mk 14:17;
Lk 22:14). This is a detail of notable importance, for the Apostles “were both the seeds of the new Isra-
el and the beginning of the sacred hierarchy”.37 By offering them his body and his blood as food,
Christ mysteriously involved them in the sacrifice which would be completed later on Calvary. By anal-
ogy with the Covenant of Mount Sinai, sealed by sacrifice and the sprinkling of blood,38 the actions
and words of Jesus at the Last Supper laid the foundations of the new messianic community, the Peo-
ple of the New Covenant.

The Apostles, by accepting in the Upper Room Jesus' invitation: “Take, eat”, “Drink of it, all of

you” (Mt 26:26-27), entered for the first time into sacramental communion with him. From that time
forward, until the end of the age, the Church is built up through sacramental communion with the Son
of God who was sacrificed for our sake: “Do this is remembrance of me... Do this, as often as you drink
it, in remembrance of me” (1 Cor 11:24-25; cf. Lk 22:19).

22. Incorporation into Christ, which is brought about by Baptism, is constantly renewed and consoli-
dated by sharing in the Eucharistic Sacrifice, especially by that full sharing which takes place in sacra-
mental communion. We can say not only that each of us receives Christ, but also that Christ receives
each of us. He enters into friendship with us: “You are my friends” (Jn 15:14). Indeed, it is because of
him that we have life: “He who eats me will live because of me” (Jn 6:57). Eucharistic communion
brings about in a sublime way the mutual “abiding” of Christ and each of his followers: “Abide in me,
and | in you” (Jn 15:4).

By its union with Christ, the People of the New Covenant, far from closing in upon itself, becomes a
“sacrament” for humanity,39 a sign and instrument of the salvation achieved by Christ, the light of the
world and the salt of the earth (cf. Mt 5:13-16), for the redemption of all.40 The Church's mission
stands in continuity with the mission of Christ: “As the Father has sent me, even so | send

you” (Jn20:27). From the perpetuation of the sacrifice of the Cross and her communion with the body
and blood of Christ in the Eucharist, the Church draws the spiritual power needed to carry out her mis-
sion. The Eucharist thus appears as both the source and the summit of all evangelization, since its
goal is the communion of mankind with Christ and in him with the Father and the Holy Spirit.41

23. Eucharistic communion also confirms the Church in her unity as the body of Christ. Saint Paul re-
fers to this unifying power of participation in the banquet of the Eucharist when he writes to the Corin-
thians: “The bread which we break, is it not a communion in the body of Christ? Because there is one
bread, we who are many are one body, for we all partake of the one bread” (1 Cor 10:16-17). Saint John
Chrysostom's commentary on these words is profound and perceptive: “For what is the bread? It is the
body of Christ. And what do those who receive it become? The Body of Christ — not many bodies but
one body. For as bread is completely one, though made of up many grains of wheat, and these, albeit
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unseen, remain nonetheless present, in such a way that their difference is not apparent since they
have been made a perfect whole, so too are we mutually joined to one another and together united
with Christ”.42 The argument is compelling: our union with Christ, which is a gift and grace for each of
us, makes it possible for us, in him, to share in the unity of his body which is the Church. The Eucharist
reinforces the incorporation into Christ which took place in Baptism though the gift of the Spirit (cf. 1
Cor 12:13,27).

The joint and inseparable activity of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, which is at the origin of the Church,
of her consolidation and her continued life, is at work in the Eucharist. This was clearly evident to the
author of the Liturgy of Saint James: in the epiclesis of the Anaphora, God the Father is asked to send
the Holy Spirit upon the faithful and upon the offerings, so that the body and blood of Christ “may be a
help to all those who partake of it ... for the sanctification of their souls and bodies”.43 The Church is
fortified by the divine Paraclete through the sanctification of the faithful in the Eucharist.

24. The gift of Christ and his Spirit which we receive in Eucharistic communion superabundantly fulfils
the yearning for fraternal unity deeply rooted in the human heart; at the same time it elevates the expe-
rience of fraternity already present in our common sharing at the same Eucharistic table to a degree
which far surpasses that of the simple human experience of sharing a meal. Through her communion
with the body of Christ the Church comes to be ever more profoundly “in Christ in the nature of a sac-
rament, that is, a sign and instrument of intimate unity with God and of the unity of the whole human
race”.44

The seeds of disunity, which daily experience shows to be so deeply rooted in humanity as a result of
sin, are countered by the unifying power of the body of Christ. The Eucharist, precisely by building up
the Church, creates human community.

25. The worship of the Eucharist outside of the Mass is of inestimable value for the life of the Church.
This worship is strictly linked to the celebration of the Eucharistic Sacrifice. The presence of Christ un-
der the sacred species reserved after Mass — a presence which lasts as long as the species of bread
and of wine remain 45 — derives from the celebration of the sacrifice and is directed towards commun-
ion, both sacramental and spiritual.46 It is the responsibility of Pastors to encourage, also by their per-
sonal witness, the practice of Eucharistic adoration, and exposition of the Blessed Sacrament in partic-
ular, as well as prayer of adoration before Christ present under the Eucharistic species.47

It is pleasant to spend time with him, to lie close to his breast like the Beloved Disciple (cf. Jn 13:25)
and to feel the infinite love present in his heart. If in our time Christians must be distinguished above
all by the “art of prayer”,48 how can we not feel a renewed need to spend time in spiritual converse, in
silent adoration, in heartfelt love before Christ present in the Most Holy Sacrament? How often, dear
brother and sisters, have | experienced this, and drawn from it strength, consolation and support!

This practice, repeatedly praised and recommended by the Magisterium,49 is supported by the exam-
ple of many saints. Particularly outstanding in this regard was Saint Alphonsus Liguori, who wrote: “Of
all devotions, that of adoring Jesus in the Blessed Sacrament is the greatest after the sacraments, the
one dearest to God and the one most helpful to us”.50 The Eucharist is a priceless treasure: by not on-
ly celebrating it but also by praying before it outside of Mass we are enabled to make contact with the
very wellspring of grace. A Christian community desirous of contemplating the face of Christ in the
spirit which | proposed in the Apostolic Letters Novo Millennio Ineunte and Rosarium Virginis Mari-

ae cannot fail also to develop this aspect of Eucharistic worship, which prolongs and increases the
fruits of our communion in the body and blood of the Lord.
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ECCLESIA EN EUCHARISTIA

CAPITULO DOS: LA EUCARISTIA EDIFICA LA IGLESIA

21. El Concilio Vaticano Il ha recordado que la celebracion eucaristica es el centro del proceso de crec-
imiento de la Iglesia. En efecto, después de haber dicho que "la Iglesia, 0 el reino de Cristo presente ya
en misterio, crece visiblemente en el mundo por el poder de Dios",(35) como queriendo responder a la
pregunta: ;Como crece?, anade: "Cuantas veces se celebra en el altar el sacrificio de la cruz, en el que
Cristo, nuestra Pascua, fue inmolado (1 Co 5, 7), se realiza la obra de nuestra redencién. El sacramen-
to del pan eucaristico significa y al mismo tiempo realiza la unidad de los creyentes, que forman un
solo cuerpo en Cristo (cf. 1 Co 10, 17)".(36)

Hay un influjo causal de la Eucaristia en los origenes mismos de la Iglesia. Los evangelistas precisan
que fueron los Doce, los Apdstoles, quienes se reunieron con Jesus en la Ultima Cena (cf. Mt 26,
20;Mc 14,17, Lc 22, 14). Es un detalle de notable importancia, porque los Apdstoles "fueron la semilla
del nuevo Israel, a la vez que el origen de la jerarquia sagrada".(37)Al ofrecerles como alimento su
cuerpo y su sangre, Cristo los implicéd misteriosamente en el sacrificio que habria de consumarse
pocas horas después en el Calvario. Analogamente a la alianza del Sinali, sellada con el sacrificio y la
aspersion con la sangre,(38) los gestos y las palabras de Jesus en la Ultima Cena fundaron la nueva
comunidad mesianica, el Pueblo de la nueva Alianza.

Los Apostoles, aceptando la invitacion de Jesus en el Cenaculo: "Tomad, comed... Bebed de ella to-
dos..." (Mt 26, 26.27), entraron por vez primera en comunion sacramental con El. Desde aquel momen-
to, y hasta al final de los siglos, la Iglesia se edifica a través de la comunion sacramental con el Hijo de
Dios inmolado por nosotros: "Haced esto en recuerdo mio... Cuantas veces la bebiereis, hacedlo en
recuerdo mio" (1 Co 11, 24-25; cf. Lc 22, 19).

22. Laincorporacion a Cristo, que tiene lugar por el Bautismo, se renueva y se consolida continuamen-
te con la participacion en el Sacrificio eucaristico, sobre todo cuando ésta es plena mediante la co-
munion sacramental. Podemos decir que no solamente cada uno de nosotros recibe a Cristo, sino que
también Cristo nos recibe a cada uno de nosotros. El estrecha su amistad con nosotros: "Vosotros
sois mis amigos" (Jn 15, 14). Méas aun, nosotros vivimos gracias a El: "el que me coma vivira por

mi" (Jn 6, 57). En la comunioén eucaristica se realiza de manera sublime que Cristo y el discipulo
"estén" el uno en el otro: "Permaneced en mi, como yo en vosotros" (Jn 15, 4).

Al unirse a Cristo, en vez de encerrarse en si mismo, el Pueblo de la nueva Alianza se convierte en
"sacramento” para la humanidad,(39)signo e instrumento de la salvacion, en obra de Cristo, en luz del
mundo y sal de la tierra (cf. Mt 5, 13-16), para la redencién de todos.(40)La mision de la Iglesia con-
tinda la de Cristo: "Como el Padre me envio, también yo os envio" (Jn 20, 21). Por tanto, la Iglesia rec-
ibe la fuerza espiritual necesaria para cumplir su mision perpetuando en la Eucaristia el sacrificio de la
Cruz y comulgando el cuerpo y la sangre de Cristo. Asi, la Eucaristia es la fuente y, al mismo tiempo,

la cumbre de toda la evangelizacion, puesto que su objetivo es la comunion de los hombres con Cristo
y, en El, con el Padre y con el Espiritu Santo.(41)

23. Con la comunion eucaristica la Iglesia consolida también su unidad como cuerpo de Cristo. San
Pablo se refiere a esta eficacia unificadora de la participacion en el banquete eucaristico cuando
escribe a los Corintios: "Y el pan que partimos ;no es comunion con el cuerpo de Cristo? Porque aun
siendo muchos, un solo pan y un solo cuerpo somos, pues todos participamos de un solo pan” (1

Co 10, 16-17). El comentario de san Juan Criséstomo es detallado y profundo: ";Qué es, en efecto, el
pan? Es el cuerpo de Cristo. ¢En qué se transforman los que lo reciben? En cuerpo de Cristo; pero no
muchos cuerpos sino un solo cuerpo. En efecto, como el pan es sélo uno, por mas que esté com-
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puesto de muchos granos de trigo y €stos se encuentren en €l, aunque no se vean, de tal modo que su
diversidad desaparece en virtud de su perfecta fusion; de la misma manera, también nosotros esta-
mos unidos reciprocamente unos a otros y, todos juntos, con Cristo".(42) La argumentacion es ter-
minante: nuestra union con Cristo, que es don y gracia para cada uno, hace que en El estemos asocia-
dos también a la unidad de su cuerpo que es la Iglesia. La Eucaristia consolida la incorporacion a Cris-
to, establecida en el Bautismo mediante el don del Espiritu (cf. 1 Co 12, 13.27).

La accion conjunta e inseparable del Hijo y del Espiritu Santo, que esta en el origen de la Iglesia, de su
constitucion y de su permanencia, continua en la Eucaristia. Bien consciente de ello es el autor de

la Liturgia de Santiago: en la epiclesis de la anafora se ruega a Dios Padre que envie el Espiritu Santo
sobre los fieles y sobre los dones, para que el cuerpo y la sangre de Cristo "sirvan a todos los que par-
ticipan en ellos [...] a la santificacion de las almas y los cuerpos”.(43)La Iglesia es reforzada por el
divino Paraclito a través la santificacion eucaristica de los fieles.

24. El don de Cristo y de su Espiritu que recibimos en la comunion eucaristica colma con sobrada
plenitud los anhelos de unidad fraterna que alberga el corazon humano vy, al mismo tiempo, eleva la
experiencia de fraternidad, propia de la participacion comun en la misma mesa eucaristica, a niveles
que estan muy por encima de la simple experiencia convival humana. Mediante la comunion del cuer-
po de Cristo, la Iglesia alcanza cada vez mas profundamente su ser "en Cristo como sacramento o si-
gno e instrumento de la unién intima con Dios y de la unidad de todo el género humano".(44)

A los gérmenes de disgregacion entre los hombres, que la experiencia cotidiana muestra tan arraigada
en la humanidad a causa del pecado, se contrapone la fuerza generadora de unidad del cuerpo de
Cristo. La Eucaristia, construyendo la Iglesia, crea precisamente por ello comunidad entre los hom-
bres.

25. El culto que se da a la Eucaristia fuera de la Misa es de un valor inestimable en la vida de la Iglesia.
Dicho culto esta estrechamente unido a la celebracion del Sacrificio eucaristico. La presencia de Cris-
to bajo las sagradas especies que se conservan después de la Misa —presencia que dura mientras
subsistan las especies del pan y del vino(45)—, deriva de la celebracion del Sacrificio y tiende a la co-
munion sacramental y espiritual.(46) Corresponde a los Pastores animar, incluso con el testimonio
personal, el culto eucaristico, particularmente la exposicion del Santisimo Sacramento y la adoracion
de Cristo presente bajo las especies eucaristicas.(47)

Es hermoso estar con Ely, reclinados sobre su pecho como el discipulo predilecto (cf. Jn 13, 25), pal-
par el amor infinito de su corazon. Si el cristianismo ha de distinguirse en nuestro tiempo sobre todo
por el "arte de la oracion',(48) ;como no sentir una renovada necesidad de estar largos ratos en con-
versacion espiritual, en adoracion silenciosa, en actitud de amor, ante Cristo presente en el Santisimo
Sacramento? jCuantas veces, mis queridos hermanos y hermanas, he hecho esta experiencia y en ella
he encontrado fuerza, consuelo y apoyo!

Numerosos Santos nos han dado ejemplo de esta practica, alabada y recomendada repetidamente
