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THE APOSTOLICITY OF THE EUCHARIST
AND OF THE CHURCH

26. If, as I have said, the Eucharist builds the Church and the Church makes the Eucharist, it follows 
that there is a profound relationship between the two, so much so that we can apply to the Eucharistic 
mystery the very words with which, in the Nicene-Constantinopolitan Creed, we profess the Church to 
be “one, holy, catholic and apostolic”. The Eucharist too is one and catholic. It is also holy, indeed, the 
Most Holy Sacrament. But it is above all its apostolicity that we must now consider.

27. The Catechism of the Catholic Church, in explaining how the Church is apostolic – founded on the 
Apostles – sees three meanings in this expression. First, “she was and remains built on 'the foundation 
of the Apostles' (Eph 2:20), the witnesses chosen and sent on mission by Christ himself”.51 The Eu-
charist too has its foundation in the Apostles, not in the sense that it did not originate in Christ himself, 
but because it was entrusted by Jesus to the Apostles and has been handed down to us by them and 
by their successors. It is in continuity with the practice of the Apostles, in obedience to the Lord's com-
mand, that the Church has celebrated the Eucharist down the centuries.

The second sense in which the Church is apostolic, as the Catechism points out, is that “with the help 
of the Spirit dwelling in her, the Church keeps and hands on the teaching, the 'good deposit', the salu-
tary words she has heard from the Apostles”.52 Here too the Eucharist is apostolic, for it is celebrated 
in conformity with the faith of the Apostles. At various times in the two-thousand-year history of the 
People of the New Covenant, the Church's Magisterium has more precisely defined her teaching on 
the Eucharist, including its proper terminology, precisely in order to safeguard the apostolic faith with 
regard to this sublime mystery. This faith remains unchanged and it is essential for the Church that it 
remain unchanged.

28. Lastly, the Church is apostolic in the sense that she “continues to be taught, sanctified and guided 
by the Apostles until Christ's return, through their successors in pastoral office: the college of Bishops 
assisted by priests, in union with the Successor of Peter, the Church's supreme pastor”.53 Succession 
to the Apostles in the pastoral mission necessarily entails the sacrament of Holy Orders, that is, the 
uninterrupted sequence, from the very beginning, of valid episcopal ordinations.54 This succession is 
essential for the Church to exist in a proper and full sense.

The Eucharist also expresses this sense of apostolicity. As the Second Vatican Council teaches, “the 
faithful join in the offering of the Eucharist by virtue of their royal priesthood”,55 yet it is the ordained 
priest who, “acting in the person of Christ, brings about the Eucharistic Sacrifice and offers it to God in 
the name of all the people”.56 For this reason, the Roman Missal prescribes that only the priest should 
recite the Eucharistic Prayer, while the people participate in faith and in silence.57

29. The expression repeatedly employed by the Second Vatican Council, according to which “the min-
isterial priest, acting in the person of Christ, brings about the Eucharistic Sacrifice”,58 was already firm-
ly rooted in papal teaching.59 As I have pointed out on other occasions, the phrase in persona Chris-
ti “means more than offering 'in the name of' or 'in the place of' Christ. In persona means in specific 
sacramental identification with the eternal High Priest who is the author and principal subject of this

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sacrifice of his, a sacrifice in which, in truth, nobody can take his place”.60 The ministry of priests who 
have received the sacrament of Holy Orders, in the economy of salvation chosen by Christ, makes 
clear that the Eucharist which they celebrate is a gift which radically transcends the power of the as-
sembly and is in any event essential for validly linking the Eucharistic consecration to the sacrifice of 
the Cross and to the Last Supper. The assembly gathered together for the celebration of the Eucharist, 
if it is to be a truly Eucharistic assembly, absolutely requires the presence of an ordained priest as its 
president. On the other hand, the community is by itself incapable of providing an ordained minister. 
This minister is a gift which the assembly receives through episcopal succession going back to the 
Apostles. It is the Bishop who, through the Sacrament of Holy Orders, makes a new presbyter by con-
ferring upon him the power to consecrate the Eucharist. Consequently, “the Eucharistic mystery can-
not be celebrated in any community except by an ordained priest, as the Fourth Lateran Council ex-
pressly taught”….61

31. If the Eucharist is the centre and summit of the Church's life, it is likewise the centre and summit of 
priestly ministry. For this reason, with a heart filled with gratitude to our Lord Jesus Christ, I repeat that 
the Eucharist “is the principal and central raison d'être of the sacrament of priesthood, which effective-
ly came into being at the moment of the institution of the Eucharist”.63

Priests are engaged in a wide variety of pastoral activities. If we also consider the social and cultural 
conditions of the modern world it is easy to understand how priests face the very real risk of losing 
their focus amid such a great number of different tasks. The Second Vatican Council saw in pastoral 
charity the bond which gives unity to the priest's life and work. This, the Council adds, “flows mainly 
from the Eucharistic Sacrifice, which is therefore the centre and root of the whole priestly life”.64 We 
can understand, then, how important it is for the spiritual life of the priest, as well as for the good of 
the Church and the world, that priests follow the Council's recommendation to celebrate the Eucharist 
daily: “for even if the faithful are unable to be present, it is an act of Christ and the Church”.65 In this 
way priests will be able to counteract the daily tensions which lead to a lack of focus and they will find 
in the Eucharistic Sacrifice – the true centre of their lives and ministry – the spiritual strength needed 
to deal with their different pastoral responsibilities. Their daily activity will thus become truly Eucharis-
tic.

The centrality of the Eucharist in the life and ministry of priests is the basis of its centrality in 
the pastoral promotion of priestly vocations. It is in the Eucharist that prayer for vocations is most 
closely united to the prayer of Christ the Eternal High Priest. At the same time the diligence of priests 
in carrying out their Eucharistic ministry, together with the conscious, active and fruitful participation 
of the faithful in the Eucharist, provides young men with a powerful example and incentive for respond-
ing generously to God's call. Often it is the example of a priest's fervent pastoral charity which the Lord 
uses to sow and to bring to fruition in a young man's heart the seed of a priestly calling…

33. When, due to the scarcity of priests, non-ordained members of the faithful are entrusted with a 
share in the pastoral care of a parish, they should bear in mind that – as the Second Vatican Council 
teaches – “no Christian community can be built up unless it has its basis and centre in the celebration 
of the most Holy Eucharist”.66 They have a responsibility, therefore, to keep alive in the community a 
genuine “hunger” for the Eucharist, so that no opportunity for the celebration of Mass will ever be 
missed, also taking advantage of the occasional presence of a priest who is not impeded by Church 
law from celebrating Mass.

CAPITULO TRES: APOSTOLICIDAD DE LA EUCARISTÍA Y DE LA IGLESIA

26. Como he recordado antes, si la Eucaristía edifica la Iglesia y la Iglesia hace la Eucaristía, se deduce que 
hay una relación sumamente estrecha entre una y otra. Tan verdad es esto, que nos permite aplicar al Mis-
terio eucarístico lo que decimos de la Iglesia cuando, en el Símbolo niceno-constantinopolitano, la confesa-
mos "una, santa, católica y apostólica". También la Eucaristía es una y católica. Es también santa, más aún, 
es el Santísimo Sacramento. Pero ahora queremos dirigir nuestra atención principalmente a su apostolicid-
ad.

27. El Catecismo de la Iglesia Católica, al explicar cómo la Iglesia es apostólica, o sea, basada en los 
Apóstoles, se refiere a un triple sentido de la expresión. Por una parte, "fue y permanece edificada sobre “el 
fundamento de los apóstoles” (Ef 2, 20), testigos escogidos y enviados en misión por el propio Cristo".(51) 
También los Apóstoles están en el fundamento de la Eucaristía, no porque el Sacramento no se remonte a 
Cristo mismo, sino porque ha sido confiado a los Apóstoles por Jesús y transmitido por ellos y sus suce-
sores hasta nosotros. La Iglesia celebra la Eucaristía a lo largo de los siglos precisamente en continuidad 
con la acción de los Apóstoles, obedientes al mandato del Señor.

El segundo sentido de la apostolicidad de la Iglesia indicado por el Catecismo es que "guarda y transmite, 
con la ayuda del Espíritu Santo que habita en ella, la enseñanza, el buen depósito, las sanas palabras oídas a 
los apóstoles".(52) También en este segundo sentido la Eucaristía es apostólica, porque se celebra en con-
formidad con la fe de los Apóstoles. En la historia bimilenaria del Pueblo de la nueva Alianza, el Magisterio 
eclesiástico ha precisado en muchas ocasiones la doctrina eucarística, incluso en lo que atañe a la exacta 
terminología, precisamente para salvaguardar la fe apostólica en este Misterio excelso. Esta fe permanece 
inalterada y es esencial para la Iglesia que perdure así.

28. En fin, la Iglesia es apostólica en el sentido de que "sigue siendo enseñada, santificada y dirigida por los 
Apóstoles hasta la vuelta de Cristo gracias a aquellos que les suceden en su ministerio pastoral: el colegio 
de los Obispos, a los que asisten los presbíteros, juntamente con el sucesor de Pedro y Sumo Pastor de la 
Iglesia".(53) La sucesión de los Apóstoles en la misión pastoral conlleva necesariamente el sacramento del 
Orden, es decir, la serie ininterrumpida que se remonta hasta los orígenes, de ordenaciones episcopales vál-
idas.(54) Esta sucesión es esencial para que haya Iglesia en sentido propio y pleno.

La Eucaristía expresa también este sentido de la apostolicidad. En efecto, como enseña el Concilio Vaticano 
II, los fieles "participan en la celebración de la Eucaristía en virtud de su sacerdocio real",(55) pero es el sac-
erdote ordenado quien "realiza como representante de Cristo el sacrificio eucarístico y lo ofrece a Dios en 
nombre de todo el pueblo".(56) Por eso se prescribe en el Misal Romano que es únicamente el sacerdote 
quien pronuncia la plegaria eucarística, mientras el pueblo de Dios se asocia a ella con fe y en silencio.(57)

29. La expresión, usada repetidamente por el Concilio Vaticano II, según la cual el sacerdote ordenado 
"realiza como representante de Cristo el Sacrificio eucarístico",(58) estaba ya bien arraigada en la enseñanza 
pontificia.(59) Como he tenido ocasión de aclarar en otra ocasión, in persona Christi "quiere decir más que 
“en nombre”, o también, “en vez” de Cristo. In “persona”: es decir, en la identificación específica, sacramental 
con el “sumo y eterno Sacerdote”, que es el autor y el sujeto principal de su propio sacrificio, en el que, en 
verdad, no puede ser sustituido por nadie".(60) El ministerio de los sacerdotes, en virtud del sacramento del 
Orden, en la economía de salvación querida por Cristo, manifiesta que la Eucaristía celebrada por ellos es un 
don que supera radicalmente la potestad de la asamblea y es insustituible en cualquier caso para unir válid-
amente la consagración eucarística al sacrificio de la Cruz y a la Última Cena.

La asamblea que se reúne para celebrar la Eucaristía necesita absolutamente, para que sea realmente 
asamblea eucarística, un sacerdote ordenado que la presida. Por otra parte, la comunidad no está capacita-
da para darse por sí sola el ministro ordenado. Éste es un don que recibe a través de la sucesión episcopal 
que se remonta a los Apóstoles. Es el Obispo quien establece un nuevo presbítero, mediante el sacramento 
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del Orden, otorgándole el poder de consagrar la Eucaristía. Pues "el Misterio eucarístico no puede ser cele-
brado en ninguna comunidad si no es por un sacerdote ordenado, como ha enseñado expresamente el Con-
cilio Lateranense IV.(61)…

Los fieles católicos, por tanto, aun respetando las convicciones religiosas de estos hermanos separados, 
deben abstenerse de participar en la comunión distribuida en sus celebraciones, para no avalar una am-
bigüedad sobre la naturaleza de la Eucaristía y, por consiguiente, faltar al deber de dar un testimonio claro 
de la verdad. Eso retardaría el camino hacia la plena unidad visible. De manera parecida, no se puede pensar 
en reemplazar la santa Misa dominical con celebraciones ecuménicas de la Palabra o con encuentros de 
oración en común con cristianos miembros de dichas Comunidades eclesiales, o bien con la participación 
en su servicio litúrgico. Estas celebraciones y encuentros, en sí mismos loables en circunstancias oportu-
nas, preparan a la deseada comunión total, incluso eucarística, pero no pueden reemplazarla.

El hecho de que el poder de consagrar la Eucaristía haya sido confiado sólo a los Obispos y a los presbíteros 
no significa menoscabo alguno para el resto del Pueblo de Dios, puesto que la comunión del único cuerpo 
de Cristo que es la Iglesia es un don que redunda en beneficio de todos.

31. Si la Eucaristía es centro y cumbre de la vida de la Iglesia, también lo es del ministerio sacerdotal. Por 
eso, con ánimo agradecido a Jesucristo, nuestro Señor, reitero que la Eucaristía "es la principal y central 
razón de ser del sacramento del sacerdocio, nacido efectivamente en el momento de la institución de la Eu-
caristía y a la vez que ella".(63)

Las actividades pastorales del presbítero son múltiples. Si se piensa además en las condiciones sociales y 
culturales del mundo actual, es fácil entender lo sometido que está al peligro de la dispersión por el gran 
número de tareas diferentes. El Concilio Vaticano II ha identificado en la caridad pastoral el vínculo que da 
unidad a su vida y a sus actividades. Ésta –añade el Concilio– "brota, sobre todo, del sacrificio eucarístico 
que, por eso, es el centro y raíz de toda la vida del presbítero".(64) Se entiende, pues, lo importante que es 
para la vida espiritual del sacerdote, como para el bien de la Iglesia y del mundo, que ponga en práctica la 
recomendación conciliar de celebrar cotidianamente la Eucaristía, "la cual, aunque no puedan estar 
presentes los fieles, es ciertamente una acción de Cristo y de la Iglesia".(65) De este modo, el sacerdote será 
capaz de sobreponerse cada día a toda tensión dispersiva, encontrando en el Sacrificio eucarístico, verdade-
ro centro de su vida y de su ministerio, la energía espiritual necesaria para afrontar los diversos quehaceres 
pastorales. Cada jornada será así verdaderamente eucarística.

Del carácter central de la Eucaristía en la vida y en el ministerio de los sacerdotes se deriva también su 
puesto central en la pastoral de las vocaciones sacerdotales. Ante todo, porque la plegaria por las 
vocaciones encuentra en ella la máxima unión con la oración de Cristo sumo y eterno Sacerdote; pero 
también porque la diligencia y esmero de los sacerdotes en el ministerio eucarístico, unido a la promoción

33. Cuando, por escasez de sacerdotes, se confía a fieles no ordenados una participación en el cuidado pas-
toral de una parroquia, éstos han de tener presente que, como enseña el Concilio Vaticano II, "no se con-
struye ninguna comunidad cristiana si ésta no tiene como raíz y centro la celebración de la sagrada Eu-
caristía".(66) Por tanto, considerarán como cometido suyo el mantener viva en la comunidad una verdadera 
"hambre" de la Eucaristía, que lleve a no perder ocasión alguna de tener la celebración de la Misa, incluso 
aprovechando la presencia ocasional de un sacerdote que no esté impedido por el derecho de la Iglesia para 
celebrarla.
