But today, 
we begin the official countdown to the 100th birthday of our 
parochial school which will kick off an entire year of 
celebrations in and around our parish. Our school children are 
learning so much about our school’s history and humble 
beginnings, and they are so excited, along with our Carmelite 
Sisters and teachers, to reach that centennial milestone in just 
one year’s time. Through the intercession of our patroness 
St. Therese, may we all continue to perfect her “little way” of 
following Christ so that we may reach our 100th birthday 
ready to begin a new century of building up the Kingdom of 
God here in our parish.
