fROM THE PASTOR'S DESK

My Dear Faerwb

Today we begin a pivotal week in the life of our
Church. On Wednesday, May 7, the College of
Cardinals enters into the Conclave to elect our
next Pope. This should be a time of intense prayer
for all of us as we pray to the Holy Spirit to
enlighten the minds of the princes of the Church
to elect a holy pastor to be the next Successor of
geler.

So how must we, as a believing people,
approach this week filled with so much
speculation and media frenzy? | already
mentioned it above: prayer. The cardinals are
counting on our prayers and in fact, a week before
they entered the Conclave, they released this
statement urging us to pray:

The College of Cardinals gathered in Rome,
engaged in the General Congregations in
preparation for the Conclave, wishes to invite the
People of God to live this ecclesial moment as an
event of grace and spiritual discernment, listening
to the will of God.

For this reason, the Cardinals, conscious of

the responsibility to which they are called, feel the
need to be supported by the prayers of all the
faithful This is the true force that in the Church
promotes the unity of all the members of the one
Body of Christ (cf. 1 Cor 12:72).

This statement is a humbly plea for these
shepherds tasked with a solemn responsibility to
appeal to the Holy Spirit on their behalf. Pray to
the Holy Spirit this week. Pray that the mighty
wind that came upon the apostles at Pentecost
may come upon the cardinals of our Church.

And if | may finish by adding a few pastoral
suggestions: the deliberations that have been
taking place over the last week and through
Wednesday have been secretive, and so will the
details of the papal election once they enter into
conclave. Any speculation from the media,
be it secular or Catholic media, is merely that,
speculation. Absolutely, read about the lives of
these men, pray for them, and its only human
nature to have a “favorite” if you will. But feeding
into rumors and speculation are not healthy
spiritual attributes to adopt this week. At the end
of the day, as | did last week on Divine Mercy
Sunday, | looked at the words inscribed at the foot
of that image and said simply, “Jesus, | trust in
you.”

We enter this week with complete trust in
our Divine Shepherd that he will send us a good
and holy shepherd to lead the Universal Church.
How beautiful that this process will play out
during the month of Mary who is the Mother of
the Church. May she protect this good men and
intercede for them. Immerse yourself in prayer.

Faced with the enormilty of the lask ahead and May the Holy Spirit guide our cardinals as they
the urgency of the present time, it is first of all enter into conclave, and may the Holy Spirit guide

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THE PAPAL CONCLAVL

On the morning of the first day of the Conclave, the cardinals will gather for the Mass
for the Election of the Roman Pontiff in St. Peter’s Basilica. After assembling at the
Pauline Chapel in choir dress, they will then process to the Sistine Chapel, chanting

the “Veni Creator Spiritus.” After all have taken an oath of secrecy, the Master of

Papal Liturgical Celebrations gives the order, “Extra omnes” (meaning “Those who are

extra, leave”). This is the last time we see the cardinals until the new pope is elected.

KILIGO IN SUMMUM PONTIFICEM

The following days of the Conclave will include daily
Mass, various spiritual talks and conferences, time for
prayer, and, of course, the secret voting. There is one
vote on the evening of the first day, followed by up to
two morning votes and two afternoon votes each day \
after, until a Cardinal has two-thirds of the total vote.

SMOKFE SIGNALS

For those outside the Conclave, the only indication of how voting is going comes
from the chimney of the Sistine Chapel. All ballots and any notes taken by the
Cardinals are burned with special coloring chemicals.

Black smoke means no one has received the two-thirds vote in that session.
White smoke means a new Pope has been elected!

After accepting the election and selecting a name, the newly-elected Pope will
go to the “Room of Tears” where he will vest in the Papal robes for the first
time. From the balcony of St. Peter’s Basilica, the Cardinal Protodeacon will
proclaim: “Annuntio vobis gaudium magnum: Habemus Papam!” (I announce
to you a great joy: we have a Pope!) The new Pope will then step out onto the
balcony to deliver his first apostolic “Urbi et Orbi” blessing.
