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FROM THE PASTOR’S DESK

MyDearFriends,

I write these lines from St. Peter's Square in Rome. By
the time you read this, I will back in the parish after
leading a group of parishioners and Carmelite Sisters to
walk through the Holy Doors in Rome and to see our
Holy Father, Pope Leo XIV, during his usual general
audience. It was emotional to hear the name of the
"Church of the Little Flower" announced and ring
through this historic square particularly during our
centennial year.

We took all of you and your intentions with us, and at
the end of the audience, His Holiness imparted his
apostolic blessing on us and by extension to all the
parishioners of Little Flower.

I would now like to share a summary of the words Pope
Leo shared with us in English and in Spanish of his
catechesis which should move our hearts during this
jubilee year:

Dear Brothers and Sisters,

In our catechesis on the Jubilee theme of “Jesus Christ
our Hope,” today we will continue our consideration of
the Resurrection. As we heard in the Gospel reading,
the disappointment of the disciples after the passion of
the Lord had blinded them to the joy of the
Resurrection. Jesus, rather than dazzling them with his
glorious splendor, chose to appear to them with great
humility, patiently teaching them that his death was the
mysterious path by which he redeemed us and
manifested his love for us. However disappointed,
unworthy or lost we may feel, no matter how deep our
pain, the Lord wishes to accompany us on our path and
teach us to discover the salviŨc meaning of our own
suffering. Let us ask the Lord for the grace to recognize
his humble presence and to accept life’s trials with joy
as we await his coming in glory.

Si bien la historia humana
está herida por la desilusión y el pecado, por este
misterio de amor tenemos la esperanza de que no
existe nada, ni siquiera la muerte, que pueda separarnos
del amor de Dios. A veces pensamos que Él está con
nosotros sólo cuando las cosas van bien, sin embargo,
nos acompaña también en losmomentosmás oscuros.

Campaign Progress
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Fisk Opus 166, which will be arriving here early next year, is now being erected at the Fisk
workshop in Gloucester, MA. Keep on eye on their Facebook and Instagram pages (@cbfisk)
for regular updates as the three towers get built up and the pipes start to get put in place.

Our new pipe organ will contain about 3,000 pipes and each one of them has been
meticulously hand-crafted, from themelting of themetals and the creation of

large tin sheets to the precise measuring, cutting, rolling, soldering,
and detailed finishing of each individual pipe’s various parts.

As we announced over the summer, those pipes are specially available
to be dedicated in memory of a loved one,

to commemoratemajor milestones like baptisms, first communions,
confirmations, graduations, birthdays, weddings, or anniversaries,

or simply to add your family’s name to the long legacy of our parish in this milestone year.

Pipe Memorializations will be recorded in a specially printed booklet
which will be provided to each donor at no additional cost early next year.

A copy of the booklet will also remain inside the organ in perpetuity,
ensuring the lasting legacy of both the instrument itself

and of all those who helped tomake it possible.

Interior pipes are available for dedication at $400 each and
facade pipes, forever visible on the front of each of the organ’s

threemajor cases, are available for $1,000 each.
