READINGS FOR THEWEEK
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MyDearFriends,

Today we celebrate Good Shepherd Sunday
which is also the World Day of Prayer for
Vocations. Last weekend, we were honored as a
parish with the ordination to the transitional
diaconate of one of our parishioners, Deacon
Jonathan Sanchez. God willing, he will be ordained
a priest next year in the spring. As I said during the
two Masses he preached last week, he stood there
as a deacon as a result of the prayers of this
community, but we need to do more as a parish
to pray for and foster vocations. The Office of
Vocations for the Archdiocese of Miami started a
campaign a few years ago in which we they asked
all the faithful to pray one Hail Mary a day for
vocations. We need good and holy shepherds
ministering at the altar. We are blessed at Little
Flower that we have multiple priests celebrating
Mass and hearing our confessions on Saturday
morning. There are many parishes in our country
that only have one priest, or sadly, no priests to
tend to the flock.

On this day of prayer, the bishops of our country
tell us: “the purpose of this day is to publicly fulfill
the Lord's instruction to, `Pray the Lord of the
harvest to send laborers into his harvest’ (Mt 9:38;
Lk 10:2). Please pray that young men and women
hear and respond generously to the Lord's call to
the priesthood, diaconate, religious life, societies
of apostolic life or secular institutes.”

We are also blessed as a parish that we have the
Carmelite Sisters of the Most Sacred Heart of Los
Angeles serving and administering our parochial
school. We are the last archdiocesan school that
is run by religious order, so we need to pray that
that our sisters receivemore vocations as well.

In his message for this World Day of Prayer for
Vocations, our Holy Father, Pope Leo XIV, speaks
particularly to the youth:

Dear young people, listen to this voice! Listen to
the voice of the Lord who invites you to a full and
fruitful life, calling you to put your talents to use
(cf.Mt25:14-30) and to unite your limitations and
weaknesses with the glorious cross of Christ.
Make time, then, for Eucharistic adoration;
meditate faithfully on the word of God, so that you
may put it into practice each day; and participate
actively and fully in the sacramental and ecclesial
life of the Church. In this way, you will come to
know the Lord. Through the intimacy of his
friendship, you will discover how to give of
yourselves, whether through marriage, the
priesthood, the permanent diaconate, or
consecrated life. Every vocation is an
immeasurable gift for the Church and for those
who receive it with joy. To know the Lord means
above all learning to entrust oneself to him and to
his providence, which is abundant in every
vocation. (Message of His Holiness, Pope Leo XIV,
for the 63rd World Day of Prayer for Vocations,
4/26/26)

Let us commend ourselves to Christ, the Good
Shepherd, who lays down his life for his sheep, and
who strengthens those called to lay down their
lives for the good of Holy Mother Church. May our
young people hear the voice of the Good
Shepherd, and may our prayers as a parish
community inspire young men and women to
embrace the great adventure of serving the Lord
as a priest or religious.
